The opening sermon was preached
by Dr. E. F. Abbott, Dr. Elwang
preached Tuesday morning, and Rev.
L. B. Tate, from Korea, preached that
night,

The commission on the Centralia
church reported the church dissolved
and the property sold.

Mr. Thomas addressed Presbytery
on Synodical College, reporting grati-
fying subscriptions and a high percen-
tage of collections. A remewal of all
appropriations for our Home Mission
fields for the ensuing year was re-
quested of Synod.

The overture from the Assembly
was answered in the affirmative. The
campaign for the further endowment
of Westminster College was heartily
endorsed.

A communication from Potosi Pres-
bytery was lald on the table for
various reasons, but perhaps chiefly
because the matter was not considered
to be within the range of Presbytery’'s
business,

Auxvasse City was selected as the
place, and the second Tuesday in April
as the time for the next meeting.

After a cordial vote of thanks, ad-
journment was had to meet at Synod
at the call of the moderator.

The Presbytery of St. Louis met at
Crocker, Mo., September 18th at 8
P, M., and was opened with a ser-
mon by the retiring moderator, Rev.
J. W. Rowe, from Ezek. 6:7.

temporary clerk, Elder A. N. Beck, of
Boeuff.

Overtures: An overture from Potosi
Presbytery asking the Synod of Mis-
souri to assume the ownership of the
Farmington Presbyterian Home was
read for information.

An overture from Potosi Presby-
tery to the Synod, protesting against
the anti-Christian teachings of the
universities and the normal schools
was received and read.

The overture sent down by the As-
sembly proposing an amendment to
chapter 12, paragraph 235, Book of
Church Order, was not consented to.

Rev. J. W. Rowe was elected chair-
man of the BSystematic Beneficence
Committee.

The Forelgn Mission Committee
urged that collections be taken for
Foreign Missions in both churches and
Sunday-schools during October.

The Home Mission Committes re-
ported that all the churches were sup-
plied, with one exceptfon, and that
the prospect was that it would soon be
supplied.

The Systematic Beneficence Com-
mittee recommended the Every Mem-
ber Canvass, and urged that pastors
preach on scriptural and systematic
glving to all the benevolent causes of
the Church,

The Committee of Schools and Col-
leges reported greater prosperity in
our institutions than for a long time.

The Presbyterial sermon was
breached by Rev. 8. M. Watson from
2 Th. 2:13, 14 and John 6:46.
