Lightning In Arizona.
Tae Davies, Or., Feb. 18th, 1892,
Editor of the Chroniecle:

Having seen the an item going the
rounds of thepapers I feel it as my duty
to contradict it. It is stated in the
item that there has not been
but one thunder storm in Arizona in
fourteen years. A more flagrant false-
hood has not come to my notice auring
the time mentioned. I lived in Arizona
