Therefore many assert that strikes, not
having accompliched the epecific pur-
pose which they set out to accomplish,
shonld have “failure’ written'up against
them. 5

Bat this is a very narrow view lo take
of the subject. Every strike haa left its
lesson and its impression, some super-
ficinl and others deep, upon labor con-
ditions, Btrikes have served to mark
the limits of oppression by employers
aund the autocratic demands of employes.
They have demonstrated repeatedly to
wanagers of corporations that thereis =
tine in wage slavery béyond which they
cannot go. At the same time Innumer-
able failuras bhave tanght striking em-
ployes that there are demands which
cannot be enforced, no mat»wr how
strongly they are urged by btrikes, boy-
cotts, and the intimidation of non-union
men. Organiged labor has a library
full of experience acquired in striking
for more than the labor market wonld
yield to it. Corporate monopolies have
lost millions in sequiring the knowledge
of just how far they can go in reducing
wages or imposing restrictive condi-
tions.
" While strikes have perhaps failed as
sirikes, it cannot be assumed that they
bhave failed as lessons. No statistics
can be obtained, nor can any estimate
be made as to the number of strikes
which have been prevented by the spec-
tacle of strike failures. Disaatisfied em-
ployes will learn from Homestead and
Buffalo to be moderate in their demands
and prudent in the methods employved
to enforce them. Employers will like-
wige learn wisdom from these saure ex-
periences. The world in gencral learns
that an honorable, falr and. effective
method of sottling labor diffienlties
must be fonnd.

‘The members of the La Conner party
arrivedd home the other day, says the
Puget sound Mail, after a twelve days’
expudition to the enow-crowned peak of
Mount Baker.

It was pure salphur. Then began the
descent, which was accomplished in the
short spsce of time of one hoorand a
a balf.

THE CHOLERA iN NEW YORK.

H:mbnrgdlapn.lchn report the pre-
sent cholera ephlemie the woret that has
ever visited that city, and every hour the
situation becomes worse. People. are
dying off like sheep and the plague is
spreading.  Bitter imprecations . are
héaped upon the anthorities for their
pigheadedness in letting the victims lie
anburied to ecatter contagion among all,
while they hunted for papers to show
the age, occupation, ete., of the dead
person. A reign of terror prevails, and
every person who can possibly do =0 is
feeing from the city. In many parts of
the city groceries, bakeries and buntcher
shops have been closed by the police,
the owners and their salesmen having
been stricken down while sitending to
business.

The imminent and immediate dangers
to the port of New York, from sr-ivaie
from Hamburg has increased the past two
days by arrivals from Germany notably,
and the olecteq [lssengers have beer
landed on Hoffman island. While there
is gauee for alarm it is said the quaran-
tine regulations in the United SBtates are
8o perfect that our health officers have
greal confidencs in their power to pre-
vent the spread of the disease. Time
alone will tell. With the otmost pre-
cantion cholera may croes the continent
to this coast, even to this city. With
our daily railway trafSc such a thing is
more liable to occor than in 1850, when
it last visited this coastin its worst form,
when thousands of emigrants were bur-
ied in lonely graves along the trail, vic-
tims of o disesse of which little was
then known beyond its deadly charac-
ter, Bome of these graves are not far
from us, a number being 1n the Blue
mountaine and on the sandy wastes
along the Columbia® river, while more
are to be found on the high plateans
abont Fort Hall, Ideho. Cholera is a
filth disease, partaking in this of the
nature of the various forms of typhoid,
ecarlet and kindred fevers, and ie at-
tended with some of the same premoni-

tory symptoms, hence that cleanliness
which is akin to godliness, should be
elaborated upon with profit to the hu-
men family.
