THE PRICE OF WHEAT.

There are so many complex and vari-
able factors affecting the markets of the
world that the wise wheat raiser will
not place too much credence in the posi-
tive deductions of statisticians and their
prophetic forecasts, savs the Review,
but will trust to his own buosiness sa-
gueity s to the proper time to sell bhis
wheat for what he believes will be the
highest price.

The highest August prices paid for
wheat gince the Crimean war were $1.55
in 1807, $1.71 in 1872, and $1.501; in 1875,
Lust year's erop, with the prospect of
univeraal shortage in the world's supply
to be made up by Ameriea’s phenomen-
al yield owing to the Russian famine,
brought less than nn average of 90 cents
at New York.

According to. present prospects the
crop of this year ought to sell for nearly
as much as the crop of last year. But
one man's judgment is asgood as that
of anhother in & matter g0 uncertain, and
the prudent man will not venture pre-
digtions that may hit wide of the mark.
There is, howaver, reasonable certainty
that the returns to the wheat
growers of the Inlang Empire
will be a5 lnrge a8 last year. This is
not due to an exceptionally large yvield,
nor will it be due to exeeptionally high
prices; bot to increased acreage which
will being the aggregate up to a most
encouraging figure. 8o the farmer,
after all, has less grounds for complaint,
and ealamity foreboding, than millions
of his less fortunate fellow-men, even
in our own country.

In presenting some indispulabie fncts
today, respecting previous remarkable
yields of wheat in the United States, in-
cluding 1861, it is shown that instead of
a shortage; because of the famine =care.
American holdings caused a large sur-
plus, as Eorope supplied itself from
other sources. Hereafter, lIot us liope,
the erank fumine crop etatisticinns will
be given the place they de&en e in pop-
ular estimation.
