The enstern markets etill remain firm,
and the ontlook grows more favorable
for the shipper. From many large cities
come gdvicea that our fruit is wanted.

Bartlett pears—A great many Bartlett
pears are being shipped from Oregon,
and firat-class pears are bringing good
prices. No shipments sent through the
union have srrived at destination yet.
The raling price paid by Portland com-
mission men has been 35 cents per box.
Mark Levy Company had sold in Minne-
apolis on the 2lst pears for $1.75 per
box, this price netting 75 cents per box ;
8 good profit for the epecalator, but not
8o good for the grower. Pears today are
quoted from $1.75 to $2.25 in all markets,
and less shipments each day from Cali-
fornia.

Plames, prones—Prices on Egg plums,
80 to 05 cents; Hungaran, $1.25 to
$1.40; Silver prones, 90 cents to $1. No
Oregon Italians have yet been sold, bot
prices will rule from $1 to $1.25 for good
fruit, These prices are holding strong,
and will not change much, netting the
shipper 1% to 2! cents. There isa
disposition to ship a great many Italians
green, and the Oregon Fruoit Union will
ship the greater part of them. We
would advise growers to go elow in sell-
ing for 72 cents to $1 per hundred, as we
understund eome have offers at this
price.

Grapes—Market firm for eastern ship-
ment, from $1 to $1.50, and we advise
shipments of these ; also mixed cars.
