The democratic tariflf bill, eall it by
whatever name you may — (Gorman,
Wilson or Havemeser —hss been in
operation long enough to obtain a fair
idea of its workinge, In this connection
the American Economist fornighes somé
interesting statistics showing the amount
of imports under the present tarifl
. schedule as compared with those nnder

‘the McKinley bill. Daring the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1885, our imports
from Earopean countries aggregated
£383,680,842; the amount for the twelve
months ending Jone 30, 1804, was $295,-
077,865, showing an increase of $£88,608,-
077 ; but this represents the gain during
only ten inonths of the Wilson tariff,
and not for a full year. Looking at the
totals for the various countries, we find
that the shipments of foreign goods
made to this country were emaller nn-
der the present tariff, from Austria,
Huongary, Gibralter, Greeee, Greenland,
Iceland, Portugal, Servia, Spain and
Sweden with Norway. Larger ship-
menis were made from Belgiom, Den-
mark, France, Germany, Italy,the Neth-
erlands, Russia, Torkey and Great Bri-
tain. A comparigson between the last
two years showa that in '04 the exports
of France to the United States amounted
to $47,549,974; in '95, $61,500,068. Ger-
many in 1804, $069,386,905; in '00, §81,-
011,443, Great Britain, which of all
European countries is commercially |
most inimical to the United States, in
1894 gent us §107,372,995 worth of her
products. Large as this sum seems, it
loses ite emphasis when compared with
the exports for the twelve months end- |
ing June 30, 1805, which amounted to |
$1569,119,608.

Out of the total gain to European
trade under the present tariff, amount-
ing to 88,600,000, England secured mo
less than $51,746,000 worth of additional
trade, or almost gixty per cent of the
whole, leaving but forty per cent of the
increase remaining, worth- $38,863,000,
to be divided among the other ten coun-
trieg, which are beneficiaries under the
benign policy of the democratic party.

In looking at the figures which repre-
sent the swelling bulk of goods shipped
from foreign countries to the United
States, the fair inquirer does ndt have
to go far to learn why bosiness in the
United States has dropped away below
the ayerage of three years ago. Not un-
til the reinactment of a more equitable
protective tariff will it recover its level.

In a New York dock today, eays the
Chieago Chronicle, rests 8 vessel built in
England at a very heavy expense.to con-
test with an American craft the title to
that particnlarly ovgly and inartistic,
bat at the same time precious, piece of
silver plate, called the America’s cup.
Valkyrie III, as she is dubbed, was
built, at an expense of over $12,000,
merely to make thia race. ¥or other
purposes of pleasure she iz useless. A=
a cruising craft she is without merit,
Itie true that she croseed the ocean, but
it was done by taking out her regular
eparg, putting in two masts where only
one had been planned, and cutting down
her sail area. "

In an adjacent slip lies the American
yacht Defender. Her cost, with our
higher rate of wages in the United
States, has approximated $160,000.
Near her lies.the yacht Vigilant, winner
of the last race for the America’s cup,
useless since the race, and fitted up this
vear at an expense of $40,000 simply to
serve as a peacemaker for the American
champion. The old yacht Vigilant will
probably pass ont of existence at the
end of this year. The two new yachts,
Defender and Valkyrie 1I1, are built so
as to be abeolutely useless for general
purposes. In their construction, so that
lightness may be conserved, alaminum
has been used to a very great exlent,
and scientific observers in our navy de-
partment have discovered that while
alominum remsts the action of fresh
water, salt water corrodes and deetroys
it within a year’s time. On neither of
these boats are the quarters such that
the crew can eat or sleep aboard. Each
one has to be followed by a tender, on
which 1ts'erew is housed.  If either de-
gires to get out of an ordinarily good
harbor, it must appeal to s steam-going
craft to tow it. In short, neither is in
any sense 4 ship or a useful yacht. It
is purely a racing machine, absolately
without practical use for either plessure
or business on the ocean.
