Wi Eespect the Flag

Wasnixeron, Sept, 27.—The flag of
the Red Crose Bociety will be respected
by the armies of 8pain, now engaged in
an effort to crush the Cuban revolution.

DURRANT ~ CONFIDENT

That His Ultimate Acquittal
is Assured.

SAYS HE HAS BEEN LIED AGAINST

The Weakness of the BDefense Com-

tuented Upon by Local San
"Francisco Attorneys.

Bax Fraxcisco, Sept. 28.—An evening
paper publishes an interview with Theo-
dore Durrant, in which the prisones ex-
pressed his disgost at the witnesses who
had testified for the prosecution. Heis
quoted as saying:

*] wonder that the fate of Ananias
and Sapphira has not overtaken some of
them, It ie strange to me that they
haye not been struck dead for what they
have sai1d against me on the stand."”

Durrant expresses confidence in his
ultimate acguittal. In the opinion of
many memberg of the loeal bar, the
couneel for the defense has opened the
door for the admission ofall the evidence
in the Williams case at the present trial
for the murder of Blanche Lamont.

During the examination of Sergeants
Reynclds and Burke, who were called by
the defense, they were ssked concerning
n shoe with & brown stain on the sole,
found in the pastor’s study. The pros-
ecution may claim the right to demon-
strate that the stain might have resnlted
from walking atound Emanue! church
the morning the mutilated body of Min-
nie Williame was found. Evidence could
then be put in'showing the condition of
the room where the murder was com-
mitted and the possibility of a person
entering it getting blood on his shoe.

The defense will fight any proposition
which has for ite object the placing be-
fore the present jury of any fact regard-
ing the Williams murder. The district
attorney says he is satisfied he has put
in a very strong case and does not like
to take the chance of introdocing testi-
mony that might be declared irrelevant
by the supreme court.

The defense does not seem to rely so
much upon the alibi as it did a few days
ago, and its efforts are now being de-
voted to an attempt to find flaws in the
prosecution. Not one of Durrants 75
classmates will step to the front and say
the aceuneed attended Dr. Cheney's lec-
tare of April 3. If he were there every
member of the class would know it and
dozens would appear and tell of incidenta
which happened during the lecture
whereby the presence of the accused was
impressed on their minds.

The simple fact that nobody recollects
his presence is proof positive to the pros-
ecution that he was absent. If General
Dickinson faile to put the students on
the stand, Mr. Barnes will csll them in
rebuttal, and, although their testimony
that they do not know whether the de-
fendant was &t the lecture will be nega-
tive in character, it will thoroughly dis-
sipate from the minds of the jurors any
impression that the introduction of the
rolleall might have. In rebuttal, the
district attorney will attack the rollbook
and will, by a great many witnesses,
show the careless way In which the re-
cord of attendance at the college is kept.
It will be shown that scarcely a student
had not at some time had the roll falgi-
fied by having a classmate answer for
him.

Durrant’s hopes now rest on the abil-
ity of his attorneys to so manipulate the
proceedings as to create a doubt in the
mind of a joror 0 as Lo secure a disagree-
ment, He c¢an build on nothing more
substantial, and it seems impossible at
the present writing that he can expect
an scqguitial,

CHicaco, Sept. 30.—As much of the
population of Chicago as counld find en-
trance to the aunditorinm of the Central
Music hall and the Y. M. C. A. building
tonight ehouted itself hoarse in approba-
tion of a series of resolutions in which
the government iz asked to recognize the
Cnbang as belligerents. Sach gennine
enthusiasm has seldom been witnessed in
this city, and on no occasion were words
spoken by men wore full of the heart and |
goul than the speakers. Mayor George
DB. Bwilt presided at the main meeting in
Central Music hall, while Judge William
A. Vincent was chairman of the Agsocia-
tion building. There were 17 vice-pres:-
dents who ocenpied seais on the plat-
forme, chdsen from leading business men
and each had previonsly expressed him-
seifas in [ull accord with the object of
the meetings.

Among telegrames from men who esnld
not be present, was one [rom Governor
John P, Altgeld, nnd its ringing words
called forth cheer aftercheer. It was as
follows:

*It is time that Spanich misrole, Span-
ish brotality and Spunish ontrage should
be driven from American continent,
The nations have long asserted the right|
to interfere for the purpose of suppress-
ing a practice that shocks the moral sense
ol the civilized world, such as cannibal-
iam and Lhe siave trade, yet the canni-
bals do not torture their victims and do
not indulge in wholesalé slaughter, while
in Caba the torture is fiendish and the
butchery continnes.

“We must end these horrors or else
talk less about Christian eivilizsation.
Besides, when viewed from a geographic-
al and political or a military standpoint, |
Cuoba should be ours. Let our country
first extend recognition, then a helping
hand, and, lastly, a place in the Union.
This done, the richest island of the world
will soon become the gem of the seas,”

Senator Cullom wired: “The people
of the United States strongly sympatn-
ize with the Cabans stroggling to be free
from Spanish domination. Our govern-
ment should do evervthing consistent
with national honor in their behslf.”

General Alger's message read: ‘It
seems to me whai has been previously
done by cur government and so clearly
defined by President Monroe. concerning
belligerent righta of those countries,
should now be granted to Cuoba. BShe
has made a magnificent stroggle for lib-
erty; has formed a provisional govern-
ment; has been victorions in many
hard-fought battles, with every advant-
age against her, eave that she is right.
I trust and believe ehe will win her in-
denendence.
