AMERICAN VESSELS SEARCHED.

The Brig Harriet G. Overhmuled
Spunlards in Cuba.

New York, Nov. 10.—The American
brig Harriet G. arrived at guarantine
today from Nuevitas, Caba. The Har-
riet G.is ownad by Mosle Bres, this city,
and trades regularly between New York
and Nuevitas. She eailed from this
port Augnst 20th last, and reached Nue-
vitas September 19th, where she dis-
charged her eargo. October 3rd a Span-
ish officer, with several eoldiers, board-
ed the brig and made a thorough search
for a large gquantity of arms which the
Spanish officials had been informed were
on board the vessel. The brig was ran-
eacked from stem to stern, but no arms
were found. The Spanish officer went
so far ns to demand that Captain Miller
remove from below all his anchor chaine,
This the captain, refused to do, and the
officers were reluctantly lorced to leave
the vessel. The United States conenl
was on board at the time, bnt could. do
nothing. Captain Miller will report the
gearch of the veseel to the aunthorities at
Waehington.

THE SITUATION IS  SERIOUS

Strikes, Labor Troubles and FPolitlcal

Lospox, Nov. 9.—The political out-
look in the East became wore eritical
and complicated during the Iatter part
of the week. The sultun seems to be
defying the powers in bestowing decora-
tions for *“*good eervices’ upon Tarkish
officials who are neld responsible for the
recent cutrages in Armenia. The British
Mediterranean fleet near the Dardanel-
les is being strongly reinforced. Italian
warships are said to be ready to assist
those of Great Britain in the emergency,
and the division of th2 Freoch fleet
which ernised in the Levant in winter
will start for those water's immediately,
a month earlier than nsual.

The latest alarming reports from the
far Eaet are that the rebellion of the
Dungans in the northwest of Chins is
assuming alarming proportions. The!
rebels are eaid to be armed with rifles
of Russian manufaeture and their leader
is reported to haye sent an ultimatam to
the imperial government at FPeking
threatening to march on that capital if
a favorable anzwer is not received. The
imperial troops aré siated to be piling-
ing towns and villages and littering the
fields with bodiez of men, women and
children. It is not astonishing, under
these circamstances that the London
stock market closed very flat today ; that
continental bourses were in a panicky
condition, and that there was & general
decline in foreign funds.

Every indication points to the fact
that the affaire of Turkey are approach- |
ing a crisis, and iL is signifieant thaLj
only two eclationg of the difficulty are |
discussed by the Enropean press, the
entire dismemberment of Tarkey or the
deposition of the sultan.
