COURT DECREES.

Ernest .;neuh;n and Apnis Urquhart
Granted Dlvorces---Meody vE.
Richards.

Late yesterday afternoon Judge Brad-
ghaw handed the county clerk three im-
portant decisions which have engaged
the attentien of the people for months
past. They are as follows:

In the matter of the suit for divorce
wherein Annie Urgubart 1s plaint-
if and A. A. Urquharl is defendant,
the judgment of the court is that the al-
legations of the plaintiff, Annie Urqu-
hart, are true; that the plaintiff is the
proper person to have the care and eus-
tody of the two children—James, aged
13, and Irene, sged 11 years; and that
the marrisge contract now existing is
dissolved and held for naught.

In the matter of the diyorce suit en-
titled Ernest Jacobeen vs. Emma Jacob-
gen, court decreed that plaintiff, Ernest
Jacobsen, be granted abeolute divorce
from defendant, Emmsa Jacobsen, and
further fouand that he should have the
care and costody of the minor child,
Katie Helen Jacobeen,

In the matter of the enit of Z. F.
Moody va. W. D. Richards, defendant,
the court finds that the plaintff iz en-
titled to a judgment against the defend-
ant for the sum of $126.25 for moneys
adyanced and paid to the defendant on
acconnt of wheat sold. It is therefore
ordered and adjudged by this court that
the plaintif have and recover off and
from the defendant the snm of $126.25,
with legal interest thereon from this
date, together with his costs and dis-
burzements therein.
