There has been nc wall of protec-
tion aronnd the United Kingdom
during this decade, and her’ manu-
facturers have had every possible op-
portunity to let themselves out into
the markets of the world, yet we find
that the total British exports of iron,
steel, tin plate, wire hardware, coal
and machinery combined decreased
by over 880.009.000 a year between

1884 and 1394, :

It would a'most seem as if the ab-
senceof a wall of protection had
worked entirely conteary to all free
trade theories in England’s case, be-
cause it has enabled the foreign man-

steel, tin plate, wire, hardware, coal
and machiuery to seil in the English
markets nearly 100,000,000 worth
more of their produncis and wanu-
factares in 1894 than they did 1884,
Free trade in England has inereased
the imports of the above mentioned
goods by nearly $20,000,000 sterling
and has deercased the exporls by
more thau £16,000,000 sterling. The
figures quoted are from the official
hoart of trade returns,

Taking the quantities of the Eng-
lish exports, we find that the United
Kingdom has sold under its policy of
free trade 840,000 tons leas of iron
and steel 1894 than she did in
1884. Her exports of pig iron de-
creased by nearly 440,000 tons; of
bar, angle, bolt aud rod iron by
nearly 170,000 tons; of railroad iron
by 305,000 tons, and of hoops, sheets
and plates she sold 219.000 tons less
in 1894 than in 1854. Her exporls

of milway carringes decreased in
value from £504,515 in 1884 to

£277,060 in 1804, Her exporte of
railway trucks declined by £254,000,
her exports of Lardware and cutlery
fell off by £1.300,000 within ten
vears, and Ler exports of steam en-
gines decreased by £1,100,000
year.

While England has lost so much
money and so much trade in these
industries during a few years of free
trade, the United States, on the other
hand, under its poliey of protection,
has built up similur industries to an
enormons extent—to such an extent
that we are undoubtedly buying less
of these commodities from our Eng
lish neighbors and have helped ma-
terially to diminish their mapufact
ures and their output. Perhaps this
15 the real reason why they wish us
to drop our policy of protection.

Marcus Vanbibber Sinks Beneath ithe
Columbin's Flerce Carrent.

The croel Colambis has ewallowed up
another victim. This time a youth just
entering upon the threshold of maturity,
bright and promising, and the hope of
his parente, who had thrown sroond
him every advantage that he might per-
petoate in honor the family name.
Marcas Vanbibber wae drowned about |
dusk last evening while swimming in a
bay-like piace in the river at the mouth
of a slongh four miles below The Dalles.
Those who were swimming with him
were Thos. Lorenzen, Andrew Pearson,
Will Bechler, Clem Whittle and a
swaller boy who saccompanied them.
Marcns wae o good swimmer, and for
some reason struck out from the bay
into the envrent of the river. ' This cur-
rent skirts the bay and ita line of de-
marcation is otherwige established by a
precipice beneath the surface. A swim-
mer may step ofl a level into eighty jeet
of waler, and the temperature of the
water changes as suddenly from warm to
cold, It was nol the cold water which
destroved young Vanibber by giving
him eramps, bat an unnsasily powarful
current, which commenced to drag liim
anderneath the momont he strock it,
He realized his danger at once; nhe per-
celved hisinability to battle against the
fearfnl suction of the fierce current, and
ehouted twice for help. Seckler started
to hielp him, and finding hiwsell inal-
most the same perilons position as Van-
bibber, he in tarn shonted for a haud,
Lorenzen, who was just within the bay,
extended his hand just in time to save
him from = like fate, The currant must
have been very powerful, for Lorenzen
erve he was almost pulled off his feet
trying to draw Sechler ont. FPoor Mar-
cns Vanbibber was forced to give up the
stroggle and sank after a moment of
heroic effort. He tried to reach the bay
again, by stemming the current. It 18
thoonght that if he bad swam with the
current, be conld have reached the bank
lower down the river. He was an ac-
complished swimmer,

Within a short time efforts were made
to recover his body with grappling
hooks, but they were nunsuccessful, This
morning abont daylight efforts were re-
snmed by Al and Walter Klindt with a
sturgeon line, and the first cast was soc-
cessful. He was bronght up about 20 feet
from where he sank, one of the hooks
catching him under the chin.

The death bas created an air of gloom
over the city, a8 the younng msn was
well known and aniversally esteemed.
It will be & ead biow to the parents, who
had centured their hopes in a bright

career for Marcus, and had taken grest
ine with his eduocation to fit him for a
ong and unseful life.
