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TROUBLE FOR SPAIN

In a Fair Way to Lose the
Phillipine Islands.

A CONSPIRACY IS

Japan Sald te Ee at the HBottom .nf the

Maprin, Aug. 31.—Auo official dispateh
from Manilla annonnees the discovery
n the Phillipine islands of a separatist
conepiracy, the object being to secure
independence from Spain.  According to
the official advice, 21 persons have al-
ready been arrested, several being Free
Maeons, The news hae cauvsed great
exgitement in Madrid, and the police in
consequence touight raided the Hispano
Phillipini Cinb and seized a large gquan-
tity of papers.

It is enggested by some of the papers
that Japan is endeavoring to foment
tronble in that part of the Spanish pos-
gessione for the purpose of extending the
jurisdiction of her island cmpire over
the Phillipine islands. The islands lie
only aboat 250 wiles sonth of the newly
acquired Japanese possecsions of Formo-
ga, & number of emall islands interven-
ing. Spein’s army in the Phillipine
islands is estimated at seven regiments
of infantry and one of artillery, with a
squad of cavairy, the effective force be-
ing 684 officers and about 50,000 men.

While cominenting on the ontbreak in
the Phillipine islands in the senate (o-
day, Senor Castellano, minister {or the
colonies, read several telegrame from the
governor of the islands, Captain-General
Blanco. These telegrums were that the
conapirators aimed to eecure the com-
plete independence of the Phillipine
islands.

Senor Montero Rico declared that the
liberal party wae prepared to sapport all
government measores necessary for the
maintenance of Spanish integrity.
Nearly all of the opposition leaders in
the chamber made similar promises.

AN IMMENSE RITE SENT UP.

Interesting Experlment Ferformed By
Charles Lamson.

Portraxn, Me,, Aug. 21.—Charles L.
Lamson performed o feat here yesterday
practically demonstrating that & large
airship or kite capable of carrying a man
can be floated successiully and steadily.
He raiged bis ship with 8 dommy man
on 1t 600 feet. The retaining rope broke
when the ship was at that altitude.
Had it not been for this break Mr.
Lamson would have sent upa man to
navigate hiz ship. As it was, W, A,

Eddy, an authority on aerial experi-|

ments, declared that Lamson’s achieve-
ment was the greatest step toward soly-
ing the problem of aerial navigation of
the age. Two recorde, at all events,
Lamson made. He flew the largest kite
or airghip ever floated; he carried by
means of this kite the heaviest weight to
the greatest altitude on record.

The kite when in the air*resembles
two large boxes parallel to each other
and attached in the middle. It took
fifteen men to carry the ship into the
fleld from which it was to be gent up.
The retaining cord was a large braided
window cord, tested to pull 500 pounds.
This was made fast to a huoge reel, and
four men attended to it.

Abouot 400 feet of rope was run along
the ground and at e signal from Lamson
the ship was released. It quivered a
woment, and then steadily rose skyward.
Seated on the car of the ship was 8 dum-
my, weighted to 150 ponnds. The ship
carried it with great ease. The

ehip rose to an altitude of 600 feet, and |

was rising steadily when with a sndden
gost of wind the rope broke, showing
what a tremendons pressure was brought
apon it by the ship. The ship floated
out a half & mile and descanded ag easily
and gracefully as it went up. Had a
man been in the car he would not have
been harmed in the slightest. ’

HEAVY GOLD WITHDRAWALS.
Fouor Millions Eecently Left the San
¥Francisco Subtreasury-

Say Fmaxcisco, Aung. 21.—Cashier
Burns, at the United States subtreasory
here, says'that doring the recent month
there has been withdrawn $4,000,000 in
gold from the enbtreasury in exchange
for greenbacks aand other c¢arrency.
This large withdrawal is entirely "unpre-
cedented, but according to bankers but
& small proportion of the gold has found
ita way out of the state. One of the
bankers of the city estimated that not
over $£500,000 of this gold bad gone East.
The remainder is 1n the vaults of Cal-

ifornia banking imstitations.

Ingquiry was made in ‘many guarters
to ascertain reasons for the withdrawal
from the saubtreasury. The answers re-
ceived from conservative and well-in-
formed men all tended to show one fact
of significance, which is that tLe local
money situation has been greatly
strengthened during the period of the
transferring of the gold from the sub-
treasury to the bank wvauolts, becanse at
least $1,000,000 kas been added to money
in the city and probably & much greater
sum than that. :

The §1,000,000 represents the sale of
government bonds in New York by Oal-
ifornia parties and the transference of
the proceeds to thie city. The money
received for the Bbonds was presentad at
the sublreasury and there converted
into gold, which has gone into bank
vaults. il

Ispiaxaroris, Ang. 2il.—For 10 days

| & great crowd has collected on the post-

office corner diecussing the financial
question of the present campaign.

The right of free speech is funda-
mental in our constitution and must not
be denied. No police force can slop it.
Itis the right of Amerlean citizens.
Thie is a time when perplexing questions
are puzzling the people. They are ques-
tions of vital importance to the common
people. 1t is only by discussion of the
questions Lhat confront them that they
ean learn properly to exerciee their
right of franchise. They have the right
to discuss these questions and the court
will protect them.”

The court also eriticised the policy of

the police in interfering with -these

street-corner talks by using the ordi-
nance ngainst sidewalk ebstruction as an
engine of oppression. IIe warned the
officers that further arresta would be uze-
less, as the detendante would not be pun-

ished. The financial debates are still
being held.

The outbreak, however, is not a surprige
to government officiale, as news reached
them eome time ago of & covsiderable
sctivity of the half-breeds. The abject
of the conspirators iz to secitre the inde-
pendence of the Phillipine islands, and
a committee of refugees at Hong Kong
is said to have relations with the Caban
insurgents.

The embarkation of reinforcemsents
for Cuba commenced today.  The Span-
ish police are extremaly active in towns
thronghont the country jost now in eén-
deavoring to get st the bottom of the
gupposed republican plot to canse an up-
rising by exciting the masses who op-
posed the departure of further troops
for Caba. Domiciliary visits have been
paid to the houses and clubs of promi-
nent Repnblicans, and in many cases
compromising documents have been
seized. Numerous arrests have been
made among the Repablicans and great
precantions are being mken in Madrid
and other large cities.
