Turkish Mob at l'.:unnumlnnple Batch-
ers Helpless Armenians.

Beriix, Aog. 28.- -A dispatea to the
Vossiche Zeitang, from Constantinople,
says that there was a general fusillade
and massacre, At the conclusion of the
riot many hondred dead bodies were Iy-
ing at the head of the Stamboul bridge.
The Turkien wmob arrived with Eknives
and sticks, invaded the quarters of the
Armenians, attacking the Armenian
housees and then pussed their butchered
vietime out of the windows. The police
and militia stood idly by in the streets
where wagon loads of human bodies
were ‘v:ug scattered in all directions,

MASSACRED

NEWS FHOM CUBA.

Battle in the Provimce of Santiago de
Cuba.

Havaxa, Aug. 28.—Advices just re-
ceived here confirm the story of the 56-
hour defense by its escort of the military
train which was reported missing be-
tween Taco Taco and Bacaragus, prov-
ince of Pinar del Rio. The insurgents,
it appears, lost about 500 killed and over
100 wounded, including the ingurgent
General Bermudez. Antonio Maceo had
his horee shot from under him during
the same engagemeut, and 8 number of
insurgent officere of minor rank were
more or less injured. £

Major Orozo has been engaged with a
force of insurgents at Cuzco. Eleven of
the enemy. %ere killed, and on the side
of the troops several men were wounded.

A government force under Captain Go-
mela, numbering about 125 men, has
been attacked by the insargents near
Manzanillo, province of Santiago de Ca-
ba. The captain was killed at the first
volley and Lientenant Pena was wound-
ed. A detachment of troops from Man-
zanillo, which was gent to Gomela’s as-
gistance subsequently engaged the
enemy, and the insorgents lost 26 men
killed. The troops bad seven men killed
and 22 wounded.

Awful Crime of Three men.

Orrumwa, Is., Aag. 28.—Three men
vigited the home of E. W. Warner, a
farmer, near Libertyville, Ia., last even-
ing, bound and gagged Warner's
daughter, Mellie, aged 20, who was
slone in the house, but found nothing,
and then each man assanited the girl.
They left her bonnd and gagged.
She mansged to release herself, and
went to the house of a neighbor, where
she fell unconscions. A posse of 300
men, under Sheriff Black, started in
pursiit and caught the three men at
Biadensburg. With much difficulty the
sheriff protected the prisoners and got
them eafely in jail at Fairfield. The
girl 18 in a critical condition, She was
not able to identify the men. Late re-
ports say circumstantial evidence is ac-
cumulating and indications are strong
that the prisoners will be lynched.

WEYLER'S NEW POLICY|

Will Inaungurate a Campaign
of Destraction.

CANOVAS DICTATED THIS MOVE

He Says the Republicans Must He
Fromptly Crushed-- Weyler Is
Granted Eall Sway.

Havaxs, Aug. 31.--The rebels must
be deiested before the end of the year.
Premier Canovas cahed to Geperal
Wepyler explaining that the Spanish gov-
ernment has taken alarm at the deval-
opments of & recent interview between
U. 8, Minister Taylor and the Duke of
Tetnan, Spain's minister of foreign af-
fairs. General Wevler cabled back to
Madrid that in that case he must resort
to exireme methods.

“Do as you pleasge,™
Canovas.

Thereupon General Wevler determined
to iesne shortly an edict forbidding the
grinding of the season’s sngar crop.

When that edict appears, war will be-
gin in earpest. Cobans will occupy
hills and wouds, the Spanieh troops will
be in cities and towns. The sugar mills
will be destroyed by both sides, for
Wevler will adopt Gomez’s tactics, and
enter upon & campaign of extirpstion.
Caba will ba desolate by fire and aword.
The torch will he applied by regulars
and insurgente alike to everything which
might give aid and comfort to the enemy.
Everybody outside the military lines
will be ehot withont challenge.

There wae s panic in political and
financial qnar’cern when General Wey-
ler’'s intention leaked out. The Mar-
quiz of Apeztegula, the chief of the con-
gervative party, was immediately sum-
moned to Havana by wire and arrived
vesterday from the Constanzia sugar
planiation, where he was making ex-
tensiva preparations for next wyear.
A meeling of the conservative leaders
wae heid.; Planters and politiciaus of
great influence were present. Aflter a
long and hot discussion, in which Gen-
eral Weyler's expected edict was de-
nounced without stint, resolntions were
adopted ta this purpose:

First—That & committee composed of
the Marqnis of Apeztegnia, Pasquoel
Goigochea and Fatacco Sanchez visit
Weyler and try to prevail upon him not
to izssue the edict.

Second—II he persists in hizs deter-
mination to isspe the edict, that the
government at Madrid be arged to recall
Weyler to Spain.

The workmen in a Spanish cigar fac-
tory operated by an Englishman named
Bock made a public demonstration Fri-
day night in faver of Spain, at which the
favorite ery was ‘‘Death to the Ameri-
cane.’’

General Quointin Banderas, after de-
feating the Spanisk forces under Captain
Bulbano, at Bacunagua, Pinar del Rio
province, wrecking n train and seizing
the boolty, marched eastWward with 300
men, crogsing tbe trocha uwnnmolested
throngh the Pirgus bills. He camped
at Aguirre, southwest of Alquizar, Ha-
vana province, and is reported to be at
the ruined sugar mill, Miroea, near
Quaiviean.

Charles Terry Decoyed, Murdered snd
Robbed.

Fred Ferguson, of Del Norte conuly,.

Perry had been found in & well on the
old wagon road between Kerbyville,
Oregon and Crescent City, California.
Parry had been employed at the Brawn:
Copper Company's smelter at Waldo,
and when the company closed down last
spring to put in a more extensive plant,
be was indoced by & man named Neal-
son to go with him toas supposed rich
placer claim, abont twenty miles from.
Waldo, in the direction of the coast,
Perry, before setting out on the trip,
asked the advice of W, H. Wood, who
was 1o charge of the smelter, and Wood
advised him not to go, a8 there were no
placer claims in Colifornia or Oregon
that wonld give 50 cents to the pan, as
had been represented by Nealson, aod
that if a man had & claim half as rich
he need never work aday, and added
Mr. Wood: *“Charley, ] am an old-
timer in Oregon. Beware of that man.”’

In spite of 'Wood's advice and warn-
ing, Perry left with this man. A few
evenings after thewr departure, Nealson,
it is claimed, showed up at Payne sta-
tion and offered Perry's watch for sale
to the storekeeper, who, luckily for jus-
tice, bought it, and afterward sold it to
o man named Smith, who oarried it
to Huombolt connty, Califorma.

Mr. Wood not hearing from his old
emelter hand, reported his ‘suspicions to
Sheriff Ferguson of Del Norte copmty.
California, and unleo. to the sherifl of
Josephine eounty, Oregon. The Del
Norte sherl. Ferguson, hesring about:
the sale of the watch, followad up the
clue and located the wateh in Humbolt
county.

Time after time
the sheriff searched for Perry's bodyy
aod nfter five months’ perseverance he
was rewarded by findiog it yesterday in
nn old well some distance from the
Payne stage station, Whether Nealson
has been arrested or not cannot be defi-
nitely ascertained, but word has reached
here that forty placer miners have taken
charge of Nealson at Summit, and there
is one point certsin, that il any of the
old hauds from the copper mines are -
there, Nealson, il guilty, will sarely
swing.
