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TURKISH  MASSACRES

Were Organized by the
Authorities.
THIRTY HOURS OF BUTCHERY

Estimated That Between 30,000 and
40,000 Feople Lost Their Livea
im the Riots.

CoxsranrixorLe, Sept. 1.—There ie no
longer any dounbt that the maseacres of
Armenians were organized by the Tork-
jsh authorities, and 1t has been ascer-
tained that orders were only given to
Bashi Bazonks to cease masgsacreing
Armeniane after the blyody work had
been going on for 30 houre.

It is aleo & fact that hundreds of Turks
were brought over from the Agiatic side
of the Bosphorous 1n order to take part
in the maesacres, and many Armeniang
were put into boats which were then
taken out to sea. Their fate is nn-
known, but there is not the slightest
doubt that they have been drowned. Al-
thongh it way be true that the attackon
the Ottoman bank originated with the
Armenian revoluticnary commiegion, it
is admitted on all sides that the massa-
cres which followed were mot justified,
and that 30,000 to 40,000 people lost their
Jives in this city or in the sanburbe daor-
ing the past week.

DEATH OF CAFTAIN CEAWFORD.

The FPoet Scout Accldentally HKilled
Whaile Mining.

SEATTLE, Sept. 1.—News reached this
city today of the accidental death at
the Blewett gold mines near Blewett,
Kittitas county, Fridey evening of
Captain Jack Crawford, who claimed
to be the original poet scout. An ac-
cident took place in what is commoniy
called the hydrauhc claime,’ located a
ghort distance below Negro creek.
Crawiord bhad been piping against &
bank and had stepped vpon a emall
elevation to see what effect the water
was having on the bank. A rock fell
out of the bank, striking him on the
breast. He was thrown backward and
fell down a hill eight or ten fest, sirik-
ing on the back of his head among the
rocks. He died instantly. Whether the
elaim of Craword to Lhe title of the
‘' poet scout’’ was fonnded on fact or was
claimed on account of resemblance, real
or fancied of the famoune royer, remaing
o beseen. It is said that Crawlord
served in the United States army and
wae one of Coster's scouts. This prob-
ably explains his claim to being the
original Jagk Crawiord.

INTERESTS IN OREGONXN.

ENGLISH

Rothschilds Purchase a Group of Mines
Near Eogene.

Bax Fraxcisco, Sept., 1.—The Roths-
childe, through the Exploration com-
pany of London, have turned their at-
tention to gold mining in Soutbera
Oregon. They have purchased a group
of three quartz mines in what 1s termed
the Lucky Boy, in Blue river mining
district, near Engene. This is & new
camp in which between forty and filty
locations have been made. Gold is of
the free milling sort., The camp is 45
miles from Eupgene, and 40 miles of the
distance is traveled by wagon road and
five miles by rail. The final papers have
just been put in shape and George S,
Banm, formerly superintendent of the
Omaha mine, in Nevada county, accom-
panied by acrew of men from Grass
Valley have gone to the scene. Theyare
to make a thorough investigation and
development of the property.

OLD VERMONT IN LINE.

Green Mountain Boys Stand by Xe-
publiean Principles.

Wirre River Juscrion, Vt., Sept. 1.—
The Green monntain state declared for
Josiah Grout, Republican, of Derby, for
governor today, and for the Republican
state ticket entire, by a majority that
equalied the prediction of the most con-
fident Republican managers. Returne
from the distant towns are, as usual,
rather slow in coming in, but the count
in all sections ehows substantial Repub-
lican gaine, indicating that the majority
for the Republican state ticket will be
about 30,000, This is the largest major-
ity ever given for governor in this state,
the nearest approach to it being in 1884,
when the majority was 28,521.

The Republican leaders tonight claim
the mejority may reach 35,000 and even
87,000,

The boom for the
nomination of Cleveland, which was
started last night by Huogh Wallace of
Washington is being discoursged by the
president’s friende, who ssy be would
not aeccept, Comptroller of the Caor-
rency Eckels favors Vilas’ nomination.
A disposition is developing in the East,
which is considered eafe for gold, to al-
low the Middle Western and donbtial
border states to eelect the candidates.
A majority of the Iowa, Illinoie, Indiana,
Ohio, Tennessee, and Alabama delega-
tione eeem to be for Watterson, who
seems to have an undoubted lead.
Should the nomination go to Watterson,
a Northern man will be named for vice-
pregident, probably Bragg of Wieconsin,
Judge Morgan of Chicago, or David Law-
ler of Minnesota.

