With o large
naomber of office seeking politicians go-
ing up and down the vountry shouting
for cheap dollars, and promising to cut
the measure of values in two if they
gain oontrol of the government, how
can business be good? A tight money
market simply means that the owners
of capital are nnwilling to make loans
Does any reasonable man expect that
the threat of emabling borrowers to pay
their debts in 50 cent dollurs is going
to enconrage investors to part with their
capital? On the contrary, is it not self
evident that the clumor for & debt re-
pudiation polioy is the real source of
business depression?

S0 long as there remains apy donlt
as to the future financial basis of oor
great industrial and mercantile opers-
tions 8o long will there be anxiety and

fear in the commercial world.' Distrust !

will continue to breed failores; eapital
will be soarce and interest high; debts
will be hard to collect, and investors
will hesitate to engage in productive in-
dustries. This condition of affairs can
only be remedied, in so far as onr money
standard is concerned, by an emphatio
declaration at the polls against free sil-
ver and all other cheap money fallacies

Getting Rich In Their Minds.

The silveritee who are dreaming of
great wealth to be bad for everybody
through the simple process of calling 60
cents & dollar shonld wake up long
enongh to ask themselves this question:

“If a dollar's worth of property
means a certain qunantity of labor prod-
uots, would there be any more of these
produsts for the men who want them if
we say thut the same smonnt of proper-
ty is worth $27 In other words, does an
ineredse in the prices of goods mean an
increased quauntity of goods?"

By the time they have thooght out an
answer to this question the victims of
the 16 to 1 delnsion will be able to see
that, though they might legislate that
eyery dollar's worth of produocts should
be worth 100 times us much, the only
change would be in the minds of the
men who made the law. Dreams of
great riches nre mighty poor substitutes
for solid lnbor products.

Even if it were true that fres coinage
at 16 to 1 would raise the price of sil-
ver, how wonld that benefic the great
majority of the American people? Not
one person in a thousand owns a silver
mine or has silver bullion forwhich he
wants a higher price. But everybody
wants to buy silver in the form of man-
ufactured articles of use or ornament,
and therefore wants it to be as cheap as
possible. A scheme for making glass-
ware or hardware dearer would not re-
oeive much favor from the consumers of
thase goods. Is it at all likely that the
consumers of gilver manufactures are
anxious to pay more for them?

I hold sound, stable cnrrency to be
among the greatest encouragements to
industry and business generally and an
unsound and fluctnating—now expand-
ing and now contracting, so that no
honest man can tell what to do—as
among the greafest disconragements.—

The experience of
all history coufirms the truth that every
coin, made gnder any law, howsoaver
that coin may be stumped, will fonlly
command in the markets of the world
the exact value of the materials which
composs it. The dollar of onr conntry,
whether of gold or silver, shonld be of
the full valoe of 100 cents, and by 5o
much as any dollar is worth less than

this in the market by precisely that "

sum will some one be defranded. |

The necessity of a certain and fixed |
money value befween nations as well as
individuals bas grown ont of the inter-
change of commodities, the trade and
business relationships which have srisen
among the peoples of the world, with |
the enlargements of homan wants and |
the broadening of human interests.
This neceesity has made gold the final
standard of all enlightened nationa

If we are to confinue to hold ounr
place among the great commercial na-
tions, we must cease juggling with this
gquestion and make our honesty of pur-
pose elear to the world. No room shonld
be left for miscanception as to the
meaning of the langoage used in the
bonds of the government not yet ma-
tured. It shonld not be possible for any
party or individual to raise a question
as to the purpose of the country to pay
all its obligations in the best form of
money recognized by the commercial
world:

Any nation which is worthy of credit
or confidence can afford to say explicit-
ly on a question so vital to every in-
terest what it means when such mean-
ing is challenged or doubted. It is de- |
girable that we should make it know at
once and authoritatively that an “hon-
est dollar’’ means any dollar equivalent
to a gold dollar of the present standard
of weight and fineness,

Things Might Be Far Worse.

It is a frequent excuse of unthinking
men for leaning toward free silver
that ““things oan't be worse than they
now are.”’ This is a mistake. Mat-
ters can be very much worse, especially
for the workingmen.

Firat. —They would be worse if wages
were paid in a 58 cent dollar or‘in &
dollar worth less than 100 cents. How-
ever it may be with mine owners and
mortgage debtors, men whose capital is
their labor are pot interested in having
the ‘‘purchasing power of their dollar"
diminishad

Second. —Things would be made
worse for the 1,782,882 savings bank
depositors in this state alone if their
$715, 032,899 of ravings were made pay-
able in depreciated dollars.

Third. —Things would be woree for
the nearly 1,000,000 pansioners if their
monthly stipend were to be paid in 53
cent dollars,

Fourth. —Things would be worse for
all the millions of beneficiaries of stock,
mutual and co-operative insurance com-
panies and all the 1,745,725 sharehold-
ers in building and loan associations if
payment were to be made to them in
any monpey less good than the best

Fifth, —Things would be worse for
everybody in case of a panic cansed by
the prospect of a silver basis.—New
York World
