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DISCRIMINATING DUTIES.

The American Economist has taken
occasion to discuss guite rully the
subject of discriminating duties in
favor of goods brought here In
American boltoms, or, per contra,
against goods brought bere i foreign
bottoms. This proposition was draft-
ed into a bill and offerea i the
United States senate by Mr. Elkins
of West Virginia, and known as sen-
ate biil No. 3232, The measure has
for its object the encouraging of
American Merchant Marine, and pro-
poses that goods Dbrought to this
country in foreign bottoms shall pay
ten per cent duties ad valorem more
than if brought in American bottoms,

It is the principle in this law avhich
we wish to advocate ratber than the
rate of additional duties proposed.
It will be advitted that the same
proposition (when a law) was very
successful in the establishment of the
Americau Merchant Manne in the
early bistory of tLe government. In
fact, it is conceded by all historians
that a law similar to the bill intro-
duced by Mr. Elkins was the dircct
cause of the great growth of Amen-
can shipping.

The Protectionist stands for pro-
tection to the employees of Amerioan
transportation companies on land; he
also stands for the protection of
American seamen. It is a well-
known fact, and enforced by our
shipping laws, that American seamen
receive higher wages than any sea-
‘men in the world. We are credita-
bly informed that the cost of oper-
ating Awerican ships, based simply
on the question of wages, is nearly
douhle that of other nations. It is
manifest that American shipping can
be fostered in on'y two ways—viz,
by bounties and subsidies, or by das-
criminating duties. TLe American
people are not in any temper to take
up an elaborate system of subsidies.
but they have declared themselves
in favor of protection upon land and
sen.

The discriminating duty plan sim-
ply means that goods brought here in
American botloms shall pay the rates
of duty laid down by law, and that
goods brought here in foreign bot-
toms shall pay an additional duty.
The difficulty to American shipping
is not in securing & cargo going
abroad, but rather in securing a cargo
returning to this country. A home-
ward cargo aided by a discriminating
duty would unguestionably make a
great demand for Amerlcan ships,
and it is believel that everv shipyard
from Mame to the gulf, and on the
Pacific northward from San Fran-
cisco to Paget Sound would be busy
with orders. This is not simply an
opinion, fcr the same policy when in

effect during the first decade of this

century accomplished the same re
sult.

We regret to know that there is
opposition 1o this wise measure of
protection, and especially coming
from Philadelphia, as expressed in
the resolutions or memorial adopted
by the Maritime Exchange of that
cilty Jast week. ‘The Maritime Ex-
change, like some other organizations
of the kind, may be simply the agent
of the North Atlantic shipping pool—
a foreign trust which should be in-
vestigated.
