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THE FASTEST AFLOAT

Torpedo Boat No. 6 Breaks
the Record.

THREE HUNDRED MILES IN 15 HOURS

Spaniarde Are Anxlous for War With
This Country--Say Spaln Has
Nothimmg to Lose.

NorroL, Na., Feb. 26.—Torpedo-boat
No. 6, of the navy, said to be the fast-
est vessel aflont, haa arrived at the Nor-
folk navy-yard, after making the run
from New York in fifteen hours, the
fastest time ever made between the two
cities by any vessel. The torpedo-boat
passed Cape Hepry light at 6 o'clock,
thirteen hours out, and was at the navy-
yard at 8 o’clock. It takes an ordinary
vessel three hours to make the run from
Cape Henry to Norfolk.

The exact distance by water between
New York and Norfolk is 300 miles. At
that rate of speed the torpedo-boat
averaged twenty miles an hour for fifteen
congecutive hours. Thick weather pre-
vailed over the entire coast, together

with easterly winds and a choppy eea.
The torpedo-boat will anchor at the

navy-yard several days.
EXECRATED EBEY THE SPANIARDS.
Madrid Officials Bitterly Denounces

here, Monastir and elsewhere to Elas-
gona.

Two additional battalions of infantry
have reached Katerina. Reliefs from
S8myrna, Brusa, Trebizonde and else-
where in Anottalo are on their way to
the frontier, where a total of six divi-
gione willl be formed, with headquarters
at Elassons.

New Yorx, Feb. 26.—A Herald dis-
patch from Athena says:

Dispatches from Turnova ‘state that
500 Tarkish troops have arrived at Elas-
sone. Two other detachmenta are ex-
pected shortly. Bix batteries sre on
their way.to the Greek frontier. Rejet
Pasha, until now is in command at Bag-
dad, has been appointed commander-in-
chief.

The cruisers Micall and Sfakitera have
arriyed at Pirasus from Crete.

The Grand Duke George, of Rassia,
arrived from Patras on board the Tearev-

.na, and leaves at once for an unknown
destination.

Lee's Famous Demand.

New Yorx, Feb. 26.—The Herald this
morning publishes what it ssserts is a
copy of the famous dispatch cabled by
Consnl-General Lee to Secretary of State
Olney. The dispateh is as follows:

“Olney, Washington: Have demand-
ed release of Scott, American eitizen,
who has been kept in prison and in-
communicado without duoe process of
law eleven daye. Trunst yon sppreciate
the grayity of the situnation and are pre-
pared to sustain me. Must have war-
ghip immediately. How many ships

ha~e you at Tampa, KEev West and in
Southern waters, and are you prepared
to séend them here should it become nec-
essary? Icannot snd will not stand
another Ruoiz murder. Lee.”

Rich Strike In Leadville.
LzapviLLe, Colo., Feb. 26.—Ia the
Nil Desperandum mine on Rock hill, at
a depth of 657 feet, and in =& drift 140
feet long, has been made the richest
strike in Leadville since 1880. The en-
tire face of the drift is & muss of hard
carbonate thick with chlorides of a great
richness, while development ehows that
the ore body is of large dimensions.
Two average samples, not specimen as-
gaye, show wvalues of $400 and $450 per
ton respectively, Ten years ago, Moi-
fatt and Smith spent $65,000 on this

mine, finding nothing, and aban-
doned it.

Rumor That He May Abdicate.
Paris, Feb. 27.—Reports sre current
here and elsewhere in Europe todsy that
it the powers insist upon the Greek
tocope evacuating Crete, King George
will abdicate in favor of Crown Prince
Constantine, the Duke of Sparta, whose
wife, Princess BSophis, is sister to0 Em-
peror William of Germany.

ALLOWED FOUR DAYS

Powers Demand Recall of
Greek Forces.

FIGHTING ON ISLAND CONTINUES

The Bultan Preparing to Invade Thes-
saly--European Governments Have
Thelr Eyes on Constantinople.

Loxpox, Feb, 28.—1It is stated here to-
day that there is' good sulbority for be-
lieving the result of the conferences be-
tween representatives of the great pow-
ers at Constantinopie and Ashens will be
the presentation of collective notes lo
Tuorkey and Greece tomorrow. Greece
will be allowed four daye to recall her
land and eea forces from Crete,

It is reported from Canea thst seyeral
insurgent leaders have sent to Vice-Ad-
miral Canevaro, of the Italian fleet, a
signed declaration that the Cretans will
aceept no solation of the pending ques-
tion but political nnion with Greece.

