WILL SEND GREECE AN ULTIMATUM

The New York World Says a Large
Filibustering Expedition Has Evi-
dently Left That Port for Caba.

New Yorg, March 2.—A Herald dis-
patch from Constantinople says:

All the ramors concerning the trans-
misgion of a collective note by the am-
bassadors sccompanied by an ultimatom
from here to Greece are premature, The
ambassadors here have not even re-
ceived the terms in which the note is to
be conched. Consequently the opinion
is that owing to the near approach of
the Bairm festival on Thursday, the
eventual transmission could hardly be
made before Sunday.

It is no longer doubted here that this
note will be accepted by the porte. Itis
hoped that Greece by that time will also
be induced to nccept.

The awr bassabors continne to uee their
efforta to persnade the snltan to cease
his armament.

According to dispatches received by
the ambaesadors, incendiarism in Crete

. continnes. ’

A serions encounter took place at
Wixelaki, five milee from Canea, be-
iween insurgents supported by Greeks
and Tuorkish troops. The Iatter returned
to Canea.

The blockade of the entire island of
Crete. which is now maintained with
the greatest rigor by the foreign forces,
is very sensible, The want of pro-
visions is felt throoghout the island.
The inbhabitants of Candia have asked
for the removal ot the blockade to pro-
vide themselves with provisions for one
week, The French officer commanding
the sailors debarked at Candia has asked
for instrnctions.

The Powers, Ultimatum.

New Yorx, March 2.—A Herald
special from Canea says:

The admirals of the allied fleet will
send an ultimatom to the Greek war-
ghips to leave Cretan waters within
48 bours. The order will be obeyed.
Marines have been landed at Suda bay.

Fouor Turks have been killed at Zira-
raliet and ten wounded.

In consequence of the capture of .the
Turkish fortress at Stavaros, near Candi-
amo, by the Greek troops, the lower
classes in Candia are very much excited.

Italians Going to the Front.

Ttalian volonteers arrived here and
proceeded to Athens, Among them
were Prince Allesandro Bascautd and
Nicolal Barbateo, of Palermo. They
were cheered on their departure.

Pazis, March 2.—A dispatch to Eclaire
from Canesa eays it is reported there
that 2000 Maossulmans intrenched in a
fortress near Selino have all been mass-
acred, and great spprebension is felt
regarding the fate of 4000 Mussulmans

besieged near Candis.
PROBABLY A CUBAN EXPEDITION.

The FPeculiar Maneuvers of a Btrange
Flotilla.

New Yourx, March 2,—The World this
morning 2ays:

Passing coasters observed four sospi-
glous-looking craft, two togs, a echooner
and a barge, lying off Barnegat until the
storm with the white fuzz of snow be-
came 80 thick as to shuil off the vision.
A steamer with a single funnel, a black
hull and two masts rigged as derricks
emetged from the gloom of the morning,
signaled the tugs, which srrived nnder-
standingly, and they preeently came
about and tied up slongside the little
fore-and-aft sailing vessel, which in tarn
was made fast to one of the tugs and had
no sail spread., The whole proceeding
was like the start of & carefully planned
filibnetering expedition for Cuba..

It was learned that Major Castroverdi,
& young and dashing Cubanp patriot, who
was formerly with Msceo, dieappeared &
week ago last Sunday. He went south
to lead sn expedition from some point
on the coast, his friends in the Cuban
junts eay. His outfit will comprisa
stores, rifles and ammunition: and a tew
pitked men. The point from which he
is to sail is kept secret. No one about
the junta would say that he knew about
the arrangements for the expedition.

The tugboat Volonteer, which is tied
up ordinarily when not running about,
left the old logwood honse at Green

Point. In tow of the tog was the barge
Relief, upon whose deck crouched more
than & score of Cubans, mostly young
men, and many, judging from appesr-
ances, of the adventuresome and daring
class that are always pressing the offi-
ciale of the junta for & chance to strike a
blow for Cuba libre.

Thus the flotilla lay until the myste-
rions steamer came out of the horizon
on the southward. In addition to her
many cases of arms, etc., the schooner
is said to have had on board nine or ten
men who climbed abord the eteamer.

BUSY DAY IN THE HOUSE.

Distriet of Columbis and Naval Bills
Sent to Conferemce.

