ESCAFPE OF A NAVAL -ENSIGN.

A Terrible Struggle Against Death by
Asphyxiation.

New Yo=ux, April 8.—For seven hours
Ensign G. L. P. Stone, of the coast de-
fense battle-ship Puaritan, fought for air
and lite in a water tight compariment of
that vessel last Saturday.

The story of bis narrow escape from
death by aphyxiation in the foul atmos-

> phere was told todsy for the first time.

" Ensign Stone is a member of a promi-
nent Georgia family of that name, and
the writer for Captain John R. Bartlett,
who i8 in command of the battle-ship.
The ensign was placed in charge of a
squad of five men detailed to descend in.
to the double bottom of the Paoritan and
inspect and clean it. When the men
came out they closed all the batches,
not knowing that Stone had been left
behind in one of the compartments.

Seven houre later a seamen heard a
faint tapping on one of the hatches. He
listened and 1t was repeated more faintly.
He reported it, and then it was recog-
nized that it might have come from
Swone, who had been miseing gome time.
The screws were removed and the hateh
lifted. At the very mouth of the open-
ing they saw the white, upturned face of
the ensign. He bad pressed his lips
close to the metal cover of his prison in
his efforts to obtain fresh air. He was
half-conscious, bot still had sufficient
presence of mind to cling to the ladder,
In one band tightly gripped was a shoe
which he had removed, and it was with

-this he had rapped for hours on the
ceiling of his cell.
It Is Unendarable.

WILL FROTECY THE RESERVES.

Froposed New Forestry BEegulations A_u
Comprehenatve.

WasmxeTox, April 8.—The substance
of a detailed and volominons report to
be submitted by the government forestry
| commission to the body designated by
| the national scademy of ecience is ém-
braced in the following letter which has
just been submitted by the commission
to the secretary of the interior, in ad-
vanca of the formal report to be made
early in May :

“Legslation relating to reserved forest
lands of the publie domain, which the
|vommission of the national academy
will recommend in its final report, now

the following :

“First—That authority be given fthe
gecretary of war to make details of
troops, at the request of the secretary of
the interior, to protect ‘temporarily and
until the forest service is organized, the
property of the government in forest
reservations, for fire and trespass, and to
enforce such rules and regulations as he
may make for their care,

“Becond—Establishment of a perma-
nent forest bureau in the department of
the interior, composed of trained officers
to administer, maintain and improve
the reserve forest lands.

“Third—A ppointment of & commission
to institute as rapidly as possible, under
the supervision of the director of the
geological survey topographical sarveys
of the reservations, and determine what
portions of them shall be permanently
reserved on account of their forest
covering, and what portions should be
opened to entry and eale.

*#*Fourth—To anthorize the secretary
of the interior to issue neceseary rules
and regulations for the protection of the
growth and improvement of forests on
reservations; for the sale of timber, fire-
"‘wood and fencing from them to actual
settlers in and adjecent to the reserva-
tions,*and to owners of mines legally lo-
cated therein for use in such mines;
granting permits to saw-mill owners to
reservations for the purpose of mann-
factoring such lomber as may be sold to
actual sertlers in and adjacent to the
reservations, and to owners of mines
located therein; for allowing actusl set-
tiers timber for immediate personal use;
for allowing public entry and cross
reservations; for granting to county
commissionera right of way for irri-
gating ditches; for permitting prospect-
ore to enter reservations in search of
valuable minerals.”

The commissions will recommend that
the reservations be opened to location
of mining claims under the genersl
mineral laws,

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A RIOT AT CHICAGO

The Election-Day Mob Tried
to Steal Ballot Boxes.

ENOCH ARDEN HAS ANOTHER RIVAL

The Powers Are Still Sewding Notes and
the Greaks Ars Still Paying no -
Attention to Them.

Cuicaco, April 7.—The attempt to
steal a ballot-box in the seventesnth
ward and a few scrape were the only in-
cidents vesterday. A mob made a des-
perate attempt to stesl the ballot-box of
the fourteenth precinet of the seven-
teenth ward. The bravery of the police
prevented the consummsation of Lbe
crime. The polling-place wae in a res-
taurant at 309 West Kincie, kept by
John Rupert.

A few minutes after.4 o'clock men
gathered in fromt of the polling-place,
The judges and clerks paid no attention
to them and continoed coanting the bal-
lots. The men crowded in the dabrs.
The police warned them to keep away,
but this seemed to be the signal for an
onsiaught. The plate-glass door was
broken and the mob pushed in the door
and tore away the locks which held the
door. Once on tbe ingide the men be-
gan to yell, ““The ballot-box.”

