Many Miners Preparing to
Leave for the Clondyke.

TICKETS SOLD FOR DAWSOR CITY

The Excelsior Leaves July 28 With a
¥Full List---Ferils Attending the

Sax Fraxcsco, July 20.—Notwith-
gtanding the suggestions of the miners
on the advautages of traveling overiand,
the Exceisior, which will sail on the
28th, is heoking pasgengers for Dawson
. City by the score, and will closeits books
ina day or so. Tbe Steamer will arrive
at Bt. Michael’s early in Auvgust, in time
to conneet with the river boats runaoing
‘to Dawson. The goldseekers will reach
their destination about September 5. As
the Yukon will be frozen by October 1,
no one who does not go soon will be able
to reach Dawson this year by way of St.
Mickrel's. Hundreds will donbtless
make the journey overland from Jaoean
after the «closing of the mnavigable
streams.

The Alaska Commercinl company has
500,000 poands of snpplies at St. Mich-
ael’s, all of which will be forwarded to
Dawson by boat before the closing of the
river. The North Awmerican Transporta-
tion company has an equal smouont of
food and clothing at 8t. Michael’s.

A party of 4) men is preparing to
charter & schooner and sail to Junean,
from which point they will make the
journey overland to Dawson.

It iz hard to say at this time how many
San Franciscans will leave for the new
Eldorado. Hundreds are considering
the question, but the danger and the
posegibilities of failure will keep many of
them from swelling the population of
Dawson City or any of the new towns
which will spring ap, or ,from journey-
ing to possible new fields which may be
discovered. The problem is & difficalt
oné to solve, bat the chances are that a
conple of hundred will leave here be-
tween now and next spring.

The Walla Walla eajls this morning
with but few Yuokoners. The Walla
Walla will connect with the Mexieo,
which will take most of the miners
bound for Jupeau. The Yukon rosh has
caused the Pacific Cosst company to ar-
range an extra steamer trip, which will
be the George W. Elder, to leave Port-
land for Juonean socon, stopping at
Seattle,

WANTS TO COLLECT DUTLES.

Vietoria Merchant’s Novel Proposition
to Dominlon Government,

Vicroria, B. C., July 20.—Thie city 18
full of prospective miners waifing for the
boats to take them North., Inshort, the
gold tever has - struck the town, and
scores ol men are throwing up good po-
gitions in order to seek their fortunes in
the Clondyke gold fields.

John Pierce, n wholesale merchant,
has made a somewhsat noval propoaition
to the Dominion government. He has
offered to pay 350,000 per anuum for a
period of five or ten years, for the privi-
lege of collecting duty on goods going in-
to the Oanadian section of the Yukon
country. To his telegram to this effect
the authorities as vet not voucheafed an
answer, but it is believed castoms offi-
cers will be sent there to collect duty on
American goods which are being taken
into the country.

A HAZARDOUS UNDERTAKING.

Dimicuities Attending a Trip to the Clon-

Cricigo, July 20.—P. B. Weare, vice-
pm;dent of the North American Trad-
ing company, is recelving hundreds of
letters asking information regarding
Alaska, He said today:

That means that anoyone who wants to
go to Clopdyke mnst wait for the August
boats. And the joorney is 7000 miles.

A HOLD-UP THAT DID NOT PAY.:

Bank Cashier Was Brave and the Robs
hars Came to Grief.

Opery, 111, July 20.—Two men en-
tered the Williams bank and plaeing a
revolver at the head of Cashier Van
Buskirk ordered him to throw up his
hands and pass over the cash. Van.
Buskirk was ready to meet just such an
emergency, a8 he hnd weapone at his
conmand, which he raised to shoot at
the introders. The robbers fled. The
cashier at once gave the alarm. People
on bicveles, horses, wagons, buggies and
sfoot ran afler the robbers, who ran to
the east end of the town where they
jomped io a buggy driven by two boys.
They drove the horee hard until theysaw
that the pursuers were gnining, when
they leaped oot of the buggy and mnade
for s corn field. Hundreds of people
sarronnded the fleld and after several
desperate sttempts to get away the mis-
creants were canght.

