The senate foreign relations
committee is understood to
have practically decided on a
resolution declaring for im-
mediate intervention and re-
quiring the evacuation of Cuba

by Spain.

WasHINGTON, April

The foreign relations com-
mittee resumed its sitting this
morning. They immediately
took up the task of formulat-
ing a resolution defining its
idea of the coursg to be pur-
sued in the present complica-
tions with Spain. = They are
hopeful of being able to report
today, but the report may be
delayed so as to afford an op-
portunity to hear General
Lee.

The committee is finding it
a very difficult task to reach
an agreement on the terms of
the resolution. There is by
no means the same unanimi-
ty as when they first met and
decided to report the Foraker
resolutions. The indications
at the beginning of today’s
session were that there would
be a return to the compromise
proposition which was made
prior to the reception of the
message.

The committee remained together un-
til noon, and then adjourned till 3:30, to
hear General Lee. A formal vote was
taken,bot the committee knew what its
report would be when it adjourned at
noon. The result wae not made puablic.
The best information obtainable is that
it will be & declaration for immediate
intervention, and that no action on the
part of Spain short of evacuation of the
igland will satisfy this country.

NICTHEROY HAS BEEN FUROCHASED

Goversment Buys the Warshlp, Subjeet
to Inspection by Committeo.

New Yomx, April 18.—A Herald dis-
patch from Washington eays:

Admission {8 made at the navy de-
partment that the Brazilian cruiser
Nictheroy has been purchased subject to
an inspection by a naval committee to
be appointed by Minister Bryan.

The Nictheroy, which ie equipped with
a dynamite gun, will, naval autborities
gay, be available for siege duty, provided
ghe is still in good condition. She was
built [at Newport News five years ago
and sold to Brazil eix months alter ner
completion, being converted for that
government into 8 man-of-war. BShe i
a steel vessel of 7080 rons displacement,
and herone screw prepels her at the
rate of 19 knots sn hour. Her engines
and boilers are protected by coal bunk-
ers, and ber armament consiste of one
15 inch pneamatic dynamite gun, one 4-
inch quick-fire gun, two 8.9-inch quick-
fire guns, eight 6-pounders, ten 1-pound-
ers and fonr Howell torpedo lubes.

By the terms of the contract nnder
whith she will be sold to thegovernment
she will be delivered at any point 'on the
coast of the United States that the de-
partment may designate.

There has been sowme talk in naval cir-
cles of holding the Nictheroy at Rio Ja-
neiro until the arrival of the Oregon and
the gunboat Marietta at that point &0
that they may shift a crew to her and
couvey her to Key West.

MINOT ASSENT TO RECOGNITION.

The FPresident Determined to Veto Hes-
olation for Becognition.
Wasnixcron, April 14.—The presideut
isdetermined to veto the Cuban resolo-
tions if they carry a provision for recog-
nition of Cuban independence. He
stated thie todsy to a senator who called
oo him.

Wasmixgrox, April 14.—TLe aclion ot
the house yesterday in adopting the Cuo-
bany resolntion made the senate today
the storm center of the war elements.
The galleries were packed and thoveands
were turoed away.

Hale presented a memorial, calling at-
tention to the necaseity of repealing
some of the present navigation laws in
the event of war, ''he Jaws, he said,
prevent our merchant vessels from sail-
ing uoder a foreign flag, while every
Spanish merchantman would be ander
the French flag.

He gsid the developments of the
past two weeks had shaken hie faith in
those who held the preeident’s ear and
confidence,

Turner declared 'bimself strongly in
favor of the mnority resolution, main-
taining congress conld not delegate to
the president power to make war, and
vehemently attacked the president for
delays in serding his message to con-
gress, charging that the delay was not
due to'General Lee's request, bat to the
fact that Archbishop Ireland cabled the
vatican in the hope that the pope might
bring about a peaceinl solution of the
difficalty.

Tarner ridienled the diplomatic nego-
tiations of the administration, and de-
clared witk bitter sarcasm that with
such diplomatic agents as we have rep-
resonting the United States, the Madrid
government might eventnally, for a suit-
able indemnity, absolve this conntry for
blocking the harbor of Havana with the
shattered bulk of the Maine.

Hoar followed Turner. He gaid this
was no time for impassioned rhetoric,
and manifestations of approval greeted
the sentiment. He eaid that Turner,
who represunted only half a slate, was
meaking McKinley, who represented 45
states, the subject of the same kind of
objorgations that were  inflicted opon
Wasbington. Hoar thought the Maine
affair was enough to justify war, Still
he thosght honorable reparation mmight
possibly be secured without war.

Turpie followed Hoar with a speech
for the recognition of the Cuoban repub-
lic.

The featnre of the opposition press is
an endeavor to bring Weyler to the front
and make him champion of the canse of
revolution, nnder the guise of the savior
of national honer. Weyler today nn-
donbtedly has numerous followefs, nnd
even the newspapers which, ever since
h1s retorn from Cuba, have violently de-
nounced him, are now lauding the for-
mer captain-general of Cnba as the man
who can save the nation.

8ir Edwin Arnold, who legalized his
wnion with a fascinating Japauese
widow by on FEnglish marriage serviea
in London recently, was always cosoma-

politan in his ideas. Surely no English-
man born and bred has ever snceeeded
in merging his own individuality ioto
that of other people's as the antlior aff
“The Light of Asia”™ and “The Light
cf the World” has done. When he was
in India in his young duays his wark
showed his intense sympathy with the
Buddhists, and in the prefoce to “The
Light of Asia” he wrole: “This hook
wias wrilten by enewholoved Indiaand

the Indian people.”

For two score of years he was Eng-
lish to the core of his heari'in the edi-
torials he wrote for the London Tele-
graph, and in 1590 he came to Americo,

seemed quite able to understand us (as
few of his countrymen could do), and
then he went on to Japan and immedi-
ately began to live n In Japanais.

He lived in a native house, left his
shioes at hi= door, slept on a thick quilt il
and, they say, nte in froe Japunese L
eiyle. In his bedroom he had a cheap
European washstand, two Japanese
chests of drawers of white wood and
black iron work, end the vsval sliding
chipboard, into which his hed was pu

The walls of the room were of tissue
paper panels powdered with silver
maple leaves, and a clear glarss belt ran
ground the room *“it a height inconda-
cive 1o propriety,” os one correspondent
of the day remarked.

According
to the last officiul census of Prussin
there were 68,000 school teachers in the
kingdom, of whom 9,000 were women
and 59,000 men. It is evident, therefore,
that the Prussian preference is formale
tenchers. In all Germany there are,
including the government, church and
private schools, 135,000 teachers, and
the number of pupils is nearly 10,000~

000. There are 140,000 teachers in

France, of whom 65,000 are men and

75,000 are women, the number of each

being subject to about the same ratio

of incrense. There are, it is supposed,
about 100,000 teachers in Great Britain,
but authentic figures are lacking.
