BIG LUMBER DEAL
NOW UNDER WAY

MAY BUILD BIG MILL

Utah People Tuke Option on Colum-
bin County Timber.

The people of 8t. Helens and Col-
umbin county will be interested to
know that negotistions are under
way [or the purchase of the vast
timber holdings of the DuBols com-
pany by the Oregon Lumber Com-
pany, a Urah corporation. That
negotlations are under woay s
admitted by John E. DuBois, who is
now in Portland. The timber Is Jo-

jented in the Nelalem country and is

more than & billlon feet,
was in St

Mr. DuBols
Heléns several days ago,
whether his presence here had
any significance 50 fur as the sale
goes could not be learned, The tim-
ber is located along the Nehalem
river and Rock creek, and is one of
the finest bodles of standing timber
in Columbla county. Should the Utah
peaple buy this it will require an out-
luy of about $1,500,000 for the tim-
ber alope. Some time ago DuBols
held this same body of timbor for
$2,000,000.
Shoulil the deal be consummated,
¢ purchasers would have to bulld
ihout 20 miles of raliroad to get the
logu to & point on the Columbia river,
und the closest points are St. Helens
and Columbia City

For some time it hag been prediot-
od thut DuBols would bulld a large
mill at the Iatter place, as his com-
pany owns valuable waterfrontage
there, and it might be that the pur-
chage of the timber imeans the estab-
lishment of another sawmill. An-
other way the timber could come out
would be by making an extension of
the St. Helens Lumber Company's
logging rallrond to Rock ereek, a
distance of approximately 16 miles.
There Is one thing certain, if the
Eccles people want the timber they
have plenty of resources behind them
to get it, to build a railroad and o
mill. They have been operating in
the eastern Oregon country and in
addition to owning several large saw-
mills and much timber, own the
Sumpter Valley railroad. Should
the pending deal go through, it will
rank as the largest deal made in sev-
eral years and will add much to the
prosperity of the eity and county.
