I looked Into one face after an
other; many of them, silent, still re-

vealed the agony that conies with
wounds In battle; some were beyond
suffering.

How I hated war!
How I hated the ruler of the nation

that brought on the war!
How I felt that we must fight and

fight until those rulers are placed
where their power Is gone, where
their militarism will be killed for all
time.

There Is only one language which
we can speak to them only one they
can understand; the language of regi-

ment and division, of shot and shell,
of cannon and howitzer, of sword and
bayonet and our voice must be so
Etrong that it shall not be

I stood on the Strand in London
Six young men were coming. There

was a fellow-feelin- g among them that
one could not Imagine but for war.

Of an age, about 23, of tho same
height, about six feet; In uniforms,
the light blue of the army lnvr.lid, all
six were on crutches, each with his
right leg gone above the knee, each
destined to go through life a crip-

ple!
They came smiling. They met a

:ntn of their own rge, In like uni-
form, similarly afflicted, but with the
left leg gone. They paused, rested
on their crutches, smiled, and saluted

but passed him by. They could
not take him in because it was not
the right leg that wag gone. He
smiled, passed on and looked hack
ut the squad wending Its way, look-
ing for others who could qualify for
admission to their exclusive set.
