Barred Rocks nnd Oregons Took two
Firsts and One Second

Oregon Agricultural College, Cor-
vallis—Orogon college heos won
two first prizes and ome second in
the big national and International
contests held in Amerlea last year.
A pen of ten Oregons Iald 2352 eggs
at the Storrs, Conn., International
egg laylng contest, thereby winning
first place and establishing a new|
world record of 2152 eggs u Year,
per pen in & pen of ten.

A pen of five barred rocks took |
second place at the sllnorthwost
contest at Pullman by laying an
average of 251.6 egga each. This
broke all previous performances for
pens of five in American contests, but|
Incked three eggs—only three-fifths
of an egg each—of tying for first
place, which was taken by a pen of
white leghorns laying 252.2 each.
The average for all 135 competing
pens was 171 eggs.

A pen of six barred rocks at the
British Columbia contect took first
with a record of 200 eggs In 11
months for each hen. The pext
highest laid 180 eggs.

In addition to the foregoing birds
the poultry depariment had a peu
of ten barred rocks in the Slorrs
contest which averaged 172.5 eggs,
The average of the 100 pens was
158.9, The college also entered a
pen of white laghorns in the Pull-
man contest that averaged 214 eggs.

Ten thousand settings of eggs and
more than 3000 pedigresd cockerels
from these high-producing

other farmers and their influence in
grading up the home flocks has
brought many a poultryman into
contact with 200-egg flocks.

Therefore, don’t leave him to him-|
self. Make him realize that you wel-|
come him, that you want him to etay
here as an American, and that all
Amerfcang are his friends.

"There's nothing that appeals so
much to a man in a strange land as
a friendly word, whether it comes
from a friend or a stranger, If em-
ployars and superintendents in busi-
ness plants would think in the morn-
ing to bid thelr foreign-born work-
ers a cheery good day, they woule
be surprised at the results that
would follow in the way of co-opera-
tlon and friendliness. And, by the
way, that is something that need not
be confined exclusively to the for-
elgn born.”

| Necently on a single day—Dec-
ember 31st—Lieut. T. C. Rodman of
the U. 8 Marine Corps, at Pensacoln,
Fla., made alrplane flights, with 11

| passengers, totaling 900 mliles, and

thus became winner of the cash
prize of $1,000 for the longest,
single-day flight of the yocar 1918.
The world's airplane altitude rec-
ord wns broken at Martieshall,
England, on Jan. 3rd, 1919, by Capt.
Lang, R. A. F., with Lieut Bowars
as passenger, when in 66 minutes
and 15 seconds thoy reached a helght
of 30,600 feet, at which peint the
engine stopped because of a lock of
| fuel, ‘The previous airplane altitude
| record was made on September 18,
1918, near (anton, Ohlo, by Capt
I'R. W. Schroeder, who at that time
rucoeeded in reaching o helght of
98,000 feet.
| It is reported that, among the alr-
| planes which are being surrendered
by Germany undoer the terms of the
armistice, thera are a number of
| pew machines of & type which the
| Germans eclaim, would have glven
| them control of the alr if the war
had continued. These machines con-
| tain Bavarian motors, of a hitherto
| spcret deslgn, which are sald to gen-

TASTY SAUSAGE

meat supply. The recipe for this
delicious dish s one vouched for by
the department of agriculture, It
follows:

2 cups mashed polatoca,

14 pound nuts of any kind

1_egg well heaten,

11 teaspoons salt,

1§ teaspoon pepper.

Few grains cayenne.

Pinch celery seod

% cup milk (approximately).

1% pound salt pork.

To the mashed potatoes
enough milk to bind them. Put the
nuts in boiling water to loosen the
skins, remove skins and put through
meat grinder, Mix nuts and pota-
season  well,
Add well-beaten egg to potato mix-
ture, Form Into sausages, flour
them well, put into greased pan, and
put 4 small plece of scit pork on top
of each sausage. Bake in a fuirly
hot oven until brown (about 45
minutes). Serve with tomato sauce.
