THE COLUNBIA RIVER BAR.

From Mujot Handbury’s anvual
report of the improvement of the
mouth of the Celumbia river, we repro-
duee the folluwing: “The effect of the
jetly alfeady constrocted i3 very
marked in the building up oi Clatsup
spit and in concentrating the walers
as they flow over the bar g0 as to pro-
duce the desired scouring effect. There
is mow a straight out and in channel
having & width of one-hall mile, with
adepth nowbere less than twenty-seven
feet) and for & widih of one and one-
Lalf miles u depth of twentyfive [eet,
the plane of reference being the means
of lowest low waters. With the view
of developing the present location of
the best water over the bar, and ascer-|
taining what lad taken place since
the survey of Oclober, 1889, it was,
partinlly surveyed duoring June 10, 11
12 of Llsis year. A suffcient extent of
the bar was covered for the object in
view. All conditions were exception-
ally favorable for this work, and the re-
eults oblained are very satisfactory,
The soundings were reduced to the
plane of the mean of lowest low waters
and are shown upon the sheet herewith,
If the results obtained by the jetty, as
shiosn by the survey of 1889, were
then gratifying, those shown by this
gtirvey are much more so. The thiny
fouk curves on the two slopés of the
bar are now only 3,000 apart
where they apponch nearest to esch
bitlier. There is every reason to be-
lieve that this distance will be reduced
to nothing before the end of the year,
ad that eventually the thirty-foot
chagnel will be fully one mile wide.
The results hers shown are indeed
very gratifying and would seem to in-
dic.te bayond a doubt thuta thiry
foot channel over this bar will soon be
fil decomplished fact, nnd the first
part of the problem to be sived by
the project finished. The next part is
to maintain this chunnel, This in my
jundgment can best be done by piling
yock liberally along the line of the
jeuty and strengthening by every
means the vertebra that we have given
to Clatsop spit. Bo long us these sands
have something permanent to huld oo
to and build up aguinst; a good chan-
nel can be maintained over the bur”
