I would like to know the Iingredient
and prooess of making Portland coment.
Is the body of clay or soapstone? |
think I have the maw material, Pleass
answer and oblige,—A. W,

A great deal of time snd labor have
been wpent by various chemista in in-
vestigating the compoition and prop-
artlen of Portland cement. The con-
clusions dmwn from thess investign-
tions are not alway concordant, but no
one dissenta from the view that the
easontinl Ingredients of this kind of ce-
ment are lime, wsilles and alumins.
Other elements are always presont,
however, among them belng magnesia,
woda, potash, iron, phosphorus, man-
ganese, tltanium, ew, Accordiog to
Mende, good cements vary considerably
In omposition, but the three Import.
ent logredienst will ran about as fol.
lows:  Lime, 68 1o 87 por cent; sllica,
19 to 26 per cent; alumioa, 6 to 10 per
ount; and magnesia i allowsble to the
extent of 3 to b per cent.

The raw materinls (rom which Port.
land oement ls manulsctured are classi.
fied ma arglllaceons and  ocalearsous,
Bame common forms of the first are
clay, shaie, and slate, and of the latter
limestone, marl and chalk. [n these
two classes of aw materinls are found
all the ingredientsa necesssry (o the
manufactare of Portland cement. In
the iron reglons of Pennsylvania, how-
over, blast furnace slag In made o reo-
place the olay or shale. From what-
over source Lhe mw materials are ob-
tained, the cement manulucturer muost
eoe that they mre 8o mixed that the
produst of aaleination contains the im.
portant compounds mentioned above in
the proportions that experience has
tanght are the ones necossary in a good
coment, It becomes almost imperative
then that the chemicsl composition of
the raw materials sbould be known.

Although the wilter is nob personally
scqoainted with the limestone regions
of this state, it appenss that thare are
at least two localities in Northern Ida-
ho whers limestone is found in abund-
ance, and gince clay Is also present, b
loast in apots, in  3he mme distriet,
there seetne Lo be gool. reason  for  be-
Hoving that in the futore a great desl
of the Portland cement used in thie
siate will be made at home,

Monday, April 6

Washington, Apiil 8,—The army bill,
‘arrying un appropristion of almost
100,000,000, was prased by the senate
oduy pactically an 1eported from the
sommities on  mwiltiary affaire. The
only st ndment adopted earrled an sp-
propriation of $20,000 for a system of
water works for Fort Willlsm Henry
Harrinon, Montana,  The bill waterial-
ly inereares the pay of officers and en-
Huted men.

The fortifications bill, reported to the
rennte today, carries Benalor Ankeny's
nmendment, incrensing the sppropria.
tion lor fortifiestions on  Poget sound
#1,000 000. As the billl passed the
houre, it sppropriated §747,000 for this
wotk. The appropriation Is not item-
isod.  The senate todny pussed An-
keny's bill, appropriating #220,000 for
a public tnilding at Walls Wella.

Washington, April 8 —Beyond fore-
ing roll call on the spproval of th
journal and on adjournment, the Dem-
oerrats of the house today offered no
obstruot oo to the orderly trnnsaction of
business. Thin being sospension day,
severnl  importaut  bills  were pot
through by practically unanimous vote,
Amung thess was the Sterling employ-
ers' Liability bill, only one vote being
recorded againet it, that of Littleflold,
uf Maive, and the bill establinhing a
naval station at Pearl Harbor, Hawali,
and appropristing $660,000 for the
purpose, against which Sherwood, of
Uhic, stood alone.

At 510 p. m. the house took & recess
until 11 30 o'clock Womorrow morning.

Saturday, April 4.

Washiogton, April 4.—The army ap-
propriation bill was completed by the
seonte commities on military affaire
today and will be reported to the sen.
ate on Monday. It will carry sbout
$16,000,000 more than was provided in
the bill ms it passed the houre, making
a total of spproximately $100,000,000.
An item ol about §7,000,000 was in-
cluded to incresse the pay of the army,
revenue outter service and marine
corps, bot excluding enlisted men of
the navy, in scoordance with the
vislon of the bill which was

Washington, April 5.—The sepate
committes on judiciary epent some
hounrs considering the various bills in.

with lguor traffic within the borders
of snch states, but no agreement was
reached. [t was determined, however,
to vole on the measures on Monday.

