STHIKE |8 OVER,

Paris Postal Employes Sue tor Peace
and Are Mat Hall Way,

Paria, March 21 The great strike
of the employes of the postotlice depart-
meont, which virtually has isolated
Paris and eut off France from commu
nication with the outaide world for the
past week, collapsed todny, The strike
committee decided to eall off the em
ployes and made the first move to effect
s soltlement, virtually suing for peace.
The government will meet the commit-
tee hnlf way.

Representatives of the linemen ealled
tocdny upon M, Harthou, minister of
public warks, ostensilily for the purposs
of protesting against the charges that
they had cut the wires, but during the
course of the interview they communi-
cated to the minister the terms on
which the allled associntions eollee
tively would resutie work,

These were  First, the resignation
of M, Simyan, under secretary of posts
andd  telegraphs setond, that no em-
plosen should be dleminsed on account
of the strike. They desired nlso the
assurance that the delegates of the

FARMERS BUY SACKS,
Eastern Oregon Growers Take Nearly
Miltion for Wheat Crop,

Pendleton—An & sequel to the grant-
ing of u lnrge nack contract on the part
of the Inland Grain Growers' sspocia-
tion Inst week in the acceptance uf &
like contract by the Farmers' Educa-
tionsl Co-operative union here. The
firm to secure the contract for the
sacks to be sccopted by the farmers’
union was the Kerr, Gifford & Co.,
of Portland, and the contracted price
is reported between 6 and 615 cents,
orn little lower than the price e
¢ pted by the Inland Grain Growers'
wasocintion,

The contract with the farmers’ union
calls for the purchase of between 300,
000 wnd 1,200,000 sacks, The offer of
Kerr, Gifford & Co. stands for a short
time only, since it does not bind indi-
vidual members of the union, but each
member decides on the number of sacks
he desires and pays 10 per cent down
at the time the order is given.

The Inland Grain Growers' associa-
tion gave a contract to Balfour, Guth-
rie & Co., to sceopt between 200,000
and 600,000 sucks at u price understood
to be between 6 nnd 61 centa. Itis
known to be higher than the price paid
by the farmera’ union.

Will Can Asparagus.

Eugene —George A. Dorris, who has
ruised asparsgus for the markets of
Portland, Seatile and Eugene for the
past three yesrs and now has 25 ncres
of it on his farm near Eugene, has be-
gun the erection of & cannery on his
place for the purpose of canring the
vegetable. He will also handle the
product of & G0-ncre patch now being
et out by F, E. Dunn and A, C, Wood-
cock on u tract of land which they re-
cently purchased for that purpose.

Spring Work at Monroe.

SIEGE CONDITIONS PREVAIL.

Striké Ties Up French Capital and
Food Becoming Bcarce.

Paris, March 19.—Mi-Careme, the
middle of Lent, usunlly celebrated with
grotesque  procesalons  throughout
France, and with particular gayety in
Parin, found the capital today in @
atate of virtual siege.

Because of the postal strike no mail
deliverien wore made, banks held up
payments on checks becsuse of their
inability to receive advices from their
correspondents, stamps were. not on
sule, telegrams were refused sccept-
ance, and the prices of provisions were
soaring, while eggs, milk, butter and
other country produce were painfully
searce, -

Over & million letters are stacked in
the postoffice awniting sorting and dis-
patch, as the postal employes in the
other branches besides the telegraph
service have gone on s sympathetie
strike, The last American mails have
not yet been removed from their sacks,
and practically no letters have left the
country.

Three thousand telegrams sre piled
on the dispatching hooks, awaiting
transmission, as the military telegraph
ers pressed into service, are unfamiali-
ar with the postal instruments, and
cannot use them. The government has
threatened to eail upon the army to
furnish men to deliver the mail, but as
yet has not taken this step, Business
is at @ standstill, and conditions are
grave in sll lines that depend upon the
postsl activity for their daily continu-
ance.

PENNY LUNCH AT SCHOOLS.
Poor Boys and Girls to Be Fed at
Los Angeles.

Los Angeles, March 19.—An innova-
tion in the form of penny lunches to
the publie school children attractea
much interest today. It was started
by the Civic Federation, and the large
Ann street school in the poorer quarter
of the city was the first to benefit.
Eventually all are to be included, and
served every school day in the year,

Large airy dining rooms are provid-
ed, and there was & great rush today
at the opening, hundreds gathering at
the tables, E one was given all
the soup, fruit and buns he or she could
ent for one cent. Each lunch coats the
association about four cents. The
charitable public helps in maintenance.

Other departures, such as half an hour
of story-telling at lunch time, sre to
be made. This is in line with the agi-
tation going on the country over be-
cause children of poor nta are pent
by the thousands to school without hav-
ing had proper food.

PLANT BLOWS UP.
Explosion in Coeur d'Alene Powder
Works Kills Inventor,

Spokane, Wash, March 19,—The
Coeur d' Alene Powder mills, near Wal-
lace, ldaho, were almost totally de-
stroyed yesterday evening by sparks
falling in the mixer. The loas will
sggregate thousands, The secret of
making the powder died with J, Skal-
berg, the maker, whose death occurred
in the explosion, and may end the man-
ufacture of powder in the Coeur
d’'Alenes. His powder exploded with-
out smoke or poisonous gases and was
very valuable to mining. Pete Pico
and Alvin Nelson were also killed. J.
K. Ogilvy, an engineer, was badly
hurt. Windows were broken for miles
around, and treea were torn to shreds.

Lead Miners Object to Cut

Denver, March 19, —Following infor-
mation that the new tarifl bill provides
for a reduction in the rate on lead con-
tents of ores from 1% to 1 cent per
pound, comes the announcement of the
determination of Western mining men
to fight this reduction, which they de-
clare will have the effect of closing
pearly all the |Jow grade producing
mines in the United States. To this
end Socretary J. F. Callbpeath, of the
American Mining congress, today issu-
ed a call for & meeting of operators to
be held in Salt Lake City next Monday.

West Will Fight.

Washington, March 19.—Congress-
men from the Pacific Northwest will
unite in & fight for the restoration of
the duty on rough lumber to $2 per
thousand. After the tariff bill was in-
troduced sll members from Oregon,
Washington and [daho were interview-
od, and all announced their purpose to
oppose the lumber schedule as fixed by
the ways and means committee, and to
join with members from other lumber
producing states to get the old duty.

Kerens New Ambassador.

Chicago, March 19,—The following
isa special cable to the Daily News
from Vienns: The new American am-
bassador to Austria will be Richard
Kerens, of St. Louis. The State de-
partment has asked the Austrian gov-
ernment if he in persona gratia, and an
affirmative roply has been sent.

Big Union Depot Burns.

Louisville, Ky., March 19.—The
Louisville union depot, valued at $400,-
000, was destroyed by fire tonight.
Half an hour after the building col-
lapsed, the Commercial club had de-
cided that the city must bave an elab-
orate new station at once,
