This state of
uffairs wan anticipated by the city
eouncil some time ago, and an ordin-
ance wan passed suthorizing the aale
of 810,000 bonds, the money to be ex-

The extension of the portage to be
built commences at Hig mm
three miles above The and
roaches navigahle water and » safe
barbor at the foot of Washington
street. At the terminus will be bulk-
hends on which freights may be con-
veniently tramsferred from river
steamerns to wharf boats or onto cars
that may be run in on the incline, or
may be discharged from cars directly
into the steamers,

The construction of this extension
will complete the ¢ ting link of
river transportation with the lower
river and the upper Columbia and
Snake rivers.  Since the completion of
the state portage around the falls of
