Irrigating the Coddling Moth.

An Oregon orchardist has accident-
ally discovered that spraying apple
trees with cold water is a deadener on
the coddling moth, one of the worst
pests of the apple orchard. C. H.
Klum, of Ashland, writes the Orego-
nian that sufficient tests have been
made in that locality to demonstrate
that the best of old-fashioned clean
apples can be raised by those having
water that can be applied by hose with
force enough to reach the tops of the
trees. The evening, he says,is the
best time to make the application, as
moths work in the night, and there
would be less danger of mildew, but
any time of day is better than not to
spray at all. He thinks it might not
be necessary to spray every day. but
it is safer to do so.
