Description of the Car that is Filled with
Northwestern Products and Kept

Traveling Through the East by

the Northern Pacific Co.

The World's Fair Product Car,
which is shown on our first page is
being used by the Land Depart-
ment of the Northern Pacific Rail-
way as an educational advertising
medium. It is one of the two cars
which attracted so much attention
at the World's Fair and has since
been replenished and fitted up so
that it can be taken around the
country without risk of injury to
the contents. It is always ready
for inspection and contains speci-
mens of the natural and manufac-
tured products of the different states
through which the Northern Pa-
cific Railway runs. The car itself
is constructed entirely of wood
grown along the line and is a speci-
men of the high polish and finish
of which the native wood found
along the line of this road is sus-
ceptible. Of course, the agricul-
tural products of the country are
those brought into chief promi-
nence, qs the design of the car is
primarily to show the farmers and
fruit growers, etc., in the eastern
states what can be raised in the
western country, and, to this end,
there is a very fine collection of
fruit from Washington, Idaho and
Oregon, as well as grains and
grasses from Minnesota, North Da-
kota, Montana, Idaho, Washington
and Oregon. In addition to this,
there are fine collections of the nat-
ural flora and fauna of these states,
specimens of soil, ore and stone, as
well as game and fish, views of
Yellowstone Park, Alaska, and
other scenes of interest along the
road. Thus, everyone who is in-
terested at all in the western coun-
try will find something adapted to

his own particular tastes.
The car was first started on its

journey in the fall of 1895, and,
from that time up to June 30th, has
shown at 375 different places. Usu-
ally one day is given in each place,
but two days each are devoted to

-the larger towns, and, sometimes,
at a state fair, annual meeting or
encampments of some particular
body, the car is kept for a whole
week or more. It is a very conser-
vative estimate to say during this
time the car has been visited by
from 750,000 to 1,000,000 people,
most of whom have received print-
ed matter descriptive of the country

along the line through this channel.
The states visited by the car include
Minnesota, Wisconsin, Town, Illi-

nois, Indiana, Ohio, Pennsylvania,
West Virginia, Virginia, Maryland,
New York, Michigan and Kansas.
The only difficulty experienced has
been to satisfy the people even with
the evidence right before them that
the northwestern country could
raise such magnificent specimens as
are found in the car, notwithstand-
ing the fact that each specimen is
marked with the name and address
of the producer and that visitors
are invited to correspond direct
with these persons if they feel at all
skeptical of the bona fide character
of the exhibit.
