Mr Oompera pref.ued Ids remarks
li snlng that tho nverage mint looks
conlruri nn labors side nf tho ques-
tion Tho newspnpers, without nny
nllempt nn my part tn charge them
with unfairness usually presint the
labor question fiom the standpoint of
tho emplo)er. They either get their
Information from employers or their
representatives It Is tho same old
storj tho mm nnd women, tho repre-
sentative of labor, who surfer from
tho snnio old winng. Thero Is no short
cut lo emancipation "

Mr C.nmpers dc lared that tho Inbor
of joung nnd Innocent children Is the
great evil that needs reformation
Many Htates, particularly In tho bouth,
havo no law whatever tn pitvint tho
practice "Men get rich," ho deilnied,
' from tho laboi of children whore
bonis nro ground Into the almighty
dollar. It Is a sad commentary. Men
walk the streets In Idleness'ln the tex-
tile districts while the mills are tilled
with busy children Instead of labor
