The grounds for the sult are con-
talne din the following: *“That the
deat hof thy said W. F. Vermillion
was due to the negligence and reck-
‘tess conduct of the defendant in 'mot
nroviding a safe place for the om-
modation of the sald W, F. Vormil-
tlon, the sald balcony was insecurely
m'h the walls of ite building

tial.”

The answer of the college further
astates: “The defendant In this case
l& a charitable Institution and is not
liable for any act of negligence or
tortlous on the m‘n‘t ol its servants,
agents, architects or builders, and the
doctrine of respondent superior does |’
not apply In any action of this kind.”

The answer further alleges that the
immediate cause of W. F. Vermll-
llon's death was typhoid fever, hut
the injury was calculated ‘to render
him less capable of resisting lhu
ravages of thlas disease.
