The natural resource parade Wed-
nesday afterncon will be of extra-
ordinary comprehenslveness. Seven-
teen counties have pledged floats as
well as six or seven cities. Many of
the foatsa ara belng bullt in Co-
jlumbla. and are designed to Interpret
accurately the natural and Industrial
resources of the State. An attempt
is belng made to have the "floats" of
artistic beauty in design, as well as
representative of the Dtate’s wealth
of natural resources.

“South Carolina day" is to be ob-
served the following afternoon. This
arade will ba the huge caravan of
he week. In thias the trades display
floats will be a distinct feature, as

Columbia’s businesa enterprises are to
be represented in the lineup.

In addi-
tlon to the attractive boochs at the
fair grounds, which will display the
results of the year's efforts, the per-
sonnel of these groups will take an
active part In the parades. The corn
club boys will compete for $68 In
cash prizes. They will also march in
the parades, dressed so as to <2m-
phosize the harvest season idea, with
their palmetto hats and overalls and
with red bandanas about thelr necks.
The bread making contests by the
girla and the displays of canned
goode and pickles. will also be of in-
torest.

The mayor of Columbia is to ten-
der a breakfast to all visiting mayors.
Newspaper men from all sectlons of
the State are to hold an Informal
meeting. A conventlon of horsomen
has been called, and numerous other
bodles will be azssembled. One ot-
ganization, which will be largely rep-
resented, will be the South Carolina
Federation of Labor, which will as-
semble then.
