Anderson was a lively town yes-
terday, In foct tae livellest it has been
thi= year.

People came from Charleston,
Columbia, BSpartanburg, Greenvllle,
Greenwood, nnd all of the citles in this
sectlon of the state. Clemson ad-
mirera came, aa did also those of Au-
burn. No one knew just how the
gume would come out, and that was
one renson there was so much Inter-
est. There having been numerous
surprises In the footimll world this
season, and some of these having hap-
poned to Clemson and Auburn, it was
A guess as to wio would win, Spee-
{al tralns brought hundreds of peo-
ple to the Electrle City and the au-
tomoblles just crowded the streets.
When the game was over there was a
steady line of machines over a mlle
long coming from the park.

The Clemson cadets, nearly 700
strong arrived {n the city on a speclal
traln shortly after 2 o'clock. There
being 80 many of them, the train wee
stopped near the old depot, where they
