Because of the varlous
mali services in treaty ports rpere-
sentatives of the countries at war are
able to filnder the trade of encinics by
solzing involces, bills of lading and

Bir John:Jordan, the British
minister at Peking, has also prepared
exceptions to- the order, Intended to
make its .Ianl:prcem%‘t less objection-
able. 'For example,fenting houses to
Germans dr renting:resldence proper-
ty from Gernans 18’ classed ae nec-
eosary ratall business. This exception
was necessary in many of the troaty
norts where uost of the available re-
gldences are in the German coaces-
sion.. The legation has also held that
‘earrylng on ordindry tolegraphic bus-
iness for Garmans falls within the
category of retall business. The buy-
ing of electricity and water from Ger-
man corporations is also permitted.
