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AN ORDINANCE.

An ordin ace amending and
Sections 882 and 888 of the Revised Ordi-
nances of 1008 of Salt Lake City, Utah.

Be It ordained by the City Council of
Salt Lake City, Utah:

Section 1. That Seotions 382 and 383 of
the Revised Ordinances of 1903 of Salt
Lake City, Utah, be, and the same here-
by are amended and so as to
read as follows:

Section 382. It shall bo unlawful for
any person to carry on the business of
a pawnbroker, or the business of loaning
or advancing monoy, or check or draft
for monoy on the deposit or pledge or
bailment of personal property of any
kind as security for such loan or ad-
vancement, or the business of loaning or
advancing monoy or check or draft for
mortey in any transaction or transactions
in the form of a salo of porsonal prop-
erty wherein the personal property in-

volved, under agreement, Is to bo or may
be repurchased by the vendor, pledgor,
bailor or depositor within an agreed timo
upon the payment of an agreed sum, or
any sum in excess of the real sum so
loaned or advanced, or the business of
loaning or advancing money or check or
draft for money upon a chattel mortgage
or mortgages on porsonal property whore
the personal property Involved or any
part of the same is taken Into the cus-
tody or possession of the person advanc-
ing such money, or his agent or trustee,
or the business of loaning or advancing
any monoy or check or draft for money
upon any assignment or assignments, or
pledge or pledges of earned or unearned
salary, wages or earnings, or the busi-
ness of loaning or advancing any money
or check or draft for money upon any
contract, undertaking or agreement
which in substance and .effect assigns,
pledges or binds the earned or unearned
salary, wages or earnings of the bor-
rower as security for such loan or ad-
vancement, without previously having
obtained a license so to do in accordance
with the provisions hereinafter contained
and set forth. A sign or advertisement
indicating that any person is engaged in
any of the above kinds of business shall
be received as prima facie evidence
against such person that ho is engaged
In the business or pursuit therein ad-
vertised. Every person engaged in any
huslnpss or pursuit above mentioned is
hereby declared to bo a pawnbroker, anil
shall pay the same license fee and re-
ceive the same license as a pawnbroker,
and shall bo governed and bound by all
ordinances and regulations concerning
pawnbrokers In so far as the same per-
tain to licenses and license fees.

Section 383. Every person applying for
a license as pawnbroker, shall, before
receiving such license, pay Into the City
Treasury a license tax of one hundred
($100.00) dollars per annum (no such li-

cense to bo issued for a less period than
six months), and shall, beforo receiving
such license, enter into a Joint and sep-

arate bond, with corporate surety to be
approved by the Mayor, in the penal sum
of one thousand ($1,000.00) dollars, condi-
tioned for the faithful observance of all
ordinances respecting pawnbrokers; pro-
vided, that the license provided for in
this section shall not permit the licensee
to conduct the business of a merchant.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take
effect upon approval.
