H ing to its report for the year 1909, earned a
H profit of only ?154,2G3. Its ore reserves have
H dwindled to 1,237,470 tons, or 250,000 tons less
H than the reserves at the beginning of the year.
H At the same time there has been a considerable
H falling off in the grade of the ore milled. The
H metallic contents of the reserves are believed to
H average as follows: Copper, 2.33 per cent; silver,
H .988 ounces; gold, .065 ounces.
