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SUTHERLAND ON THE TARIFF,

Not in any peériod of the past has the United
States Benate Uslened W so nearly perfect an
example of salire as that delivered by Senator
George Sutherland on the Demoeratie tarifl bill,
The speech was brief, occupying perhaps half
an hour in delivery, bul no labored argument
presenled befors thal body in 4 year, on any
subject, so elripped pretense from the position
of ppponents, so clearly révealed the ugly truth
of proposed legislation, or so won appliuse even
from the phalanx of the layed.

Here is an extract from Senator Sutherland’s
speech, Considering the subjeet “A Tarill for
Revenus Only," he said:

“Southern rice nod New Jersey catgul and
Virginia peanuts, gconsiituling a charming trinity
of diversified loveliness, resl in asafety and
luxurious ense under the protecling mwgis of ils
flexible sheller, while western wool and Minne-
soln wheat and North Dakota tow, homely and
commonplace, possessing neither the pale benuty
of the firgl, the melodions possibilities of Lhe
second—whether living or dead—nor the sue¢cu-
lent charm of (he thied, are coldly relegated Lo
the exposed and inhospitable frontiers of the
free list,

The line of cleavage between Lhose who are
pingerely for protection os o definite and  de-
fengible poliey of general applicalion, and Lhose
somewhat rave individuals who are singerely
against any form or degree of prolection, as
conatituling a peversion of the powers of Gov-
ernment and as being a robbery of the mass of
the people for the benefit of the special interests
i8 clear and well marked, In theory the ortho-
dox Domooral rogards it as a line of sharp sep-
aration, upon the one side of which lies the level
flold of equal piglils to @1l snd upon the other
the arlificial inequalities of spoecial privilege, In
practice, however, we are often ealled upon to
mourn the said inconsistency which Is presanted
by & very large number of Demoerals, who per-
sisl in troating it as o gons of uncertain and
fluctualing éxtent, besoming wider or narrower
in response to the elastic demands of lotal ex-
pediensy. When any Demoerat of this some-
what extensive cluss, Lherefore, proceads o put
his thaory of free trade into practical operation
his major and minor premises become hopelags-
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ly confused. In his major premise he usseris
the u'n_qualiﬂuld wickedness of any degree of
protection. 'Thus runs his theoretical general-
ization to which, by such sacred things as he (8
familiar with, he swears undeviating and un-
dying adherence. In application, nevertholess,
he introduces into his minoy premise a gualifl-
cation which, quile unconsciously of course, he
fails 1o disclose, an ircenious and fallacious
method of deceiving the unwary and confliding,
whieh the logicians call the uncistributed mid-
die, or muddly, I have forgotten which. Upon
the things his constituents buy his tongue and
his hand are in perfect accord—bul are free
traders, When it comes Lo the Lhings his con-
stituonts produce his longue is o free Lrader
but his hand is o protectionist. And so we find
that what he says upon the stump and what he
writes into the law [frequently exhibit—{o bor-
row u form of expression from the charming
vocabulary of the distinguished Senator from
Nevada—an unfortunate disinclination to coordi-
nale. 1 do not mean Lo say that this type of
Democrat is insineere, That would nol be

amiable, and the law of amiability s one which

no gentleman can afford to trifle with, T only
mean Lo suggest thal he regards the golden rule
a8 o more or lesg tentative proposition; that his
condudt is not caloulaled to add any appreciable
luster to the jewel of consisténcy. The ovea~
sional 'rohibitionist who preaches the gospel of
lectolnlism for the salvation of the mpsses, bul
Keepe o boltle for private consumplion against
tha treacherous demands of a capricious appe-
lite, would weleome Lhis sorl of a Democeral as a
gonial and sympathelie companion—an  own
brother, so W speak-—to be unhesilotingly in-
trugled with a duplicale key Lo the privale logk-
er. The out-and-oul free trader, who really
thinks free trade, and conscienbiously does what
he Lhinks, Is at least consistent in his folly, He
takek the medioing he preseribes for others. He
eactices the equality which he preaches, even
wugh it be the pquality of common ruin. But
the Demoerat who is Pm' frea teade on wool
becnuse his constivents buy wool, and for pro-
teetion on rice because his constituents sell rice,
stands for the comfortable sort of equality which
the wolf proposed 1o the lamb, namely, that the
Iatior should farnish all the meat and the form-
ar all the appotite,
