Iiarccst Typewriter.
An English typewriter company once

made a special machine for I.I Hung
Chang. It. w as necessary to construct
a machine much more elaborate than
the ordinury instrument, owing to the

.strange characters of the Chinese
tongue, and tliis typewriter was fitted
with eighiecn hundred characters, each
of which hail to be engraved by hand.
Naturally this wonderful instrument
created a gnat Impression on liolng
Introduced at 1'ekin, and it evidently
suggested to the speculntlve mind of
tlie Chinese the ideu of forming a
company for the sale of Chinese type-

writers. One bold lndlvlduul went to
London with the project He asserted
that it would be impossible to write a
kind of Chinese shorthand with as few
as two hundred and fifty characters
(about three times the number used on
the ordinary machine), but the Instru
ment would lie about three times the
usual size, und the price was to be
$5,000. In spile of the Chinaman's
conviction that there would be a ready
sale in the Celestial empire, neither the
typewriter firms nor the Urlllsh capital
ists cared to have anything to ao with
so risky a venture. LI Hung Chang's
machine Is still probably the only ma
chine which writes Chinese characters.
