This question has re-
cently become more urgent on acvount of
the serious Incrense In rallroad fatalities,
the Inst three
United States, nccording to reports published by the
Interstate Qommission, 1,789 derallments, with a lst of
persona killed and 1,517 Injured.  Recently the
avernge of dernltments and casualtles bas been far be
yond the former figures, In four years the derallments
and tragle list have grown beyond the expaunsion of ralls
roud systems and the population. Proportionately, there
are more accldents and greater resulting damage to life
aml property.

It Is represented by the trackmen that In some cases
the ralls and roadbeds are defective, and that the force
maintained to wateh and rvepalr them s Insufficient
They state that more ralls are broken on account of im=
proper support by tles than by faulty mannfacture in the
It Is further clalmed that the patrol of
(racks by day and night |s not enforeed as thoroughly as
in former years, and that government or State Inspection
of tracks has become a necessity, As the trackmen are
in cloge tonch with rondbeds physically; thele statement,
it may be assumed, will bé carefuly welghed by rallroad
officlale, who desive, as much as any class, that tracks,
amd all branches of the service, shall be sufe and efficlent,

fornla redwood ls durnble and Its tfine
working qualities make It n strong com-
petitor of cypress, and also adaptable
to many of the uses to which white and
yellow pine are put. Redwood as sold
on the market may be the product el
ther of the giant sequolas or “big
treea,” the commercial ytllization of
which has called forth great protest,
or of the const redwond. Cutting the
big trees would megn the speedy exe
tinetion of this unlgue and wonderfal
specles, which ls found only in Isolated
groves and which reproduces only with
ditficulty, says the Boston Transcript.
The coust redwood |8 much more plen.
tiful, amnd reproduces abundantly, so
that It s o good tree for the forester
to utilize for successive timber
