Tho following proposed amendment to
the comtltutlon of the State of Nvraka,
bm hereinafter set forth In full, Is nub-mltt- ed

to the electors of the SUto of Ne-

braska, to be voted upon at the general
election to be held Tuesday. November
(th, A. D. 131.
"AN ACT for a Joint resolution propos-

ing amendmont to Section 1 nnd Heo-tlo- n

10 Article 3 of the Constitution of
tho State of Nebraska, and supplementi-
ng; Article entitled 'Amendments.'

Be It Ilesolved and Enacted by the Legis-
lature of the State of Nebraska:
Section 1. That at tho general election

for state and legislative olllcera to be
held on tho Tuesday succeeding the first
Monday In November, 1912, the following
provisions be proposed and submitted as
amendment to Section 1 and Section 10
of Article 3 of the Constitution of the
State of Nebraska:

Section 2. That Section 1 of Article 3
of the Constitution of the State of Ne-

braska Ii noreby amended to read as fol-
lows:

Section 1. The legislative authority of
the state shall be vested In a legislature
consisting of a senate and house of

but th jpl rosorve to
themsolves power to propose laws, and
amendments to the constitution, and to
enact or tho same at the polls In-

dependent of tho legislature, and also re-
serve power at their own option to ap- -

j pruva ur reject ui mo puns wijr utii .

i section, or part of any act passed by the
legislature.

8ectlon 1A. The first power reserved
by the people Is the Initiative Ten per

of tho legal voters of the state, so
distributed as to Include flvo per cent of
the logal voters In each of two-flft- of
the counties of the state, may propose
any measure by petition, which shall
contain the full text of the meusure so
proposed. Provided, that proposed Con-
stitutional Amendments shall require a
petition of fifteen per ornt of tho legal
voters of the State distributed as above
provided. Initiative petitions (coccopt for
municipal and wholly local legislation)
shall be nled with tho Secrotary of State
and bo by him submitted to tho voters at
the llrst regular state election held not
les than four months after such nllng.
The same measure, either In form or in
essential substance, shall not be sub-
mitted to the people by Initiative petition
(either affirmatively or nogatlvcly)
oftnpr th.an nnon In thrnn vears. If

I dieting measures submitted to the people
at tho same election shall do approveu,
the ono receiving the highest number of
nmrmatlvo votes shall thoreby become
law as to conflicting provisions. The
Constitutional limitations as to scope and
subject matter of Btatutcs enacted by the
legislature shall apply to those enacted
by tho Initiative.

Section 1B. Tho second power reserved
is the referendum. It may bo ordered by
a petition of ten per cent of the legal
voters of the state, distributed as re-
quired for Initiative petitions. Referen-
dum petitions against measures passed
by tho legislature shall bo nled with the
Secretary of State within ninety days
after the legislature enacting the same
adjourns sine die or for a period longer
than ninety days; and elections thereon
shall bo hud at the first regular state
election held not less than thirty days
after such llllng.

Section 1C. Tho referendum be
ordered upon any act except making
appropriations for tho expenses of the
stnto government, and state Institutions
existing at the time such act Is passed.
When the referendum Is ordered upon an
act or part thereof It shall Buspend
Its operation until the samo is approved
by tho voters: provided, emergency
acts, or nets for tho Immediate preserva-
tion of tho public; peace, health, or safety
chall continue In effect until rejected by
the voters or repealed bv the legislature.
Filing of a referendum petition against
one or Items, sections, or parts of
an act shall not delay tho remainder of
the measure from becoming operative.

Section 1D. Nothing In this section
shall be construed to deprive any mem-
ber of the legislature of tho right to In-

troduce any measure. whole number
of votes cast for governor at the regular
election Inst preceding the filing of any
Initiative or referendum petition Bhall be
the basis on which the number of legal
voters required to sign such petition Bhall
be computed. The veto power of the gov-
ernor shall not extend to measures Initi-
ated by or referred to tho people. AH
such measures shall become the law or a

of the constitution when approvedEart majority of tho votes cast thereon,
provided, the voten cast In favor of
Initiative measure or part of said Consti-
tution shall constitute thlrty-ftv- o per

