RECALLS LITERARY MYSTERY

Rev. Mr. Wolfe, Aurthor of “Burlal of
8ir John Moore,” Burled at
Queenatown.

A lterary mystery of a hundred
yoara ago Is recalled by the special
centenary number, recently lssued, of
the Newry Telegraph. an Ulster
tri-weekly. In Its pages April 19,
1817, under the simple head of "Poe
try," appeared what Byron called “the
most perfect ode In the language'—
“The Burial of 8ir John Moore.” By-
ron or Campbell or any of the others
to whom this poem was varlously
ascribed would doubtless have been
proud to claim it. Hut the author was
the obscure curale of Ballyclog, In
Tyronne. Rev. Charles Wolfe, And
the fame of the plece was but a pos
thumous fame for him.
