CRISIS BELIEVED DUE SOON

United States Withholds New Pariey
—Dictator May Call Mexican Con-
press to Prevent Humiliation—Seek
to Reopen Negotiationa.

Washington, Nov. 17.—Instructions
were gent to Charge d'Affaires
O'Bhaughnessy Friday indicating to
him the extent to which the United
States government will go in re-open-
ing negotiations with those counselors
of Provislonal President Huerta, who
earlier in the day sought to renew the
parleys.

The Washington government will
not assume negotiations until assur
ances can be given of provislonal Hu-
erta's intention to resign.

Hfforts by counselors of Huerta to
induce John Lind at Vera Cruz to re
open the entire subject has not been
successful, it was reported.

Mr. Lind refused to go back to
Mexico City 'unless some definite
promises were forthcoming from Hu-
erta.

The latest news from Mexico City,
aside from that was that Huerta's
ocounselors- had falled to obtain any
pledge from him.

Chalrman Bacon of the forelgn re-
lations committes, discussing dispatch-
e saying that Huerta's counselors
were seeking to reopen the negotia-
tions, declared the only condition on
which that could be done would be the
complete surrender of Huerta to the
American demands.

Administration oficials continued to
be optimistic over the support they
were getting from the great powers
abroad, but did not discuss the Mexl-
can situation beyond indicating again
that Huerta's elimination was Inevit-
able.

City of Mexico, Nov. 17.—"1 do not
belleve that intervention by the United.
Btates will be necessary,” said Nelson
O'Shaughnessy. The American chargs
d’'affaires added: “There is no Imme-
diate danger to Americans.”

Another sald that after convening
of the newly elected congress would
rush through a measure to wring addi-
tional revenue from the people.

Meantime Sir Lionel Carden, the
Britlsh minlster, conveyed to Huerta
an intimation that the United States
was earnest In {ta intention and .told
the president that the British govern-
ment was disposed to back the United
Btates morally.

7ELIE EMERSON IS DYING

American Girl Felled In England by
Policeman During 8uf-
frage Riot.

London, Nov, 12.—Miss Zelle Emer-
son, the American militant suffrage
leader, formerly of Chicago, is be
lleved to be dying from concussion of
the brain, the result of a blow from
a London policefnan’s c¢lub,

Miss Emerson led an assailing band
of women agalnst a battallon of po-
lice at the Old Bow church on Novem-
ber b, who were trylng to arrest Syl-
via Pankhurst. The charge was suo-
cessful. Miss Pankhurst was taken
by force from her captors and spir-
ited away to a place of safety. Reln-
forcements of the police dispersed
the throng of rescuera only with the
greatest difficulty. And when the
ground was cleared Miss Emerson was
found unconsclous.

JURY RETURNS VERDICT OF
MURDER IN FIRST DEGREE
AND GRANTS HIS WISH.

CURSES JURORS AND JUDGE

Slayer of Chicago Tango Teacher
Loses His Nerve When Attempt at
Insanity Faills to Impress the
Farmer Jury,

Wheaton, 111, Now 17.—"“We, the
jury, find the defendant, Henry Bpen-
cer, gullty as charged, and we fix the
panalty at death,” read the clerk.

That verdict was returned on Fri-
day In the case of the state against
Henry Spencer for the murder of
Mildred Allison Rexroat, the tango
teacher, whom BSpencer killed near
Wayne, and whose body he left on the
rajlroad tracks in the hope that it
would be so mangled as to conceal the
erime.

Spencer heard the verdict read to
him in the courtroom and instantly he
became a wilder animal than he had
been at any stage since hia arrest.

“They'll hang me!” he shouted. "By,
God, they got me!” Then he ¢ursed
tue Judme, the jury, his own lawyer
and himsel!, :

Bpencer sank fainting into his chair.
It was several minutes bofore e could
be even partiy revived And then he
began mumbling, = low, ‘Indistinet, al-
moat gibberish sueccession. of incom-
plete thoughts.

“How does that jury know 1 wasn't
insane? 1 was Insane—I am crazy.
They think 1 was just acting—well,
maybe 1 was and mayhe | wasn't—the
jury don't know—they just make a
guess and they string me up—"

Attorney Anton Zeman, who haa
represented the prisoner through the
trial, was not present, and so Judge
Slusser himeelf ordered an entry of
the usual motion for a hew trial, and
set the hearing for a week from Sat-
urday. Spencer heard and jerked up
his head and cursed his & at
torney.

State's Attorney Hadley's final ad-
dress to the jury was &8 phenomenon
of denunciation. The {mprespion
gtined from it was llke that from see-
Ing a surgeon turn a knlfe in a wound.

“You cannot bellave that he 1s in-
sane. You have seen constantly that
he has been playing, and playing cun-
ningly, to make you think him insane.
But he has fafled. It was his desper
ate chance."

Spencer's attorney did the best he
¢ould. He omitted nothing that could
be done for his cllent. Spencer him-
self could scarcely restrain his impa-
tience at the futiiity of the pleas

“What's the use of showing off?" he
demandad. “Build your gallows ‘and
quit wasting time.,”

The prosecutor turned to the jury
and in a stern voice demanded the
death penalty for Spencer.
