Waters Quickly Engulf Ship.
Tho doomed ones had llttlo timo

oven to pray. They wero engulfed by
itho onrashlng waters that nvvallowed
(tho big ship inside of nineteen min-

utes from tho timo sho was struck.
Tho wireless operators on tho Em-Tres-

sticking to their porta to tha
last, had timo only to so.nd a few "&
jO. S." calls for holp when tho rising
waters silenced tholr Instruments.
Ibat silence told tho rescuers miles
nway nioro potently than a buglo that
doom had overtaken tho ship.

Only six hours boforo this fateful
collision tho pasoongors sang as a
good-nigh- t hymn "God Do With You
Till Wo Moot Again," played by the
Salvation Army band on board.

Survivors Tell of Fog,

It was foggy, according to survivors,
when tho Empress of Ireland, a utoul-hulle-d,

d ship of more
than eight thousand tons, left Mon-

treal at 4:30 Thursday afternoon In
command of H. Q. Kendall of tho
Royal Naval Hesorvo, ono of the most
skilled of transatlantic navigators.

Forest fires also obscured tho at
Biosphere and tho big ship, in charge
of a pilot, proceeded slowly on her
way to sea. At midnight tup pilot nldo
left ncan Father Point, shouting a
merry "Don Voyage" as ho went down
their ladder to his waiting boat

Tho darkness at this timo was in-

tense and the ship under tho slowest
speed possible with steeragowny held
her course. Her docks were deserted.
Tho passengers hud all sought tholr
berths with no thought of Impending
death.

Out of tho darkness, on tho port
Bide, Boon after 2AJ0 in tho morning
there loomed tho llttlo Norwegian col-

lier, not half tho slzo of tho Empress,
tut fated to bo her destroyer.

Not until tho collier was almost
abeam of tho big liner was tho danger
known on either ship. Tho fog had
blotted out tho lights as well as tho
port and starboard lights of both ships.

Quick orders trumptod on both ves-col- e

wero heard. Dut they camo all
too late.

Strikes Ship Amidships.
The steel-pointe- d prow of the Stop

stad, struck tho liner amidships and
then forged aft, ripping and tearing Its
way through tho Empress of Ireland.

Clear to tho stern of the Empress of
Ireland was the great steel shaving
cut from her side, from tbo top of tho
bull far below tbo water lino. Into

that rent the water poured with tho
forco of a Niagara.

Tho bow of tho Storstad smashed Its
way through berths on that sldo of tho
ship, killing passengers sleoplng in
their berths and grinding bodies to
pieces.

Reaching tho stern of tho big liner,
tho Storstad staggered oft In tho dark-
ness, her bow crumplod by the impact.
H,or commander was ready a fow min-
utes later, when ho found his ship
would float, to aid tho crippled and
sinking Empress, but ho was too lato
to save tho majority of thoso on board.

Carried to Bottom.
Tho Empress of Iroland recoiled al-

most on her starboard beam ends from
tho blow of tho colllor and passengers
woro flung, from their berths against
tho walls of their staterooms.

Mngiy woro stunned and before thoy
had time to recover woro carried to
tho bottom with tho ship,

Tho vast torrents jiourlnginto tho
groat gash on tho port slfto, aft, filled
tho corridors and floodod overy state-
room abaft tho midship section In-

side of four mlnutos. '
Thoro wns never a cha'hco for tho

helpless ones in tho after cablnB and
statorooms of tho llnor. With her port
sldo laid open for halt its longth from
tho midship section to tho stern, a
solvo had moro chnnco to float than
tho Empress of Ireland, and tho
trapped passengors In that after sec-

tion wero doomod from tho moment
tho Storstad struck.

Iteollng from tho blow tho ship be-
gan to settlo almost Immediately as
tho wator rushed Into tho big rent

From tho forward cabins, howovor,
men and women In night attlro stum-blo- d

along tho corridors and up tho
companion way to tho promonado dock

tho deck below, tho ono on which
tho boats rested.

Swarm to Deck.
Up thoy swarmed on deck in their

night clothing to find tho ship heeling
away to port and tho deck slanting at
a degroo that mado It almost Impos-slbl- o

to stand oven clinging to railings.
Men and women, shrloklng, praying,

crying for aid that wnn fated to arrive
too lato, fell over ono another in that
last struggle for llfo on board tho
doomed Empress of Iroland.

