Sltuation in Sonora Is Causing Some
Congern.
¥l Paso, Tex.—War clouds again
hang over northern Mexico in spite
of oMelal denfals from all sources ex.
oept officlals at Mexico City. Gen,
Carmnza, in power as chief executive
at the national eapital, remained gi-
lant regarding Gen. Villa's invasion of
Sonora, The first chief, however, con-
versed for many hours over leased |
wires with Rafael Muzquiz, his sgent |
hera. The next movement admitted- |
Iy from all sides must be made by |
the Carranze government. The move |
ment of some 5,000 Villa troops into |
the western border progressed under
the leadership of Gen. Fellpe Aungeles,
deposed as secrotury of war fo the

Carranza cabinet.

It was learned definitely that Ben-
jamin Hill, commanding conbtitution-
allst troops in Sonora, has not been
orderad to move from his post by
Carranza.

Indicalions were,that he would com:
bat Villa’s Invasion of the state. In
dolng this he also will have to meet
the Yaqul Indlan troops of Gov. Jone |
Maytorena, who has begun an open
revolt against the central government.

Oen. Villa will not take part In per.
mon In the convention of chilefs which
“Carranza has called for October 1 at
‘the national cupital. This was an-
nounced in a telegram addressed to
the Assoclated Press from Luis Bena-
wides, Villa's secretary. He stated,
however, thut Villa's generals would

Today General von Boehn, com-
manding the Ninth [mperial feld
army, acting mouthplece of the Ger
man general staff, has asked mae to
place bafore the Amerlcan peopls the
Garman version of the Incidents In
| question,

Ho far a8 1 am aware 1 am the only
correspondent In the present war who
has motored for an entire day through
the ranks of the advancing German
army, who han dined as a guest of the
Gorman army commatder and his
staff, and who has had the progress
of the army on the march arrested In
order to obtain photographs of the
German troops.

This unusual sxperience came about
in a curlous and roundabout way.

invited by General Von Boehn.

After an encounter In the streets of
Ghent last Tueaday hetween a Ger-
man military automoblle and a Bel
glln‘ armored car, In which two Ger-

| man soldiers were wounded, American

Viee Consul Van Hee persuaded the
burgomaster to accompany him im-
mediataly to the headquarters of Gep-
eral von Boehn to explain the cireum-
stances and ask that the city should
not be held responsible for the unfor-

| tunate affalr,

In the course of the conversation
with Mr, Van Hee Geéneral von Boehn
remarked that coples of papers con-
taining articles written by Alexander
Powell criticizing the Germen treat-
ment of the Belglan c¢lvil population
had comea to his attention and sald he
regretted he could not have an oppor-
tunity to talk with Powell and give
him the German version. :

Mr. Van Hee.psald by a fortunate
colncidence | happened to be in Ghent,
whereupon the general asked him to
bring me out to dinner the following
day, and Insued a safe conduct through
the German lines,

Though nothing was sald about a
photographer, | took with me Pho-
tographer Donald Thompson, As there
was some doubt regarding the pro-
priety of taking a Delgian driver into
the CGerman lines, 1 drove the car
mysalf.

In Midst of Kaiser's Men.

Half a mlle out of Sottehem our
road debouched Into the great high-
way which leads through Lille to
Parls. We_suddenly found ourselves
in the midst of the German army. It
. was a sight never to be forgotten.
Far as the eye could see stretched
solld columns of marching men, press-
Ing westward, aver westward.

The army was advancing In three
mighty columps’ along thres parallel
roads. These dense masses of mov-
ing men in thelr elusive blue gray
uniforms looked for all the world like
three monstrous serpents crawling
across the countryside,

American Nags which fluttered from
our windshleld proved a passport in
themselves and as we approsched the
cloge locked ranks they parted to let
us through.

For five solld hours, travellng al-
ways at express traln speed, we mo-
tored between the walls of the march-
ing men. In time the constant shuflle
of boots and the rhythmic swing of
gray-clad arms and shoulders grew
maddening and I became obsessed
with the fear that 1 would send the
car plowing luto the human wedge
on either slde,

Miles of German Soldlers.

It seemed that the ranks never
would end, and as far as we were con-
carned they never did, for we never
paw or heard the end of that mighty
column.

We passed regiment after regiment,
brigads after brigade of Infantry, and
after them hussars, uhlans, culras-
wlers, fleld batterles, more infantry,
more fleld guns, ambulances, then
slege guns, each drawn by 30 horses,
enginears, telephone corps, pontoon
wagons, armored motor cars, more
uhlans, the sunlight gleaming on thelr
forest of lances, more infantry in
splked helmets, all sweeping by as
rreslstible as a mighty river, with
thelr fuces turned toward France.

This was the Ninth fleld army and
somposed the very Hower of the em-
pire, including the magnifeent troops
of the Imperinl guard. It was first
and last a fghting wrmny. The men
were all young, They struck me as
belng keen as razors and as hard as
nalle. The horses were magnlficent.
They could not have besn better, The
fleld guns of the haperial guard were
almost twice the sive of any used by
our army,

Thirtytwo Horses Draw Howitzer.

