To obtain this result the stubble field
should be first thoroughly disked and
then plowed deep during July, the
earlier the better. It is too late
after the middle of August. If your
work is such that it is impossible to
plow the field as suggested burn the
stubble but do this only as a last re-

sort. Insected fields should not be
sown prior to September 20th.

Oat Smut
During the last two weeks consid-

erable data has been obtained in re-

gard to oat smut throughout the
county. Counts havo been taken in
something liko 125 fields in the va-

rious precincts of the county and I
find that they average as follows:
Hubbard, 15.9; Summit, IG.9;
Pigeon .Creok, 13,8,; Emerson,
11.5; Omadi, 7.5; Dakota. 4.These figures were obtained by
counting tho number of smuted
heads and the number of good heads
in three or four parts of the field
and the results averaged. From the
above ficures it can bo seen that a
considerable portion of the oat crop
is being lost each year trom smut.
This can bo almost entirely prevent
ed by treating the seed oats before
seeding. There are a number of
fields that were treated in the county
this year and with a few exceptions
they are entirely free from smut.
Look through your oat field and if
you find smut there plan to treat
your seed oats next year.
