It is estimated that twice that num-
ber will be called before the full
quota is secured, owing to the Iarﬁe
number of exemptions that will be
made,

the magic number, “258."

AGENTS SAVE THOUSBANDS

Une hundred and forty-six county
agricultural sgents in nine northern
and western states, who kept records
of the cost and of the losses in 3256
hog cholera demonstrtions involving
10,627 hogs, report a saving of $92,-
547.25, according to a summary pre-
pared by the State Relation Service
of the United States Department of
Agriculture, This saving does not
include the thousands of hogs that
have been saved thru preventive
measures suggested by the county
agents.

The part Nebraska's county agents
are playing in hog cholera preven-
tion is shown by the work done in
Dakota county. Last year there
were but 22 outbreaksin that county,
and not a single case was allowed to
spread to adjoining farms. In Sew-
ard county, the Farm Bureau owns
several sets of instruments for hog
cholera vaccination, which are loan-
ed to farmers. Serum and virus
are bought at wholesale prices, 356
t:r cent of the cost of wvaecination

ing saved by this means,

PLENTY OF WHEAT SEED

From data obtained in a recent
survey of counties in which damage
to winter wheat was least severe last
winter, it appears that Nebraska
has plenty of good seed for use this
fall if it ean be properly distributed,
Most of the wheat was found in the
southeastern and southwestern parts
of the state. Some soft wheat was
found in southern counties, but this
is not satisfactory seed for most
parts of the state, Hard winter
wheat (Turkey Red) is best adapted
to almost all sections of Nebraska.

This survey was just completed by
the College of Agriculture and the
United States Department of Agri-
ture cooperating with the State
Couneil of Defense. Farmers are
urged to hold their wheat for seed
rather than put it on the market for
flour, A list containing the names

CHERRY OLIVES

An excellent way to preserve cher-
ries for winter use is to pickle
{them, The following recipe for
putting them up in this way is sup-
plied by home economies specialists
|nt’ the University Agricultural Ex-
tension Service:

2 pint water, 1 tablespoon salt,
cup vinegar, 1 quart cherries,

Prepare the brine and add vinegar.
Then put the cherries in the liguor
and seal jar.

PICKLES AND RELISHES

Having set machinery in motion
to teach Nebraskans the most up-to-
date methods of eanning, home econ-
omics experts in the College of Ag-
ricultural Extersion Service are
making plans to “‘pickle the state.”
Full instructions for preserving
garden and orchard products by
pickling them are contained in Can-
ning Circular No. 8, just issued by
the Extension Service, University
Farm, Lincoln, This bulletin will
be sent free upon application.
NORTHUERN-GROWN SEED POTATOES

Reports from county agricultural
agents in Nebraska bear out results
of the Nebraska Experiment Station
gshowing that northern-grown seed
potatoes usually give more satisfac-
tory vields than home-grown seed
potatoes. In mnnﬁ counties, vines
of potatoes from home-grown seed
suffer very quickly from heat, while
kthose grown from northern seed
withstand heat much better. It is
likely that striking differences will
also be noted in the yields at digging
time,

BUYING AN ELECTRIC FAN

In purchasing an electric fan for
household use, one should choose a
slow-speed, G-bladed, 12-inch fan
rather than a high-speed, 4-bladed,
8-inch fan. According to the elec-
trical engineering department of the
State University, the slow-speed fan
deseribed above will deliver the same
volume of air with fewer revolutions
and less noise. Hence, such a fanis
the better for use in the home.

APPLE-CHERRY JELLY

A delicious jelly may Le made
from cherries and apples that are
too green for other use, ‘The apples
are cut into small pieces, covered
with water, and boiled thoroly.
Three parts of apple juice to one
part of cherry juice, plus an giual
volume of sugar is recommended by

the University of Nebraska.
