but his own,

The first ten days following vacei-
nation is the most eritical time.
During the first ten to fourteen days
the hog's resistance should be kept
at its hest., This can e done by
feeding lightly especially of grain
and giving the hogs dry, sanitary,
well-ventilated sleeping quarters. If
alfalfa pasture is not available feed
alfalfa hay—the fourth® cutting is
especially good. Do not give patent
medicines which have a tendeney to
scour. Better invest that money in
serum 8o as o inerease the dose when
vaccinating, Do not vaecinate and
castrate at the same time. Allow
at least three weeks to elopse he-
tween the twe operations, Should
the appearance of cholera make vac-
cination necessary sooner than three
weeks after castration, increase the
dose of serum on the eastrated hogs
or, better still, give them serum
alone first and later the simultaneous
treatment,

Should any of the vaccinated hogs
show signs of sitkness within seven
to nine days following treatment,do
not wait until they die. Give an-
other dose of serum immediately to
the ones off feed, If it proves to be
cholera the extra dose of serum will
perhaps save the most of them if
given early. If it is not cholera the
serum will do no harm whatsoever.
Sometimes a0 number of pigs will go
off feed for » few days after vancei-
nation and recover without any loss,
But If you make a practice of wait-
ing to see if they are going to re-
cover withoul an additional dose of
serum it will generally be too late
for serum to do any good. The hest
rule to follow is to use plenty af ser-
um in the first vaceination,