Pixovg, Cal., Sept. 1.—A terrible ex-
plosion ocourred at Hercules station,
where the California powder works were
blown up. Four terrific explogions were
heard in succession and the sky in the
vicinity is black with smoke,

hour, thirty minates after the explosion,
three whites have been killed.

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ANOTHER CONVENTION

Sound-Money Democrats at
Indianapolis.

FORTY-ONE STATES REPRESENTED

Temporary Organization Fflected With
Flower as Chalrman—He Makes
n Spirited Address.

Ixpiaxaronis, Sept. 2.—A bright
morning greeted the delegates to the na-
tional gold Democratic convention. The
city streets surronnding the hotels were
gay with bunting and flags. The arrival
of delegates {romn nearby and far West-
ern states added to the general con-
fugion, and bands kept up a merry
ronnd of mueic. There was a general
lasck of noisy demonstration, although
there were plandite and sometimes jeers
fron the crowd that eurrouanded the
hotel lobby. Orators, bankers, mwer-
chants, lawyers, railroad men formed
the great mass of the delegates. All
but four states are represented with full
delegations. Railroad men estimated
that there were over 6,000 people, dele-
gates and strangers, in the cityv. Chi-
cago {urnished a large proportion, in-
clading the Cook Connty Marching
Clab, 200 strong.

Promptly at 11 o'clock the doors lead-
ing to Tomlineon hall were opened, ad-
miseion being confined to ticket-holdere,
who arrived slowly. The decorations in
the hall,in which gold was the most
conspicnons color, were beantiful. A
gold eagle with wings outstretched, sur-
mounted a sunburst. A band was lo-
cated in the gallery at therearof the
bhall. Manoy early arrivals in the gallery
were iadies., Mrs. Hendricks, widow of
the late vice-president, was one of the
first distinguished persons to appear in
the reserved seats. General Bragg
moved to a seat'nt the Lead of the Wis-
consin delegation, and was nproariously
applauded. When Colonel W. C. P.
Breckenridge, with snow white hair and
beard, entered at the head of the Blue
Graeg delegation, the galleries cheered.
At noon Senator Palmer, of Illinois,
chairman of the national committee,
made his way to the platform. The gal-
leries were abont half filled and the
main body of the delegates were in their
geats.

The entrance of the Florida delega-
tion, beaded by two burly negroes, one
carrying a& portrait of Cleveland, the
other a gold alligator, bearing the words
‘A Gold Bug,"” created a florry of ap-
plause.

Headed by ex-Governor Flower and
General Tracy,the New York delega-
tion marched to its seats 72 strong, to
the sonnd of econtinuous hand-clappings.
Each delegate wore in his button-hole &
gpray of golden rod.

Senator Palmer rose at 12:30 and
struck the gavel. Therenpon most of
the delegates jumped to their feet shout-
ing and waving the state banners, end-
ing the demonstration with three cheers.

After calling the convention to order,
the chairman said:

Gentlemen, I have the honor for the
moment to preside over the first national
convention heldin the year 1896 (cheers).
We are assembled here for a noble
and patriotic purpose (cheers). Our
earnest degire is to serve our conntry.
(Cries of *'Right, right' and cheers), and
in the sincerity of that earnest purpose
we may appeal to the Judge of All
Hearts (applanse). We may appeal to
the Great Master, the Great Governor,
1 beg you now to listen to the invocation
by Bishop White,of the diocese of Indian-
apolis.

Idaho, Nevada, Utah and Wyoming
were Lhe only states whoee names passed
npanswered. Alaska’s single represen-
tative was cheered. Arizona, Oklahoma
and Indian territory had no spokesman.

Senator Palmer introduced Mr. Bren-
nan, of Wieconsin, who read the report
of the nationel committee, The recom-
mendation that the roles “which gov-
erned the last Democratic convention,
which was held in 1892, should govern
this convention,” wss cheered to the
echo. The report recommended ex-
Governor Flower, of New York, for tem-
porary chairman. John R. Wilson, of
Indiana, for temporary secretary.

Bragg bad written a letter in support of
free silver, and that they had decided to
drop him and take np Viles or Black of
Ilineie.

Bragg himnsell ejaculated charactens-
tically:

*'Fiddlesticks, there is not a2 word of
trath in the report.

1tis not probable that a
man who had to pay 40 per cent premiom
for United States money when he crossed
the border of free-silver Mexico would
write a letter after that experience for
the gilver standard.”