Fighting continnes between the insor-
gents and Mossulmans near Eetimo and
elsewhere. The Christiane besieged the
Turkish garrisons in the blockhouse at
Malta for several days.

Teday a body of Tarkish regulars and
irregulars left Canes with s convoy to
revictual the blockhouse. The insur-
gents attacked the colomn and killed
several of the escort, wherenpon the
Turkish battle-ship Faad opened fire
apon the insargents with shells, and
continued firing until stopped by order
of the foreign admirals. The convoy
was finally compelled to retire.

THREE BOYS DROWNED.

Upset in the Breakers off the
Tilamoovk.

Tiraxoox, Or,, Feb. 27,—A terrible
accident occurred here todsy, whereby
three boys, Ernest Barnard, aged 15;
Cecil Miller, aged 16, and George Leasia,
aged 16, lost their lives.

The three boys were digging clams
near the bar, and the tide was &till
strongly on the ebb, when the young
fellows sighted the steamer Chilkat com-
ing in over the bar. In a spiritof boy-
ish bravado, they determined to go ount
and meet her. The tide was much
stronger than the boys supposed, and
they were carried rapidly ont and into
the breakers, where their boat was up-
set and three of them drowned.

The following account of the’ disaster
was given by Captain Danham, of the
Chilkat:

“*“While steaming into the bay todav,
my attention was drawn to what seemed
to me to be three lions, My wife, ghow-
ever, insisted that they were human be-
ings, and. on observing closer, Isaw that
they were three bove clinging to a small
boat, which had been upset in the surf.
The boat was inside the bar, and near
the shore, and the boys were clinging to
it and screaming at the top of their
voices for help. I whistled the sign of
distress to draw the attention of some
one on ehore, and then tarned the ghip
about and went as near to the shore as
I dared, and lowered one of my boats.
By thia time the breakers had washed
two of the boys off, and I saw no more
of them. There was a strong current

cling to the boat and drifted ont of the
breskers. A
“By this time the steamer Elmore ar-
rived at the bar on her wayont. I told
‘the captain what had happened, and he
immediately crossed the bar and steamed
about, hunting for the boys, and especi-
ally the one clinging to the boat, but he
did not tind any of them. I recrossed
the bar to the ocean and looked abont,
but, being unable to find either of the
boys, I eteamed off south, in the diree-
tion that I thought that the boy clinging
to the boat had drifted. After going
sbout a belf a mile, I sighted the boy
on the boat, about a quarter of & mile
further south. I steamed on toward
him as rapidly as possible, but, when
about 300 feet away from him, sn un-
nsoally large wave upset the boat and
the boy threw np his hands and
sank, and I saw him no more,”
After steaming about for some tfime,
the captain recrossed the bar into the
harbor, and gave the alarm. A large
number of men was soon on the besach,
and on the shores of the bay, inside the
bar, bat late this evening the bodies had
not been recovered.

This wae followed again by the per-
emptory whistle blasts. Seeing that
Captain Pillebory was in earnest and
that the Vesuvius was coming after him,
the Dauntless came abont and went
gracefally back to her anchorage.

A CORNER IN WOOL.

Syndicate Anticipates Restoration of a
High Tariff.

CHicaco, Feb. 27.—A Boston special
Bays:

One of the largest corners on wool ever
attempted in the United States exists at
present in this oity, in anticipation ol
the restoration of a tariff on wool. The
existence ol the corner has been a well-
guarded secret for two weeks, but the
operations of the men and their agents
at London and Hamburg have bucome
8o bold as to attract attention, and thus
the secret got out.

The steamer Columbian, which arrived
yesterday, brought. 8000 bales of wool,
making a total of 261,160 bales, which
has arrived in port during the present
month. A svndicate was recently
formed in this city to buy all the wool
offered in Enropean markets, in antici-
pation of a duty of ten per cent heing
put on wool by congress at the extra
session, and the increased receipts are
thos secounted for.,

Buyers have already parchased 15,000
bales of wool abroad, and will continne
to purchese the same up to the time of
the imposition of the doty, calculated at
11 cents a pound. The syndicate has
raised u pile of money, and only & few
days ago cabled $5,000,000 to its London
agents. It is calculated that 1,000,000
bales, or 500,000,000 pounds, of Aunstra-
lian and South American wool, will be
brought to this country by the syndicate
within the time given.

WOULD FEEL IT MOST.

Salem and Marion County Particularly,
Anxious for Organization.