Wasmixgros, March 2.—The house
was prepared for a long, hard day's
work when it met at 10o’clock today.
The rotunds and corridors of the capitol
were thronged and the galleries crowded.

The traditional jealounsy between the
houee and the senate was the cause of‘
the resolution by Dockery, Democrat, of
Missouri, being introduced, asking for
an inquiry into the reason why prece-
dents had been ignored in the location
of the platiform upon the eastern terrace
of the capitol, where McKinley will be
inangurated, entirely in front. of the
senate wing. Heretofore the platform
had been built out from the msain en-
trance, and neither hounse had caunse to
feel slighted. Under the rules the reso-
lution was referred to a committee,
Richardson, Democrat, gf Pennsylvania,
suggested sn amendment to seceriain
what anthority existed for the erec-
tion of & platform any where on the
plaza.

The Dietriot of Columbia and naval
appropriation bills, which came over
from the senate, were gent to the confer-
ence. Hopkins, Republican, of Illinois,
tried to get a separate vote on the senate
plats &t $300 a ton.

Duboie warned his former Repnblican
associates the silver Republicans wonld
never return to them. Cannon asserted
that the next administration would be
as though Grover Cleveland was elected
for a third term.

Stewart, of Nevada, said the choice
standard polioy the next
administration. Teller spoke of
the probable futility of an inter-
national monetary conference. He gaid
President-elect McKinley by his cabinet
selections had evidently gone over to the
gold standard to stay there. The senate
concurred in the honse amendments to
the international monetary conference
bill. This is the last legislative stage.
The bill now goes to the president.

No Health Certificates.

Porr Townsexn, March 2,—When the

Northern Pacific Railway Company’s
steamer City of Kingston arrived todsy
from Victoris she had on aboard fiiteen
Chinese who are in the country under
peculiar circumstances, They were
shipped in, bond from Hong Kobng to
Victoria via Portland. On arnviog at
Victoria they bad no certificates of
health and were refused a landing.
The Oaptain of the City of Kingston
took them aboard without inquiring for
their papers, thinking they were bound
for the United States.
The quarantine officers held the
steamer for sevéral hours, but finally
allowed her to proceed after removing
the Chinese andizending them to Dia-
mond Point quarantine station, where
they will be kept at the expense of the
Northern Pacific Railway Company,
after which the steamer will be required
to return them to British Columbia,

FLOCEKING TO WASHINGTON.

Thousands of Feople Visit the National
Capital.

Wasamngrox, March 3,—The day be-
fore the insnguration opened molst and
warm. At 10 o’clock a steady drizzle set
in. Professor Moore, chief of the
weather burean, predicts that the wea-
ther tomorrow will be clear and cool.
The railronds continued throughout the
night and day to pour constantly grow-
ing special trains into the city, and
military companies and civic organiza-
tiope marching through the main
streete added pictaresqoeness to the
soene.

The president-glect retired late last
night, but when he appeared at the
breakfast tableat 8 o'cloek this morn-
ing he looked the picture of heaith and
strength.

By 9 o'clock the lobby of the Ebbitt
was crowded by persons anxicus to meet
the president-elect. Many wore Ohio
badges, but while many came, few were
successfol in their effort to reach the ear
of the president.elect. Senator-eleet
Hanna was among the earliest callers.

At 9:30 the president-elect descended
to the second floor of the hotel, where
the delegations were in waiting to make
presentations. The delegates headed by
Postmaster-General Wilson, consisted of
memhers of the Bigma Alpha Epsilon
fraternity, The president-elect grested
the callers with the greatest cordiality.
Taking Wilson by the hand, he ex-
claamed: *I have not geen yon since
the storm, last November. Uome over
by the window, where I can &ee yvou
pleinly, and make sure you look as you
did in the good old days when you were

After reciprocating this greeting in the
sawme gpirit, the postmaster-general pro-
ceeded to make & speech in an entirely
informal way. He was charged with
the presentation of a badge¢, which, nn-
fortunately, he did not have himself.
He produced a report of the express
company and a telegram announcing the
ghipment of the article. The president-
elect thanked the delegation in suitable
terms and promized to wear the badge,
if, as he remarked, there really was any
such badge, and his visitors were not
joking.