Policemen Eastman and Sawyer took
out their clabs and began knocking down
the inyaders. 8till the men poured in,
pushing closer to the ballot-box. For
the time it looked as if the men would
succeed in stealing it. It was a fight
between 700 men and two policemen and
the jndges and clerks of alection.", When’
it was seen the mob was getting the best
of the combat, Eastman and Sawyer
drew their revolvers and threatened to
shoot the first meén to step toward the
ballot-box.

In the meantime a citizen tornedin a
riot call and a wagonload of police hur-
ried to the ecene. When the wagon ap-
peared the crowd had dispersed. Blood
could be seen all over the ficor, ag a re-
snlt of the fight. No arrests were mnade.
Eastman and Sawyer were bruised, but
none of the clerks or judges were hurt.
After the place was put in order the
counting of the ballots continued.

Pearce, jr., In-
deperndent, 686; F. Howard Collier, In-
dependent, 88. Total, 287.434. Harri-
son’s plurality, 77,736; Harrison's ma-
jority over all, 2222,

Complete returns show the election of
28 Democratic aldermen, six Republi-
cana and five Independents. The Demo-
crats will have s majority of eight over
all in the next couneil.

According to the Record the vote for

the Demoeratic ticket was increased
through Republican etrength thrown by
machine Repuoblicans who feared the
election of Harlan, Independent, The
Democrate also aided the Republican
politicians who separated from Lhe rego-
lar organization after thé recent bitter
contest for United States senatorship.
One consequence of the overwhelmning
democratic victory will probably be the
formation of a new civic party which
will not recognize national issues.

To Compel Barbors to Shave Negroos,

Oaxvaxp, Calil., April 7.—The civil
rights bill, lately passed by the legisla-
ture, is to be taken ne the basis for a
suit in which William Pott, acolored
man, will seek to recover heavy damages
frous a barber in this city.

Pott presented himself at the latter's
shop to be shaved a few days sgo. He
waos told that no colored men were
served there at all, and that he could
not be shaved. Polt protested and
called attention to the eivil rights bill;
but the barber was positive, and refused
to reconsider his decision. Pott then
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secured the services of Attorney Thomes
Garrity, who prepared to sus for dam-
ages. A verified report of the bill as
passed has been received by Garrity,
and the proceedings will at oncs follow.

The colored people of the city are to
contribute to prosecute the cage and will
test it with energy. It is the first pro-
ceeding of ita kind onder the new law
in the state. There is every indication
that a stubborn fight will be made, as
while barbers say they are nnable to
hold a lucrative trade where no color
line is drawn,

NOTES FROM THE POWERS,

Greek Cabinet Discusses the Latest Ul-
timatums. J

Arnexs' April 7.—The cabinet minis-
ters assembled last evening and engeged
notil a late hour in discussing the identi-
cal notes of the representatives of the
powers banded yesterday to M. S8kouzes,
the Greek minister of foreign affairs. It
is believed M. Skouzes will deliver the
reply of Greece to the representatives of
the powers today.

Meanwhile it is romored here that
Russia has made a separate proposal to
the effect that if Greeee will withdraw
her troops from Crete, Rossia will agree
to obtain the withdrawal of the Turkish
troops from Orete, and Rassia will prom-
ise that Prince George of Greece will be
sent to organize the Cretan gendarmes.
Greege, according to report, promptly,
rejected these propositione. The de-
mand made that Admiral Canevaro, the
Italian officer intommand of the inter-
national fleet in Cretan waters, be re-
lieved of his eomand, is said here to be
due to his opposition to the plan drawn
up for the blockade of the Piracns.

Throoghont yesterday evening the pal-
aces of King George and Crown Prince
Constantine were blazing with lights,
and the city generally a mass of illomin
ation in celebration of the anniversary
of Greek independence in 1821, Dis-
playe of fire works were numerous, and
in all parts of Athens were patriotic
assemblages at which warlike orations
wera delivered, the speskers being
greeted with cheers for the king and
war. Dauoring the evening there was a
grand military tatoo, in which
all of the bands in the ecity took part.
The whole population thronged the
streets, cheering everybody and every-
thing and for war with the Turks. But
in spite of the demonstration of loyalty
and patriotism there was no disturbances
worth noting.

She came to Joliet, and five years after
his departure she married Danisl 8. Os-
wald, with whom she has lived bappily
for fifteen years. The danghter has
grown to womanhood, and is teaching
in the Joliet achools.

In the meantime fortune favored Ses-
ivanoyits, and he acquired property both
in California and Alabamsa. He came to
1llinoia several years ago and searched
for his wife, but could not find ber.
About a year ago the daughter wrote to
a brother of her father in Hungary, and
in thie way the father finally learned of
his family’s whereabonts.

RIVERA AGAIN FREE|

A Report to This Effect Has
Reached Key West.