Numerous shots were fired, but no one
was injured. The robbers were brougiht
to town and lodged in jail to awsit the
action of the grand jury. At the pre-
liminary examination they gave the
names of Frank W. Jackeon and Harry
Howard, both bailing from New York.

Jorxsox Crry, Tenn., July 18.—Gov-
ernor Taylor this evening made of-
ficial aononneement that he had ap-
pointed the Hon. Thomas Tuarley, of
Memphis, to suocceed the late Isham B.
Harris, as United States senator,

Thomas B. Torley is a native of Mem-
phis, and is 52 years of age. He served
in the Confederate army with the May-
nard Rifles, eompany L. Fourteenth
Tennessee regiument, aod was twice
woundegd. He wae captored in the bat-
tle of Nashville, and was a federal pris-
oner at Camp Chase, Ohlo, antil March,
1865, when he was exchanged and sent
Sonth. Since 1870, he has practiced law
in Memphis. He has never held & pub-
lic office.

Soverelgn Was Interrapted,

Covruvanus, 0., July 20.—J. R, Sover-
eign, president of the Knights of Labor,
arrived today from Poeahontas, W. Va,,
where he spoke 10 minutes to the min-
ers, when the mayor by proclamation,
stopped “‘all public meetings or szssem-
blages of more than three personsin any
place within the corporate limits,’” al-
leging that such meetings were inimical
to the public peace, President Ratch-
ford copied the proclamation for foture
nse. Sovereign'reported that 100 busi-
ness men of Pocabontas apologised to
him for the act of the mayar.

21.—Miners’ Secre-
tary Wasson issued an appeal for aid to-
day in which he stated the miners were
in a starving condition.

““One woman of foreign birth,” the
peal says, “‘actusily died of starvation,
and the men at Tom's Run, Shire Oaks,
have applied to headgnarters for nssist-
‘nw.‘i

living wages.

TS SOUNDS TRUE

The Richness of the Clon-
dyke is Confirmed.

THE RICH GROUNDS ALL LOCATED

One Who s There Writes That Hn Can-
not Get a Rich Clalm, Bul Hopes
For n Paying One.

BrarTLE, July 20,.—There are promises
that. the steamer service bstween this
city and 8t. Michael's, contemplating an
all-water route between Paget sound and
the Upper Yukon mining districts by an
additional line of river steamers, will be
muade by a company that is being organ-
jzed by loenl sand Esstern capitalists.
The scheme is to boy or build & gea-go-
ing steamship and tobuya light-dranght
river eteamer for the business between
8t. Michael’s and Dawson City, the
heart of the new diggings. The com-
pany g organizsing on a $200,000 paid-in
capital basis. The Eastern subecribers
to the stock are taking $160,000, and the
balance is being 1aised here,

Correspondence between parties inthe
Clondyke and this city relative to the
wonderful finde in what has been be-
heved until recently to be a barren waste
of arid land and ice iz becoming public
property. B. R, Shaw, formerly a well-
known insarance man of Seattle, has
written a letter to a boriness man in
this city, in which he states frankly that
he does not expect to be believed. The
letter, however, is only in line with oth-
ers that the gold brought down from the
Clondykeendorses. Amongotherthings
Bhaw says:

“Thers is no night here now. If ie
light as midday for the 24 hours, and
neither too warm nor too eold. Not too
many flies to bother us as vet. Thisisa
great mining strike, probably the great-
est on the American continent or in the
world. I know you will not believe me
if 1 tell yon about 1t. Itis notas exten-
sive as 1 wish it wae, or, at least, gold
has not been found in great paying
quoantities except on two creeks, about
200 claims, but some ol them are very
rich; in fact, some of the pay streaks
are nearly all gold. One thonsand dol-
lars to the pan is not an uncommon
thing, and a& high as 100 ounces bave
been taken oot at a gingle pan. It ieno
uncommon thing to see men coming in
with all the gold they can carry.