From the discussion today there sp-
peared to be n chance for the reporting
of some measure denling with & part of
the questions, st least, that have been
pgitatedd in a number of Sonthern
states, which have been prevented by
Bopreme court rulings from exercising
their poliee powers for the control of
intoxionnts, .

Washingtor, April 3.—When the
house of representatives adjounrned Inte
today, the breach between the majority
snd minority parties was, il anvihing,
wider than ever. The leaders on both
sldes arrived on the peeng enrly, appar-
ently none the worse for the parliamen-
tury struggle of the night before. The
Demoorsts resnmed dilatory tactios and
kept it up throughout the day, notwith-
rtanding the committee on rules apply-
ing the gag law to general debate on
the District of Columbis appropriation
bill, which was in order for coneideras
tion, The rale was adopted amid up-
reur and  after the Democrats has ex.
hausted every parlinmentary move
which they could make to obstract ite
final disposition.

Thuraday, April 2

Washington, April 2.—The executive
session of the senate today was Iargely

ral rtutes.

Wednesday. April I.

Washington, April 1.—Benator Hey-
burn's three-day filibuster to defeat
Representative Jones" bill suthorizing
the Benton Water company to dam
Bnake river at Three-Milo rapide ended
in utter rout this afterncon, the senate
turning him down by a vole of 47 tu 4.

The passage of this bill and the con-
sideration of a measurs for adjodieating
the claima of states against the govern-
ment on secount of the disposition of
the proceeds of public lands occupied
nearly the entire seesion of the senate
today.

Washington, April 1.—Debate on the
agricultural appropriation bill was de-
vold of the charges and impatations
which marked its conelderation on
Mondsy and Tueeday. More progress
was made with the measure t on
any previons day, and the indieations
are that it will finally get through to-
morrow.

Today's discussion dwelt on a propo-
#ition for an increased appropriation for
the farmers’ balletine, which, however,
waa refused, and the subject of inquir-
ies Into road-building, etc., by the de-
partment, the trend of opinion being
that sneh work should be enconraged.

Tuesday, March 31.

Washington, March 31.—The alleged
tendency of the general government to
override the powers of the states of the
Union snd to ignore the restrictions of
the constitution was the subject of re-
marks by Teller, of Colorado, in the
senate today. He declared that there
had grown up a practice of attempting
to justify any set by the Federal nathor-
itles, whether there was antnority for
it or not, o long as it was arcribed fto
the public interest.

The remainder of the day was devot-
ed o digcuesion of the Benten dam bill
on its mwerits. Heyburn and Borab,
both of Idsho, took opposing eides.
Heylurn opposing and Borah favoring.
Hey burn declured he would maintain
his position, even if satizfled that by so
doing he would imperil his seat in. the
senate. No vote had been resched
when the senate adjourned.

Washington, March 381.—After hav-
ing nndergone many changes, the para-
grsph of the agricaltural appropriation
bill relating to the buarean of forestry
winh finally pussed by the house of rep-
resentatives,

An amendment by Humphieys, of
Wisconsin, to increase Ly $163,460 the
apppropriation for soil investigations
provoked & long debate.  After many
five-minute speeches had been made for
and agninst the proposition, it was car-
rled, 100 to BS.

The bill was lald aside less than hall
completed, and the house adjourned.

Mexico Is Angry.

Washington,April 7.—While the offi-
cial relations between the United States
and Mexleo were never more cordial
than now, and while there is nothing
in the material interests or desires of
either republic which confiicts in the
alightest degree with the others, offi-
cials of the American State department
have become suddenly aware of the ex.
istence and rapid growth of a publie
sentiment in Mexion of distrust and
vuspicion of Americans and the Amerl-
can’s intentions respecting Mexioan ter-
ritory. Thie conditlon is made more
exasperating bat none the less harmless
snd embarrassing from the fact that it
is entirely groundless in fact, and the
ofliciale declare has for its bagis nothing
but irresponsible newepaper gossip and
oriticlem.

Washington, April 7, — John 8,
Leech, of Tilinols, now public printer
in the Philippines, was today appoint.
ed public printer. Mr. Leech is a legal
resident of Bloomington, I1l., althongh
he gerved respectively as ccmpositor,
proof readers and foreman in the gov-
ernment printing office here from 1888
to 1801, st which time he was selected
a8 public printer for the Philippines,
He hag made for himeelf 8 most envia-
ble record as an adminisirative officer
there, according to reporta in the poss

sossion of the insular burean,