(!!&) of the total vote last at said
election, and not otherwise, and shall
take crfect upon proclamation Dy me
governor, which shall bo mado within
ten days of tho completion of tho official
canvass. The vote upn Initiative and
refeiendum measures shall bo returned
and canvassed in tho same manner as is
prescribed In the case of presidential
electors. method of submitting and
adopting amendments to tho constitution
provided by this section shall be supple-
mentary to the method prescribed In the
article or this Constitution, entitled
'Amendments.' and the latter shall In no
case be construed to conflict herewith.
This amendment shall be
but legislation be enacted especially
to facilitate Its operation. In submitting
petitions and orders for the Initiative and
the referendum, the Secretary of State
and all other officers ahull bo guided by
this' amendment and the general laws
until additional legislation shall be espe-
cially provided therefor: all propositions
submitted In pursuance hereof shall be
submitted In a manner and
without any Indication or suggestion on
the ballot that they have been approved
or endorsed by any political party or or-
ganization, and provided further that
only the title of measures shall be printed
on the ballot, and when two or mora
measures have tho same title they shall
be numbered consecutively in order
of filing with tho Secretary of State and
Including the name of the first petitioner.

Section 3. That Section 10, of Article 3,
of the Constitution of the state of Ne-
braska be amended to read as follows:

Section 10. The style of all bills shall
bo "Be It enacted by tho people of the
State of Nebraska," and no law shall
be enacted except bv bill. No bill shall
bo passed by the legislature unless by
ussent of a majority of all the memberr
elected to each houso of the legislature
nnd the question upon final passage shall
be taken Immediately upon Its last read-
ing and the yeas nnd nays Bhall be en-
tered upon the Journal.

Ssctlon 4, That at aald election on the

Provided, that the general appropria-
tion bill may be Introduced up to and
including tho fortieth day.

Sec. 2. That at said election .on the

The following proposed amendment to
tho constitution of the Stato of Nebraska,
as hereinafter Bet forth in full. Is sub-
mitted to tho electors of tho Stato of Ne-
braska, to be voted upon at the general
election to be held Tuesday, November
Bth, A. D. 1912.
"A JOINT RESOLUTION to amend Sec-

tion nineteen (19) of Article five (5) of
the Constitution of the State of Nebras-
ka cicntlng a Board of Commissioners
of State Institutions.

Be It Unacted by the Legislature of the
State of Nebraska:
Section 1. That Section nineteen '19),

of Article five (5) of tho Constitution of
the State of Nebraska, be amended to
read ns follows: I

Section 19. The Goverhor shall, prior
to tho adjournment of tho thirty-thir- d

session of the legislature, nominate and,
with the consent of two-thir- of the
members of the henato In Executive Ses-
sion, appoint three electors of tho state,
not moro than two of whom shall belong
to the batne political party and no two
of whom shall reside at the tlmo of their
appointment In tho samo congressional
district, as members of a board to bo
known as a "Board of Commissioners of
State Institutions." Said members shall
hold office as designated by the Governor
for two, four nnd six years respectively.
Subsequent appointments shall be made
as provided nnd, except to fill vacan-nlp- s,

nlmll be for a period of six years.
The Board shall at all times be subject
to tho above restrictions and limitations.
Tho Board of Commissioners shall have
full power to manage, control and gov-
ern, subject only to such limitations as
shall be established by law, the State
soldiers' Home. Hospitals ror tne insane.
Institute for the Deaf, Institute for the
Blind, Industrial Schools, Institute for
Feeble Minded Children. Nebraska Indus-
trial Home. Orthopedio Hospital, the
State Penitentiary and all charitable, re-
formatory and penal Institutions that
shall be by law established and main-
tained by tho state of Nebraska. They
shall each give bonds, receive compensa-
tion for service, perform all duties and
comply with all regulations that shall be
established by law. The powers pos-
sessed by tho Governor and Board of
Public Lands and Buildings with refer-
ence to the management and control of
the Institutions herein named shall, on
July 1, 1913, ceaso to exist In tho Gov-

LOST WITH ALL ON BOARD

Many Ocean Liners Have Disappeared,
Leaving No Survivor to fell of

tho Disaster.

A writer In Chambers Journal ro-cal- la

tho number ot YeBsels which
havo from time to time disappeared
mysteriously, leaving not n single sur-
vivor to tell tho Btory.