Fronzlod mothers leaped overboard
with their bablos In their arms. Others
knelt on dock and trlod to pray In tho
fow moments loft to them. Some woro
flung overboard b tho heeling of tho
Blnklng ship and porno broke .tkolr legs
or arms In trying to reach tho life-

boats.

Tho Alaska was tho noit In mid- -
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struck by tho cold water. A goyser of
wator shot upward from tho midship
section, mingled with fragments of
wreckage, that showored down upon
tho passengers still clinging to tho
rails forward and upon those strug-
gling In tho water.

Tha explosion destroyed the last
hopo of tho ship's floating until succor
could arrive, for tho shock hndl
smashed the forward steol bulkhead
walls that had up to then shut out the
torrents Invading tho after part. The
wator rushed forward and the Empress
of Ireland, went swiftly to her doom,
carrying down with her hundreds of
passengers who stood on her slanting
dock, their nrms stretched upward and
tholr last cries choked In tho
waters.

One of the survivors, relating that
last tragic scono on tho decks of the
liner, said:

"I was asleop llko most of tho pas-
sengors when tho collision camo.
There was a sickening crunching of
wood nnd steel and then a grinding,
ripping sound as the Storstad smashed
her way along tho port sldo of our
ship.

"I know that wo had been struck
nnd I rushed to tho staterooms of, some
friends and shouted to them to got up,
as tho shtp was sinking. Stateroom
doors flow open all along tho corridor
nnd men nnd women began to rush for
tho grand companion forward. Those
oft must hovo been drowned In their
berths.

Darkness Is Intense.
"On deck officers of tho ship, par-

tially dressed, woro rushing nbout
urging passengers to bo calm. Sailors
under orders woro trying to launch
tho lifeboats.

"Tho darkness was intense and a
few minutes nfter I reached tho deck
tho electric lights wont out At that
timo thero wero still hundrods of pas-
sengers below trying to gropo their
wnythrough tho darkened corrldorB
to tho companionway and reach the
deck. Most of thom wont down with
tho ship, for tho corridors bolow filled
right after tho explosion of tho boilers.

"I leaped overboard In despair Just
beforo the ship wont down nnd man-
aged to find a bit of wrockage to
which I clung."

Tho gray dawn revealed tho govern
ment steamers Lady Evelyn and Eu-

reka near tho scono of tho disaster and
hastening to nld.

Somo of thoso In tho water tried to
swim to tho Eureka as sho neared tho
point whoro tho Empress had gone
down, Ono woman, woarlng only an
undorvest, ,swam to tho Lndy Evelyn,
and wns helped on board; but died of
uxiinuBuon soon nuorwurus. ,.

Tho work of rescuo still wbb going
on when the Bun nroao In a cloudless
sky.

Men nnd women woro clinging to
spars and bits of broken planks. Many
of tho survivors wero Injured. Somo
had broken logs, others frncturcd arms
nnd still others had boon Injured Inter-
nally In that last mnd rush to got away
from tho sinking llnor.

Women clinging with ono, hand to
llttlo onos, while with tho --other thoy
tried to keep clutch to pieces of wreck
age, wero picked up by tbo llfebonts

Captain Kendall shouting commands and carried on board tho rescuing

Captain Kendall, dazed and unablo
to glvo any coherent account of tho
loss of his ship, wns found clinging to
a broken spnr.

J. W. Langloy, rnncher, of Canford,

nnd clung'to It until picked up.

One of tho survivors, In oxplnlnlng
tho qulokness with which tho Empress
of Iroland went down, said;

OCOUll with not nnnthnr nmntrnntnrlr tn
sight flamos burst out The wireless
operator, unmindful of his danger,
kept clicking and clicking, and Just
as tho boat was going down, help ar-
rived and tho 128 passengors aboard
woro saved.

"Tho collier, being only somethlnj
over 3,000 tons, did not roach up over
to tho uppor or topmost dock of qui
hull. Her bow cut under tho uppoi
accK ana tooic n pooling on me sine oi
our Rhlp that allowed the water U Of DlS- -
rush Into tho lower decks. Then tin i .
liner heeled over, and oven thoso in
tho deck rooms had nc
chance to save themselves. Hundred!
of them must have been dumped oui
of their berths and slammed against
tho walls with stunning forco."

. Kendall Blames Collier.
nimouskl, Quo., Juno 1. Capt liar

ry O. Kendall of the Empress of Iro
land blnmos tho commander of the
collier Storstad for tho sinking of th
liner. Deforo tho coroner's Jury Sat
urday ho told how tho Empresi
dropped its pilot Thursday night al
Father Point, near which tho dioastei
occurred.