But the most Interesting of ail, of
course, were ihe five glgantie howlt
gers, each drawn by 16 pairs of horses,
lear & city Lo
pleces at a distance of o dozen miles.

Every contingency seems to have
been foreseen. Nothing was left to
chunee or averlooked. Maps of Bel-
glum, with which every soldler 18 pro-
| vided, are the finest examples of
tapography I have ever seen. Every
i puth, every farm bullding, every clump
of trees, and every twig in shown

At one place a huge army wagon
.“l.l!lnl & complete printing press
| was drawn up beslde the road and a

morning edition of Deutsche Kreiger
Zeltung was belng printed & 4 distrib-
uted to the paseing men, It contalned
nothing but accounts of German vic
torles, of which | never had heard, but
It sesmed greatly to cheer the men

IMeld kitchens with smoke pouring
from thelr stovepipe funnels rumbled
down the lines, serving steaming soup
and coffes to the marehing men, who
held out tin cups and bhad them filled
without once breaking step.

Covered Wagons Hide Machine Guns.

Thers wers wagons fillad with army
cobblers, sitting cross-legged on the
floor, who wers mending soldiers’
shoes Just as [f they wera back in
thelr littla shops In the fatherland
Other wagons, to all appearances ordi
nary two wheeled farm carts, hid un-
der thelr arched canvas covers nine
machine guns which could Instantly
be brought Into action,

The medleal corps was as magnifi-
cent as businesslike. It was ns per-
feotly equipped and as efliclent ag a
great olty hospltal

Men on bleyeles with a coll of In
sulated wire @lung beotwesn them
strung a fleld telephone from trea to
tree 8o the general commanding could
converse with uny part of the 60 miles
long column.

The whole army never sleeps,
When half 18 resting the other half
I8 advancing. The soldleras are treat-
ed as If they were valuable machines
which must be speaded up to the high-
et possible sefficlency. Therefore, they
are well fed, well shod, well clothed,
and worked as & nogro Lteamster works
mules,

Only men who are well cared for
car march 35 miles a day week In and
week out. Only once did | see a man
mistreated. A sentry on duty In front
of the general headquarters falled to
salute an officer with sufliclent prompt-
ness, whereupon the officer lashed him
again and again across the face with
a riding whip. Though welts rose
with every blow, the wsoldler stood
rigidly at attention nnd never quiv-
ered.

Finally Reaches Von Boehn.

It was considerably past midday and
we were within a few miles of the
French frontler when we saw a guldon,
which signifies the presence of the
head of the army, planted at the en-
trance of a splendid old chateau. As
we passed through the lron gates and
whirled up the stately treelined drive
and drew up In front of the terrace a
dozen offleers In staff uniform came
running out to meet us. For a few
minutes it felt as If we were belng
welcomed at a country house in Ameri-
cA Instead of at the headquarters of
the Uerman army in the fleld, So
perfect was the fleld telephone service
that the staff had been able to keep in
touch with our progress along the
lines and were walting dinner for us.
After dinper we grouped ourselves
on the terrace In the self-consclous
attitude people always assume when
having their pletures taken, and
Thompson made some photographs.
They probably are the only ones of
this war, at least of a German general
and an American war correspondent
who was not under arrest.

Then we gathered about the table,
on which was spread a staff map of
the war area, and got down to serious
business. The genernl began by as-
serting that the stories of atrocitles
perpetrated on Belglan noncombatants
wera & tssue of les.

“Look at these officers about you,”
he sald. "They are gentlemen like
yourself. Look at the soldlers march-
Ing past in the road out there, Most
of them are fathers of families, Sure-
ly you don't belleve they would do the
things they have been accused of."

Explains Aerschot Crimes.

“Three days ago, general,” I sald,
“I was In Aerschot. The whola town
now I8 but a ghastly, blackened, blood-
stained ruin.”

"“When we entered Aerschot the aon
of the burgomaster came {nto the
room, drew & revolver, and assassinat-
Jed my chief of staff,” the general said.’
“What followed was only retribution.
Thé townspeople only got what they
deserved.”

“But why wreak vour vengeauce on
women and children?”
“None has been kille
asserted positively.

“I am sorry to contradiet you, gen-
ernl,” 1 asserted with equal positive
ness, “but I have myself seen thelr
mutllated bodles, So has Mr, Giuson,
secretary of the American legation
at Brussels, who was present during
the destruction of Louvain."

“Of course, there always Is danger
of women and children being killed
durlng street fighting,” sald General
von Boehn, “if they Insist on coming
Into the strect. It s unfortunate, but
it I8 war"™

Data Startles General,
“But how about & wompn's bhody 1
saw, with her hands and feet cut off?
How about a white-haired man and his
son whom 1 helped bury outslde Semp-
stad, who bad ‘been Killed merely b
caluge & retreating Belglan had shot o
German soldier outslde thelr house?
There were 22 buyonet wounds on the
old man's face. | counted tham. How
aboul the lttle girl two years old who
waus shot while In her mother's arms
by a ubhlan, and whose funeral I at
tended at Beystopdenberg? FHow about
the old man who was hung from the
rafters In his house by his hands and
roasted to death by a bonfire belng
bullt under him?"