Savzy, Or., Feb, 27.—The effects of
the legislative row, if permanent organi-
zation should be defeated, wonld be
more keenly felt in Salem and Marion
county than anywhere in-the state.
There is paid out for the maintenance of
state institutions and other purposes,
$20,000 to §30,000 a month. Theamount
would necesearily be kept out of circula-
tion around the seat of government counld
but result in untenanted dwellings and
vacant businees hounses. It iz patent
to everyone that the disbursement
of state moneys is a strong prop of
Salem’s. There is no guestion but busi-
ness will avert its removal if possible.
The Marion county legislatore who are
standing out againet perfecting organiza-
tion of the legislature are Senator Pst-
terson and Representatives Smith and
Chapman. Smith isaresident of SBalem,
and s petition is being circulated in the
¢ity asking him to respond to the call of
his constituents by using his influence
to bring about organization of the legis-
latore. Regardless of the squabble over
the election of a United States senator,
or the fight for political supremacy,
Marion county wants the legislature or-
ganized and an appropriation bill passed,
and her representatives can illy afford
to ignore the petitions of their constitu-
ents. Marion county pays taxes on over
$8,000,000, and as a coonty is interested

in preventing an unnecessary raise in
the rate of taxation, becanse of the legis-
lative embroglio.

HANNA AND HOAR.

They Consulted Over the Situatiom In
Oregon.
Wasniseron, Feh, 27.— Chairman
Hanna and party arrived af the Arling-
ton hotel this morning. Hanna went to
the capitol immediately and was in con-
ference with the Republican senators.
He had an extended consnltation with
Senator Hoar, chairman of the judiciary
committee. upon the senatorial eitnation
in Oregon.
An effort is being made by Hanns, as
chairman pof the national committee, to
secure the election of & Repoblican sena-~
tor from Oregon. The fact that the legis-
latore never organized raises the ques-
tion =8 to the ability of those now eitting
at Salem to adjourn.
There has been considerable tele-
graphic correspondence between Hanna
snd the Republicans of Oregon, and it
may result in an agreement of the Re-
publicans of the legislature to elect a
senator.
Hoar indicated to Hanna his belief
that an appointment by the governor
would not be accepted by the senste.

VOLCANO IN GEEAT SALT LAEKE.

Waters to Beeth and

Boll.

Savr Laxe, Marck 1.—What appears
to be a genuine voleano has burst forth
in the Great Salt Lake a short distance
south of Promontory station, on the Cen-
tral Faeific road. The phenomenon re-
cently appeared in the shape of a =mall
cloud hovering over the water abont a
mile from shore. It graduoally increased
in dimensions and shot up eo hugh in
the air that it i= now visible & great dis-
tance, and the water in the vieinity boils
and seeths and the spray is thrown in
the air for hundreds of fest. The vwol-
eano ie sitnated in the big arm -of the
lake, on the west side of a raoge of
mountains and is distinctly visible from
Brigham City.

The phenomenon 18 accounted for by
the fact that for six months there have
been [elt several slight shocks of earth-
gnake in these regions, and it is sup-
posed the fire and lava which have been
confined in the sabterranean depthe
have how found an outlet and are spend-

ing their force. A number of people
have witnessed the phenomenon, which
canees great anxiety in the vicinity.

WAELIEE PREPARATIONS.

It Caunses the

Government Arranging to Transport
Troops to Florida Coast.
Cricaco, March 1.—A special Lo the
Tribune from Tallahsesee, Fla., says:
From an incauntions word dropped by
a prominent etate official here, it is as-
certained that the government has been
making arrangemente for come days past
to forward the quick transportation of
the federal troops through Florida in
cabe of “‘necessity.’”” The story is that
the railroade have been asked to com-
municate with Northern lines and have
special trains ready at a moments no-
tice to transport government troops to
all points on the seacoast. It isalso
stated that the Washington anthorities
have been in communieation with the
state officers 1n regard to calling ont the
state troops if necessary, and to pro-
vide for their quick transportation to
points needed.
It is understood this has been going
on very quietly for the past week, and
that all arrapgements have been com-
pleted, so that at a moment’s notice
troops could be thrown into Tampa, Key
West, St. Auvuguastine and other cosst
towns and Jackeonville. At St. Auvgus-
tine, it is eaid, the troops bave been

warned to be in instant readiness for
movement.

Several torpedoes have been placed in
the outer harbor at Key West, St. Au-
gustine and Tampa bay. The gtate
troops’ officers have been worked up
over the reports of being called up for
duty, and seyeral have sent their volan-
tary offers to the governor. The state
troops are composed of twenly com-
panies of about 100 men each, and four
batteries.