Just as the party started away an ex-
press messenger brought in haste the
delayed package. Postmaster-General
Wilson immediately opened it, assisted
by the president-elect, and dieclosed a
beautiful work of the jeweler's art,
studded thickly with ¢iamonds, When
the ceremony was over the president
spent some time exchanging greetings
with his friende. Boon afier 10 o’clock
he returned to his private apartments to
dispose of matters requiring immediate
attention connected with the inaugural
ceramonies.

At 10 minutes past 11 Mr, McKinley
went to pay an official visit to President
Cleveland, No one save Becretary Por-
ter and Chairman Bell, of the inaogor-
ation committee, accompanied the
president-elect. They were shown di-
rectly into the official reception room of
the White House, where they were met
by President Cleveland and Secretary
Thurber. The meeting between incom-
ing and ontgoing premdents lasted only
a few minates.

The subject was naturally the wea-
ther. The president has seen a special
westher -report in which Chief Moore
staked his reputation on & prediction of
fair weather tomorrow, snd copgratn-
lated McKinley on the prospect.

The president-elect returned to the
Ebbitt, and in an hour, Mr. Cleveland,
following the custom, returned his call.
Thurber accompanied him to the hotel.
As he walked through the rotunds, the
president plainly showed that he was
suffering. His right foot was clad in &
large cloth slipper, and, although be
favored the Jame foot, it was evident
that every step caused him pain. He
reqoired no assistance, however, and
got into his carmage with little diffi-
culty, and was rapidly driven to the
Ebbitt house.

The president’s eall was even shorter
than that of McKinley, and 1in a few
minutes he was on his way baeck to the
White Honse. ’

THE  CLOSING HOURS

Both Houses Worked Hard
on Appropriation Bills.

DEFICIENCY MEASURE GOES OVER

ERefusal of the Houso Conferees to Agree
to Senate's Proposed Clalms
Caused Its Defeat.

Wasaixerox, March 4.—The senats,
at 3:30 a. m., went intosecret legislative
gession, but in a few minutes the sena-
tora dispersed, with the understanding
that the presiding officer was aanthor-
ized to sign bills until the recess began
an 0 a. m., s0 there might be no delay in
getting them to the White House.
Senator Allison offered a resolution,
which was sgreed to, continuning in ex-
istence the present committees until
théir successors are selected.

Formal proeeedings in the senate con-
tinued throoghout the morning, A fur-
ther disagreement on the deficiensy bill:
was reported and it was ordered back to
the committee,

At 10 o'clock the venerable Senator
Morrill, of Vermont, offered a resclution
expressing the appreciation of the sen-
ate for the able, impartial discharge of
daties of presiding officer by Mr. Bteven-
son. There was an ungnimous hearty
agreament to the resolution. Faulkner
of West Virginia followed with a com-
phmentary resolotion to Frye, president
pro tem., which was sdopted unani-
mousiy.

At 1:30 the formal proceediage were
iast nearing an end., On motion of
Hoar, the nsnal resolution was adopted
for a committee of two senators fo wait
on Pregident Oleveland and inform him
that the senate had concladed 1ts labors
aad was ready to adjoarn,

Wasaingrox, March 4.—All night the
two houses worked incessantly on the
appropriation bills, while the corridors
and galleries seethed with sightseers.
At dawn the.last of the appropriation
bills, save the general deficiency, had
passed the senate stage and gone o the
president. There was a commendable
lack of rowdyism and dronkenness
which has disgraced the close of many
congresses.

At 6 o’clock the house took a recess
until 8:30 to give the statesmen an op-
portunity to improve their appearance.
At dawn the throngs overran the capitol
terraces, crowded into the honse wing
(the senate wiog being kept rigorously
closed), and ewept up to the galleries to
watch the diggolution of congress.

At 10 o’clock Chairmaan Cannon, of
the appropriations com mittee, reported
that after hours of strugegling the con-
ferees on the last appropriation bill, the
general deficiency, had been unable to
agree. - Every item had been sgreed to
except that the house conferees refused
to aceept the claims tacked on by the
sennte. It was too late for snother sat-
tempt to adjust m atters in conference,

Cannon was willing to throw the whole
matter into the bouse and let the mem-
bers themselves take the responsibility
for yielding or letting the bill fall. g