NO CONFIRMATION YET RECEIVED

Recapture Sald to Have Been Eflected
While the General Was Belug
Conveyed to Havana.

Kexy West, Aprili 8.—News was re-
ceived last night thet the Cuban insur-
gents had made an attack on the train
upon which General Rivera was being
taken from ‘Ban Cristdbal to Havana,
Reports say the insurgents were suc-
cessful in their attack, and that Rivera
was freed. I: is impossible to get a
confirmation or denial of the report as
yet, but the Cuban sympathizers here
believe it to be true and are accordingly
jubilant.

OPERATIONS BY INSURGENTS.

Fort No. 11 Captured, and Soven Span-
inrds Killed.

New Yonx, April 5.—A Joornal spe-
cial from Havana says:

A large insorgent force recently ap-
peared in front of fort No. 11, protecting
the railway line between Calbrarcen and
Remedios, and opened fire with eapnon
One shell fell in the middle of the fort,
killing seven men and wounding tem,
the reer escaping. The insurgents then
dynamited the railroad bridge, inter-
rupting commnnication between the
cities. They aleo attacked fort No. 12,
forcing ite surrender and eecuring arme
and smmunition.

The rebel forces under Alexander Rod-
riguez and Castillo continoe active in
Havana province., They again nttacked
Guines, Monday, sacked stores and set
the'Spanish barracks on fire.

ICE GOHGES BREAKING UP.

North Dakotn Towns Threatoned Wilh
Damage by Flood.

Sr. Pauy, Minn., April 8.—A Grand
Forks, N. D., special to the Dispatch,
SAYE:

The Red river roge 16 inches Iast night
and passed the high water mark of '83
at 8 o'clock thiz morning. The govern-
ment gange indicated 41 feet above the
low water mark. It is now rising 11§
inches an hour. The bridges sre now
being closely watched. When the big
gorge above the city comes down it is
feared they will be carried away.

Later—The gorge nbove the city hag
broken and immense gnantities of heavy
ice are passing through the bridges thie
afternoon. No teams are allowed to pass
over the hridges.

Situation at Blsmarck.

Bisuarck, N, D., April B.—The water
in the Missouori river has risen four feet
since last night, A boat landing erected
by the Northern Pucific raiiroad for the
transfer of passengers has been swept
out, snd telegraph poles lifted and
ewept away by the torrent., The water
hae broken throogh the dyke at Mandan
and Bismarck, and at 8 o'clock this
morning was raoning into the railroad
roundhouse. The ice has gone out at
Fort Yates, but is still solid at Glencoe,
twenty miles down the streams. No
trains have arrived here since the day
before vesterday.

Danger Passed at Fargo.

Firgo, N. D., April 8.—The waters
are now receding, and the danger is
passed. Hundreds o} people are desti-
tate. The seoretary of war has just
wired Mayor Johnson, of this city, ask-
ing what amount 1s needed iorimme-
diate relief. Johnson wired back that
$10,000 is required.

Tesla ex-
hibited tonight newly perfected =appli-
ances ealled electrical oscilistors, which
are & novel kind of transformers, based
on one his discoveries made six years
ago. By their méans Thesla is now able
to produce electrical vibrations toa  fre-
quency of many millions a eecond from
ordinary carrents, whether alternating
or direct.

Thie achievement bas &an important
bearing on many scientific and indastri-
al problems. Teela pointed out two im-
portant discoveries. ~ First of all, he an-
nounced that he had found 8 nmew and
powerfal source of the rave, Thissouarce,
be said, was an electrie arc formed under
certsin conditiong, and the qualily of
the ravs issuch ie to give a far finer

'I‘h?; second important discovery, Tesla
announced. was the deflection of Roent-
gen rays by a magnet, This has an im-
portant bearing on the nature of the
Roentgen rays and establishes the com-
plete identity of these with the rave dis-
covered by Leonard in 1891, five years
before Roentgen made his aonobnce-
ment.

In the ntroduction of his sobject,
Tesla eaid that in 1894 he engaged
in an investigation of the ac-
tinic power of phoerphorescent bodiea,

{'The Roentgen rays ¢ffact were observed,

but not récognized. He exhibited a
great number of -.diagrams and designs
for a demonstration of bis theory of rays,
which he said were due to minate par-
ticles of matter projected with enor-
moue velocitiea from the 'bulb, a view
which i8 st variance with the generally
accepted oneregarding transverss waves,

Tesln's nawest discovery, besides pro-
ducing s more brilliant and much cheap-
er means of purifying the atmosphers,
water and other substances. Ammonia,
nitric acid and other prodocls may te
evolved from pommon sir if from noth-
ing else. It wonld be immpossible to

enunmerate the possibilities of the dis-
covery.