“Youn will not believe me when I tell
you that I went into one cabin and
counted five five-gallon oiicans full of
gold duast, bot it iz a fact. It 18 the re-
salt of the work of two men duoring the
winter, and the dump ig not much more
than half worked ont.

*Aboat $2,000,000 in dost has been
taken out so far in the district. At =
low estimate there will be $50,000,000
taken out daring the next year. Of
course, I wn in too Jate to get in on any
of the rich ground, but hope to get hold
of eome that I can make mioer's wages
at, or better, I am working for the
Alnska Commereial company, helping to
put op s big store building. I went to
work 88 goon as I got settled at $10 a day
for 10 hours. Cearpenters get $15 a day,
and so do all of the men who work in
the mines. I think I ehall work for a
while. Some of the saloons take in $2000
to $8000 a day. All pay in gold dust,and
nothing less than 50 cents, A glass of
beer costs 50 cents. There are plenty of
provisions here. Flour is $12 per 100
pounds, sugar 35 cents per pound, osat-
meal 25 cents, bacon 50 cante, snd other
things in proportion. .

**Logs are worth $30 a thoosand at the
mill, snd lumber $150 a. thouosand.
There is a small sawmill here, running
day and night, and cannot cut half the
Inmber wanted. I do not know how
many inhabitants this town supports. I
ghonid eay in the neighborbood of 1000.
Most of the people live in tents, bat
some good baildings are going up.”
INSURGENTS ON THE AGGRESSIVE.

The Bummer Campaign in Cuba is Fair-
1y Launched.

New Yorg, July 21.—Tomas Estrads
Palma, president of the Caban junta,has
received a letter dated July 4 from Gen-
eral Maximo Gomez, in which the gen-
eral eays:

**It ia advisable tomake this snmmer’s
campaign as sctive snd sggressive as
possible. To carry oot our plapns suc-
cesafally,we will need rather than any-
thing elze a steady supply of ammauni-
tion. For that we depend on the sup-
port of patriotic ,Cobsns. and friends
abropd.

“The recentlanding of geveral expe-
ditions in different sections of Cuba has
enabled our men to engage the Spanish
with satisfactory results, The vemark-
ably large number ‘of dinbled soldiers

antvnug the Spn.nhh hospitnls in the'
last two weeks is the mast emphatic
proof of our activity.

“T have received a half-million rounds |

of ammunnition'from the last expedition
lunded in Camaguay. It was conveyed
acroes the Jucaro-Maron trocha by Col.
Dimmss Zamora with 300 men. The
pasaage of the trocha by Colonel Zam-
ora'e forea shows that the barrier defen-
ded by 15,000 Spanieh soldiers is no bar-
riér to our movements, This last supply
of ammunition enabled olir forces under
Major-General Carillo to move went-
ward."
ANNEXATION NOT RECOGNIZED.

80 Declares Connt Okuns, Japaness-For-
elgn Minlster.

Vascouvee, B. C., July 21.—Coant
Okuns, foreign minister of Japan, eays
regarding the annexation of Hawail to
the United Siates:

“‘The foreign office is not surprised at
the contemplated annexation. We sim-
ply prolested against it. The impor-
tance of the islands will be immensely in-
creased by the construction of the Nicar-
agos or Panama canal, and it is abso-
lately necedenry, therefore, to leave the
country independent. In voyaging to
the far East steamers starting from En-
rope or America muost eall ar Hawail.
To have them incorporated into the
Usnion would seriongly involye interna-
tional interesfs in the.Pacific orean.