In the NorthjUlantlc service alono,
between 1841 and 1890, no fewer than
24 big steamers were totally blotted
out of human knowledge together
with their and passengers, num-
bering 1,46'. The President, with
136 souls 011 ' oard, wns tho first of
theso to bp lodt fore.vpr in 1811. Tho
City of r isgow disappeared In 1S64
without .caving n trace, nnd she had
480 uoula on bond. In 185G the Pa-
cific, with a living freight" of 240, Ball,
ed from Liverpool in June, nnd was
nover moro heard of. Tho Tempest,
with 150 souls, mysteriously disappear-
ed in 1859. Tho City of Boston, with
170 persons, vanished in 1870. Tho
Huronian, an Allan liner, disappeared
In 1902; and tho British gunboat, Con-
dor, was lost in tho Pacific in 1901. In
1893 n cattle steamer, the Naronlc,
with 77 aboard, was lost.

As to tho possible cause? of tho
catastrophes, It is only possible to
surmise. Capsizing, damage from
within, Buch as explosion, breakdown
of machinery, or Are; or damaj.e from
without, such as collision with an Ico-ber- k

or with a derelict hulk, have all
been suggested to explain the losses
of vessels. The Captain capWzed, and
hundreds of lives were lost, and It
is now generally assumed that tho
Warathan capsized by reason of

As to tho damage to ma-
chinery, there Is tho cao of tho City
of Paris, which had a big smash in
one of her engine rooms in 1890. Sho
was near the Irish coast, but though
both engine rooms were filled with wa-
ter In ton minutes, she was kept alloat
owing to her watertight compartments
for three days till help came to tow
her into Queenstown. In tho case of
a Are, everything, probably, would be
consumed to the water's edge, and If
this happened far from land, tho
chances of rescue would bo remote.
Heavy weather and tidal waves with
the older vessels, at any rate, were
probably other reasons for shipwreck.

Tracing the Dog's Descent.
It seems to be generally accepted by

naturalists and tho world at largp that
the domestic dog is in some sense a
collateral descendant of the wolf or
jackal, says a writer in Harper's
Weekly.

A professor jut tho Natural History
Museum In Paris has communicated
results of bis study of various canine
skulls to the academy of sciences. Ho
appears to have noticed certain

of growth which have hith-
erto escaped zoologists. He states that
the skull of almost every specleB of
wolf and Jackal differs from tho skull ,
of, the Fhepherd dog to an extent that
makes it Impossible that this dog
should belong in the samo classifica-
tion. The skull of the Indian wolf, on
tho contrary, shows some points of
resemblance. This, indeed, is tho only
savage' canine the top of whose head
projects like that of the dog.

Thero are, moreover, other charac-
teristics which tho Indian wolf has in
common with tho dog, and which tho
ordinary wolf does not share with
them, although his origin and that of
the dog 'have long been supposed to
bo a conimon one.

Tho conclusion of this scientist is
that the Indian wolf is the progenitor
of the shepherd dog and the blood-
hound. Thero were two primitive races
of dogs analogous to these which were
first domesticated In central Asia,
whence they passed to Europe, and
there seems no reason to doubt4that
the bloodhound of roday is the alrect
descendant of the dog spoken of bj
the ancients as "th dog of the ago of
bronze."

Berlin's NoVvs cf Waterloo.
Thero has just been published Illu-cher- 's

dispatch which gavo Uerlln the
first news of tho victory of Waterloo.
It wns addressed to the governor,
and read:

"I Inform your excellency that in
conjunction with the English army un-

der Field Marshal the Duke ot Welling-
ton I yesterday gained the moat com-

plete victory over Napoleon Dona-part- e

thnt could possibly be won.
"Tho battlo was fought in the neigh-

borhood of some Isolated bulldlngB on
the road from here to Brussels hear-
ing tho name 'La Belle Alliance,' and
a better name can hardly be given to
this important day. The French army
is in complete dissolution and an ex-

traordinary number of guns havo been
captured.

"Time does not nt this moment per-
mit me to sand furttier details to your
excellency. I reserve them for a fu-

ture occasion nnd beg you duly to
communicate this Joyful news to tho
good Berllners. BLUCHER."

The dispatch reached Berlin on
June 24, 1812. From London Globe.