"Wo then proceeded full speed,"
continued Capt Kendall. After pass-
ing Rock point kab buoy I sighted the
steamer Storstad, it then bolng clear.

"Tho Storstad was then about one
point twelve degrees, on my star-
board bow. At that time I saw a slight
fog bank coming gradually from the
land and know it was going to pass
between tho Storstad and myself. Tho
Storstad was about two miles away at
that timo.

Blows Whistle as
"Then tho fog camo and tho Stor-stad- 's

lights I rang full
speed astern on my engines and
stopped my ship.

"At tho samo time I blow threo
short blasts on the steamer's whistle,
meaning (I , am going full speed
astern.) Tho Storstnd answered with
tho whistle, giving mo ono prolonged
blast

"I then looked over tho side of my
ship Into tho water and I saw my ship
was stopped. I stopped my engines
and blow two long blasts, meaning 'My
ship was undorway but stopped and
has no way upon her.' Ho answered
mo again with one prolonged blast.
The sound was then nbout four points
upon by starboard bow.

Lights From Gloom.
"It was still foggy. About two min-

utes afterward I saw his red and green
lights. Ho would then bo about ono
ship's length nway from mo. I shouted
to, htm through the megaphone to go
full speed astern, as I saw that tho col-

lision was inevitable; at the samo time
I put my engine full speed ahead with
my helm hard nport, with tho object
of avoiding, if possible, the shock. Ah
most at' tho same time he came right
In and cut the Empress down in a lino
between tho funnels.

"I shouted to the Storstad to keep
full speed ahead to fill the hole ho had
made. Ho then backed away. The
ship began to fill and listed over rap-
idly. When tho StorBtad struck the
Empress I had stopped my engines.

Should Have Heard Call.
"What was the cause of tho collis-

ion?" asked tho coroner.
"The Storstad running Into tho Em

press of Ireland, which was stopped,"
answered Kendall.

Capt. Kendall, In answer to a quest
tlon by a Juror said that when h
shouted to tho' Storstad's captain to
stnnd fast he received no answer. It
was lmposslblo for him not to havo
been heard; ho added.

"I shouted flvo times; I also shouted
'Keep nhead,'" said Capt Kendall,
"and If he did not hear that ho should
havo done It, as a seaman should havq
known that."

"Thoro was wind?"
"It woe qulto' still. When ho backed

away I shouted to him to stand by. I

did not hear any explosion, but when1

a ship goes down like that thero li
bound to bo a great deal of air, and
tho air pressure causes that"

Not His Fault, Says
Montrenl, Quo., June 1. With Its

bows crumpled In and twisted around
at nn ncuto angle to port, and with q
gap showing on tho port sldo only
foot or so above tho wator lino, the
Norwegian collier Storstad, which
rammed tho liner Empress of Ireland,
llmpod Into the harbor.

A few minutes later a warrant oj
arrest, taken out by iho Canadian Pa'
clflo railway, was nailed to its maln
mast by order of W. Simpson Walker,
K. C, register of tho Quebec admir-
alty.

a statement basod on
Capt. Anderson's report, ns well ns
tho reportB of other officers, was given
out

According to tho captain and off-

icers, contrary to what has been stated
by tho enptain of tho Empress of Ire-
land, tho Storstad did not back away
after tho collision. On tho contrary,
It steamed abend In nn effort to keep
Its bows in tho holo it had dug into
tho sldo of tho Empress.

Denies Vessel Moved Away.
Tho Empress, however, nccordlng to

tho Storstnd'B officers, headed away
and bent the Storstad's bow over atj
an ncuto nnglo to port After that tho
Empress was hidden from tho vlow of
the Storstad, nnd, desplto tho fact that
tho Storstad kept Its whlstlo blowing,
It could not locate tho EmpreBS Until'
tho cries of somo of tho victims) In the!

water wero heard.
Capt Anderson denied that he,

moved a mile or so away from the Em-

press after his vessel struck tho llnor.'
Tho Storstad had not mpvod, he said.
It was tho Empress which had;
changed position, he doclarod.

According to tho report made by
Capt Andersen to tho owners, Immedi-
ately tho collision occurred, ho heard;
Cnpt Kendall shout, calling on him
not, to pull awny.

"I won't" shouted tho Storstad's
captain, ns loud as hn could. After
that tho Empross disappeared from
the Storstad's vlow.