Louvaln Library Incident, ‘

"Apropos of Louvain,” I remarked,
“why did you destroy the library? It
wan one of the |iterary storehouses of
the world.”

"Wo regretted that ns much as any
one else,” answerod the general. "It |
oaught fire from burning houses and
we could not save It |

“But why did you burn Louvaln at
all? 1 asked. |

“Because the townspeople fired on |
our troops. We actually found ma-
chine guna in some of the houses.”
And smashing his flst down on the
table, ha contlnued: “Whenever elvil. |
lans firea upon our troops we wlill |
teach them & lasting lesson. If women |
and children insist on getting in the
way of bullets, so much the worse for
the women and children.”

“How do you explain the bombard-
ment of Antwerp by Zeppelins?” |
querled.

Explains Zeppelin Bombs.

“Zeppellng have orders to drop their
bombs only on fortifications and sol
diers,” he answered.

“As a matter of fact,” I remarked,
"they only destroyed private houses
and glvilians, several of them women.
If one of those bombs had dropped 200
vards nearer my hotel 1 wouldn't be
smoking one of your excellent cigars
today."

“This 18 a calamity which I thank
God dida't bappen.”

“If you feal for my safety as deeply
ns that, genersl,” | sald earnestly,
“vou can make quite sure of my com- |
Ing to no bharm by sending no more
Zeppelins,”

"Well,” he sald, laughing, “we will
think about it.” He continued grave
ly‘

“l trust you will tell the American |
people through your paper what 1|
have told you today. Let them hw
our side of this atrocity business. ]
is only justice that they should be
made famillar with both sides of the
question.”

I have quoted my conversation with |
the general as nearly verbatim as 1
can remember it. | have no comments
to make. I will leave It to my readers
to decide for themselves just how con-
vincing are the answers of the Cer
man general staff to the Belglan ac
cueations,

Photographs German A.rmy. |
Before we began our conversation 1
asked the general If Mr. Thompson |
might be permitted to take photo- |
graphs of the great army passing.
Five minutes later Thompson was
whirled away In a military motor ecar |
ciceroned by an army officer who had |
attended the army school at Fort
Riley. It seems they stopped the car |
beside the rgad In a place where the
light was good, and when Thompaonl
saw approaching a regiment or bat-
tery of which he wished a plcture he
would tell the officer, whereupon the
officer would blow his whistle, and
the swhole column would halt.

“Just wait a few minutes until the
dust settles,” Thompson would re-
mark, nonchalantly lighting a clgar
and the Ninth Imperial army,
whose columns stretched over the
countryside as far as the eye could see
would stand In its tracks until the alr
was sufMiclently clear to get a pioture.

Show Thompson Gunnery.

As a field battery of the Imperial
guard rumbled past, Thompson made
some remark about the accuracy of
the American gunners at Vera Cruz.

Economy in Building and in Heat-
ing Makes the Type Most
Attractive.

STRUCTURE EASY TO ERECT

Construction Is Chiefly Plain, Straight
Work, and With Proper Archl
tectural Advice Matters Are
Easy—S8ome Facts to Be
Kept in Mind.

There ara perhaps more aquare
housea built In the middle West than
houses of any other style or design.
By "square houses” Iz meant houses
with plain, stralght sldes and square
corners, in which the width nearly or
quite equals the length. “Rectilinear.”
perhaps, would be a more accurate
term, but that does not convey an lm-
pression of the square appearance
that such houses have.

Economy in bullding and economy
in heating, both have their Influence
Houses of the “square” type range
from 22 by 28 feet to 30 by 26 feet In
slze, and they contaln from six to
eight rooms—seldom less than six and
seldom more than eight. They are
bullt either full two stories, with an
attle; or like this one, with some of
the windows elevated above the eaves
to admit light to the upper rooms.

This particular house is one of six
rooms, 28 feet wide and about 27 feet
6 Inches frean front to rear. It f8 a
very ecomomlieal house to bulld. It Is
all plain, straight work. exeept the
dormer windows; and these are as
plain as they can be and satill look
well.

Such houses are so easily built that
A great many of them are put up in
country places without architectural
plans; but that is, generally speaking,
a mistake. Good working drawings
are 80 cheap nowadays that no one
can afford to take chances on haphasz-
ard work. You can always recognize
houses that have been bullt after the

ar i the one most vitally Interested;
but a little adviee from a succesaful
architect goes a long way, and Inste a
long time afterward. You don't bulld
A house every year. It pays to be care
ful.

Long years of experience In bulld
Ing medium-priced houses has demon:
sirnted a few (acts that everyons
should know. For the health of tha
family, you must have good dralnage,
sufficlent ventilation, and an abun
dance of sunshine. In the face of mod-
ern Invention, every new house should
be plped for gas, and for hot and cold
water, and wired for electricity. Ev-
ary houss should contaln provision for
comfortable, euny heating: and every
house should have a good bathroom,
These things are essential, both for
health and for comfort; to neglect
them means to regret It as long as
you live in the house.