‘““Another resson is this: Annexation
would impair the rights snd privileges
which Japan is enjoying in Hawail.
The protest wae therefore entered on
these grounds. Leaying seide the atti-
tude of the other powers, the question is
what will Japan do if, under any cireems-
etances, the anoexation is carried into
practice in spite of the protest of Japan.
Japan muost oppose it to the utmpat,

Sant Laxe, Joly 22.—Ten thousand
gchool children laid floral offérings atthe
base of Brigham Young's monoment to-
dsy and then marched in parade. The
dey opened clondy and by 11 o'clock &
light rain was falling, but the program
was carried out without interraoption.

This was children’s day and at sn early
hiour juvenile Sslt Lake was in sbundant
evidence on all sides. Besides the chil-
dren of the city gehools, adjoining coun-
ties [urnished several thoueand to swell
the grand total. Each school was ae-
companied by a teacher and pupile, and
all carried banners and Chinese para-
gols. The parade was in ten divisions,
onder zommend of Grand Marshal Nat
M. Brigham, Several new floats were
added to thoee which took part in the
parade vesterdav. The procession moved
from Brigham Young’s monument
through the principal streete, retorniog
to the monnment, ajter which the chil-
dren agtemibled in the tabernacle and
listened to mugic by Profezeor Barrett's
chorus of 1000 voices. Remarks were
made by Hon. George ().

FOSSILS l'\ WYODMING.

Bones of Monster Long-Extinct Reptilea
Uncoversed.

Nzw York, Jaly 22.—The Herald says
an expedition in May last to Wyvoming,
gent by the American Muoseum of Natn-
ral History to search for fossils of ex-
tinct reptiles, has nnearthed specimens
which will enrich the scientific treasury
of that institution.” Dr. J. L. Wartman
and Barnum Brown are in charge of the
expedition.

The work of-excavation hae been eai—
ried on near Laramis City. It haz been
more successfal than was expected. The
principal work of the members of the
gxpedition has been to unearth fossil
dinceaara, extinet lizards which existed
in the Mesozoic age, Dr. Wartman and
Mr. Brown have found two gigantic din-
osaura, each abont 50 feet long. One
has been exposed nnd will ba ready soon
for shipment. The other is being ex-
posed. It ie expected that a carload of
gpecimens will arrive soon in this vity.

The American Muoeeum of Natorsl
History bas not had any diuosaura, The
finda of the expedition are therefore ot
coneiderable satisfaction to the mussnm
authorities.

Lynched on Suspiclon.

MapisosviLie, Ky., July 22— The
body of Edw Brinkley, who lived several
miles from thie city, was found dang-
ling from a limb near his bome this
morning. He had been lynched doring
the early morning by a mob of 40 citi-
zene. Several weeks ago, Thos. Croul-
lies, a well-koown citizen of the neigh-
borhood, was assassinated. Brinkley
was sugpected on account of his eril rep-
utation, but no evidence could be fonnd
to connect him with the erime.

URUGUAYAN Walk ESNDED:

EBebels Are In Possession of the Entire
Conatry,

New Yorx, July 22.—Urnguoay is prac-
tically in the hands of the rebels, esaye
the Herald’s correspondent at Monte-
video, and the war is at an end, While
the rebels have not upset the govern-
ment, they have forced it into a corner
from which there seems no esespe, and
the fival result nndonbtedly will be a
complete tarning over of existing condi-
tionsin Urogoay.

An armistice batween the rebels'and
the government was signed a few days
ago. It was to remain in force until
Augaost 1. Pesce pegotistions were im-
mediately set on foot, The negotiations
have led to a proposal to form a govern-
mant of the rebel chiefs, the rebels to be .
given the presidency of the republic and
the governorship of six provinces. In
addition every rebel who ‘has been dis-
miesed from the army is to be reinstated
under the new movement, and all those
exiled on account of the revelulion are
to be sliowed to return.

Pedro Jose Ramirez has been practi-
cally decided npon for the new presidant,
though the detsile of how and when he
is to take the office have not vel been
decided apon.