Loxlngton was caught In a hurricane
unprepared. All woro saved by tho
help tho "S. O. S." summoned. Tho
Nlobe, wrecked oft Capo Sable, filled
In tho intomission until tho great
sea disaster of tho Titanic claimed
world attention by the
summoning of nsslstanco from many
different sources.

Montreal, Quo., Juno 1. Exciting
and vivid stories of tholr experiences
aro told by survivors of the disaster
that overtook tho liner Empress of
Ireland.

Mr. and Mrs. Honry Freeman of
Wisconsin at tho Chateau Frontennc
told of tholr dash for safety after tho
Empress was smashed by tho colllor.
Mr. Freeman Jumped from his borth,
and, seizing n sweater, ho throw it
around Mrs. Freeman. In tho dark
they struggled up tho companionway
and mado tholr way to tho port side,
whero tho unmanageable lifeboats
wero.

Tho boat kooled, and, determined to
dlo together, they Jumped into the
wator. Thoy wero separated, but both
could swim. Whirled about the water,
thoy finally wero picked up by a boat
from tho Storstad.

Woman Tells of Rescue.
"Following the sinking of tho ship,"

.Mrs. Freeman said, "wo wore both
draggod down. We becamo separated,
but we woro fair swimmers and
thought wo could holp ourselves a llt-

tlo bit When wo came up I could not
see my husband and ho could not
seo me.

"Just boforo the collision I had a
premonition thnt something dreadful
was going to happen. I lay there
thinking of it, and then I heard tho
whistles going nnd tho mon running
on deck. That woko my husband up,
too. Wo saw that we woro going to
bo swept off tho liner and wo locked
nrms nnd Jumped Into tho "black cold
water Just beforo tho boat turned.

"When I felt my husband's hands
torn from mlno I thought wo never
would seo each other again. Dut wo
wore picked up by boats from the
samo vessel."

Bellboy Tells Vivid Story.
Charles Spencer, a bellboy on tho

Empross of Ireland, told of tho man-
ner In which Captain Kendall saved
him. Still hysterical from the suffer-
ing he endured, he cried as ho told
of his experience.

"When tho crash came I rah down
to tho stoerngo to wake up tho boys
thero nnd got them to go to tho bulk-
heads and turn them. They are closed
by hand wheels. I did not have much
time, because when I reached there
tho water was two feet deep and I
could hardly get through it I know
two of the boys wero drowned thero.
I nnd another, Samuel Daker, woro tho
only bellboys saved out of tho dozen
on tho vessol.

"After I woko up tho boys bolow I
ran up to boat deck whero men woro
trying to put tho lifeboats overboard.
Tho Empress had a list to starboard
and tho top dock was down to the
water. It was going very fast Ono
of the funnels toppled Into tho water
and almost foil on a llfoboat. When
the boat mado a final lurch I dlvod
into tho water because I felt I could
get somewhere.

Saved by Captain Kendall.
"When I camo up Capt Kendall was

near mo. Ho caught hold of mo and
helped mo along. Harry Daker was
near us and the captain took him, too.
Ho helped us along. Wo wero in tho
water about 20 minutes, when we wero
picked up and taken to the coal boat
Wo were not far away when tho port
sldo blow out

"They took care of us when they
put In at Rlmouskl. They did not havo
enough clothes for ub, bo we took bags
and cut holes, In them for our arms
and legs. Thoy gave us all kinds of
socks and old slippers and old shoes
that could not bo matched, but we
were glad to get anything to keep Us
warm.

"Tho bulkheads were closed 'for
ward. After I yelled to tho boys to
clpso tho bulkheads, I saw Harry
Daker and Charley Turnstall, two of
my chums, standing by and closing
tho doors. Thoy woro both lost as they
never got on deck."

Volturno Hero Among Saved.
J. H. Price, ordinary seaman, who

wns recently awarded a medal for gal-

lantry for Jumping into the water from
tho Devonllan to save a Volturno pas-
senger, told this story:

"Wo had Just put tho pilot off in
his boat. Ho had climbed down tho
starboard gangway Into his tender and
I had Just got tho soa ladder ready for
carrying forward for stowage

"As I reached tho break o'f the
deck under tho bridge I saw the Stor
stad bearing down on our starboard
bow. I could seo its masthead lights
then, but neither of its side lights. Its
courso was somowhat across ours, and
I heard our bridge signal it to star-
board Its holp. He did tho same with
our engines and stopped our head-
way.

Thnn I Raw tho Storstnd Hhnor nwn v
and Its starbonrd light showed. Dut
It kept coming on. and it was clear
It wan going to hit us. It struck up
JUBt about tho starboard gangway. I

should think It went Into us by the
No. 1 forward Btokehold nnd then
ripped aft In tho engine room.

"As tho crash camo I hoard an or-

der from tho brldgo, 'all hands.' I
dropped tho sea ladder and ran up
to tho brldgo to clear the emergency
boat, which swung overboard ready
for lowering. That was the only boat
I think that really got launched from
tho Empress if Ireland and there was
no ono thoro to get into it

Hard to Stick to Ship.
"Tho ship was listing away over.

Sing "God Be With You," on Ship
Montreal, Quo., May 30. When the

liner Empress of Ireland steamed away
from hero Thursday, she carried 165
membora of the Salvation Army from
the United States and Canada, bound
for tho world convention in London,
fo tho accompaniment of tbo army
band, thoy woro singing, "Qnd De
With You Till Wo Meet Again."

This prelude to tho accident in tho
St Lawrence mado tho disaster a near
parallel to tho sinking of the Titanic,
whose passangers sang, "Nearer, My

It wns swung ovor moro nnd moro,
and, with tho first offlcor, I clung to

the combing of tho Marconi house.
There was somo boat gear lashed on
top there and Its lashings got nway
and carried the first officer overboard,

"Terrible confusion followed. Every
thing gave way. I saw two or threo
men carried overboard as great
winches broko their lashings and
lurched Into tho sea. Pcoplo wero
scrambling up from below and trying
to get to tho port sldo to keep nway
from tho water. It was all I could
do to hang on to tho Marconi houso.
Finally I saw tho ship was going. It
was on its beam ends, nnd mado a
dive for it. I got it nnd Just then tho
ship gave a wallow and went undor.
Tho spar nnd I wero carried under
tho water.

"Tho surface of tho wator, when 1

enmo up, was all covered with peo-

ple, dead and alive; somo struggling
and somo bobbing in tho water. Tho
only light camo from tho flaro of somo
of tho automatic llfo buoys which got
free when the ship sank. Thoy sort of
made a creepy light ovor It all. It was
llko bugs on a pool."

Price found a collapsible boat float-
ing nearby. Ho crawled Into It and
other men followed him. Finally thoy
camo across two womon swimming.
They were pulled aboard, followed by
the chief steward. All theso porsona
were taken In by n boat from tho
Storstad. Prlco was picked up by
tho pUot bont Eureka.

Arthur Ferraday, chief steward of
thp third-clas- Bat In the little sea-

man's mission, one nrm wan bandaged
and an Injured leg was holpless.

Pulled From Bunk by Mate.
"Tho crash did not wako mo," 'ho

Bald. "Ono of the mates pulled me
from my bunk In tho 'glory' holo' and
told mo the ship wns sinking. He
went up to tho deck. While I was
--vawling. out the ship gavo a sudden
lurch and boxes nnd trunks fell upon
mo, tearing my wrist and landing on
my back.

"I ran up to the boat deck whoro
the men were trying to get the boats
ovor. A lot of us tried to put over No.
12 boat on tho port deck,, but could
not do It because tho vessel Lad such
a list to It It was to starboard.

"Then wo went to No. 11 on tho
starboard side. Wo got that off and
let It down carefully and It reached
the water safely. Then we ran to
No. IS on tho port Bide. The officers
wero with us helping to get tho boat
over. While wo were at It, tire ship
took n sudden lurch and threw us
down the side of the ship, or rather
down the slanting deck. The first off-

icer was caught In the boat gear and
carried overboard to his death.

Saw Many Women Drowned.

"Wo tried another boat on tho port
sldo, and as tho Bhlp rolled it filled
with women. Tho turning of the ship
mode It lmnosslble to get the boat
away and the women saw another
boat near and Jumped out to run to
the other over the ship's side. They
did not reach tho other lifeboat nnd
all of them, I think, were drowned.

"As tho vesspl rolled over I Jumped
and swam around for half an hour,
when I came across a barrel and
held on until I was saved by ono of
the boats from the Storstad.

"There was no panic. It all hap-

pened so quickly that no one had a
chance to bo frightened. They had no
chanco to get to tho uppor decks.
Mnny of the people wore killed by
the rafts sliding down the deck ofthe
vessel. They wore loose on docks nnd
crashed Into the people and smashed
them against stanchions or swept
them overboard."

Lawrence Irvlng's Heroism.
Lawrenco Irving, eon of tho late Sir

Henry Irving nnd well-know- n on the
English and American stages, lost his
life while he was trying to save his

--Wife.
F. E. Abbott of Toronto was tno last

man to see Irving alive.
"I met him first in the passageway

and ho asked calmly, 'Is tho boat go-

ing down?'
"I said that it looked llko it
"'Dearie,' Irving then said to his

wife, 'hurry, there is no time to lose.'

Even If you live In a well-kep- t town
thero Is much that can be dono to
mako it still more attractive, says tho
Kansas Industrialist Work that you
do with trees, shrubs, grass and tho
tin cans back In your alley will In-

crease tho valuo of your property and
givo you a good nppotlte.

"For village improvement to bo
most successful tho city government
nnd tho prlvnto citizens must co-

operate," says M. F. Abeam, assist-
ant professor of horticulture at tho
Kansas agrlcultUy.il college. "Let tho
civic improvement clubs, together
with tho municipal government, offer
prizes for the best appearing lawn
and tho lawn showing the greatest
Improvement In looks. Garden con
tests should be started and tho pro-

ducer helped In selling his products.
Get cv.eryono Interested In the work.
Try to develop a community spirit and
mako each citizen feel that his aid
is essential yi carrying cut tho plana
for tho botterment of hl3 municipality.

"Havo a 'cleanup' day to begin with.
Get tho peoplo interested in koeplng
the strepts and especially tho alloys
clean. Dirty nlleys breed files and
disease. Plant Bhrubs and trees and
sow grass seed In the parkings'. Pruno
tho trees and fight tho tent caterpil-
lars and other troublesomo Insects
and tree diseases. Doctor those trees
that aro Injured. Houses should bo
painted nnd tho building of cement
walks and paving of streets started.

"A village Improvement society, can
be organized to look after the differ-
ent phases of tho work. Encouraging
tho better cultivation of flowers, frultB
and vegetables will bo one of Its du-

ties. The society can give an annual
flower show and demonstrate tho ar-

tistic possibilities of each flower. Lec-
tures given by the organization will
be useful, nko. A great deal can bo
done In cleaning up and beautifying
the school grounds and when Arbor
day comes let It be observed by plant-
ing somo properly selected shado
trees, tho work to bo under municipal
control instead of being done wholly
by individual landowners."

ACTS AS COMMUNITY'S AID

Somewhat Novel But Useful Position
Has Been Created by Un-

iversity of Illinois.

Cities, townB, villages and country
neighborhoods in Illinois which want
to better themselves have a new In-

strument to aid tho services of tho
comniunlty adviser, n novel position
just created by the University of

Dr. Robert E. Hieronymus, for-

merly president of Eureka college and
until recently secretary of the educa-
tional commission of Illinois, has been
appointed to the position and has bo-gu- n

his duties.
While the university formerly was

moro than anxious to aid all commun-
ities In their betterment work. It was
necessnry for them to como to the uni-

versity. Now the university goes to
the community, for practically all of
tho adviser's time will be occupied in
traveling over tho stato. The position
Is said to be a new ono in tho United
States.

The whole Idea Is based on the prin
ciple that every community contains
within Itself tho means of its own bet-

terment and that social welfare Is to
bo evolved from within, not laid on
from without. The first step In ob-

taining thoso betterments which can-

not como from Individual enterprises
alone, will bo tho attempt to develop

a community consciousness. There Is

to be nothing of the "highbrow" in the
movement it it designed to be in-

tensely practical, In terms that every
ono can understand.

Tho adviser will by visits
nnd by correspondence with local or-

ganisationsagricultural, commercial,
social nnd civic In utilizing their lo-

cal education resourcos for tho promo-

tion of vocational education, especial-ly- ,

In the new fields. Local school
boards and teachers will bo enlisted
In this campaign.

nt Philadelphia. "The Story of a
Plndo of Grass" was his topic.

"So email a thing as a blado of
grass carries a messago to tho Ameri-

"From
tho llfo of a blade of grass tho peoplo

Kcan iako a messago or mo, inausiry,
domocracy, service, and beauty.

Speaking on tho last of these,- - ho

said; "Dcauty is tho need of our
country. Americans havo not realized
tho lesson taught by tho blade of
grass. Thoy havo not learned to beau-
tify everything, hate dirt and filth,
abolish things unlovely and rudo. If
they had "we would have no tenement
districts, no crowded rookeries, no
smoky manufacturing cities, and no
'garbage drama.' A blado of grass
is a world all Its own If it inspires tho
American people to desire beauty."
