CHANGE LIVELY WORDS.

FORMER ASSAILS PRESIDENT

He Denounces Our Attitude Toward
England as “Flunkeyism"—Thinks
It Proper that Lord Pauncefote Be
Ordered Home.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 156.—~The mo-
notony of a private pension day of
the house was enlivened by an im-
passioned speech from Mr, Wheeler
of Kentucky In denunciatior of what
lie denominated “flunkeylsm" to for.
elgn countries, He took the recent
statements emanating from the conti-
nental cabinets regarding the attitude
of Grea. Britaln durlig the Spanish-
American war as a text for a whole-
sale attack upon the trend of the
United States’ recent diplomacy. He
severely scored Secretary Hay and de-
clared that if Lord Pauncefote had
sought, as was alleged, to clreumvent
this country durlng the war of 18068,
the sooner he was shipped across the
seas the betler.

He also criticlsed the preeident for
his reported Intention to send his
daughter to the coronation of King
Edward and protested against the offi-
clal reception of Prince Henry.

His apeech aroused the house to &
high pitch of excitement and elicited
from Mr. Boutell of Illlnols a splced
defence of Secretary Hay, whom he
eulogized in high terms. Beveral
members took a hand and later in the
afternoon Mr, Grosvenor of Ohio took
Mr. Wheeler to task for his “lnep-
portune protest” and rehearsed the
higtory of the visit of the prince of
Weales to this country In 1860 and
hig reception by President Buchanan.

‘Mr, Wheeler excoriated what he
termed the modern disposition toward
“luropean flunkeyism.” Untll 1896,
he sald, all Americans had gloried In
the splendid isolation of the republie
and its determination to heold aloof
from foreign entangling alllances.
Less than five years ngo, he declared,
a president, “goaded on by the pitia-
ble Aunkey In the State department,”
had stretched his arms across the seas
in adulation to the people of Great
Britaln and today the government wasa
hiugging to ité bosom that which since
the battle of Yorktown had systemat-
feally and persistently plotted our
¢lownfall.

“l bhave respect for the present oc-
cupant of the White House, I frankly
sivow,” sald the speaker. “I think he
fa too honest to be palatable to the
average republican partisan. A little
Quixotic, It I8 true, hasty-tempered,
full-blvoded and not exactly desirable
to many of our citizans, and I indulge
the hope that the lingering element
of Americanism will induce him at the
first opportunity to boot out that man
in the State department, who In my
judgment has brought us to this hu-
millating condition.”

e contlnued:

“England a friend of the Unlted
States? 1 would to God she were, but
what a spectacle have we preasented
in order to Lioast that we have the
friendship of Great Britain and have
become & world power.

“For more than four years we have
witnessed Great Britain maintalning
military stations inslde the borders
of two republics. We have seen her
agents golng up and down this coun-
try enlisting men and buying mate-
rials of war, and | belleve I wlill not
travel outslide the record when [ as-
gert that any member upon this floor
who has served here as much as
four years has recelved letters from
his constituents protesting against the
enforced enligtment of American boys
by the English government to do bat-
tle in South Africa.

“We have swung further away from
the democratic traditions, from repub-
lican ideas and republican principles
in the last flve years than in the pre-
vious 100 years."

The consansus
of opinion among thoss who are gen-
erally in touch with Russian views
is that the militant Muscovites will
endeavor to reveuge themselves LY
stirring up disorders in Afghaniatan,
while the Russian government will lle
low, awalting the moment when Jap-
an, having organized the mllitary
forces of China, will join hands with
the Ilatter and drive out all Euro-
peans with the exception of the Rua-
glans, who, by that time, will occupy
an impregnable position in Manchu-
ria.

HOUSE ADOPTSE RESOLUTION
FOR POPULAR ELECTION.

MEASURE HAS NO OPPOSITION

Bill to Construct Bridge at 8t. Joseph
is Among Thosse Passed—Ex-Con-
federates to Ba Reimbursed for
Loss of Side-Arms.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 14.—The house
yesterday unanimously adopted a res-
olutlon proposing an amendment to
the constitution of the United States
for the election of senators by direct
popular vote. There was no demand
fof time to debate the resolution. This
is the fourth time the house has
aflopted a similar resolution, [

Tvo bills of general Importance
were passed by the house, the re-
mainder of the time being devoted to
minor business, One was a senate bill
to provide for the payment of claims
of confederate officers and soldlers
whose horses, side arms and baggage
were taken from them by unlon sol-
diers, contrary to the terms of the
surrender of Lee's and Johnson's
armies, The amount to be pald un-
der the blll was limited to $50,000,
The other bill was to confer on the
Spanlsh claims commission authority
to send for persons and papers and to
punish for contempt.

A bill also was passed to grant to
the White River Rallrond company
the right to construct a railroad acroes
the government lands in Independence
county, Arkansas,

Speaking to a pro forma amend-
ment to the latter bill, Mr. Corliss
(rep.) of Michigan, who is the author
of the bill to provide for the laying
of a government cable from San
Francisco to Manila, addresged the
house on the cable project. He was
opposed, he sald, to congress ylelding
concesslons to private cable monop-
olles, notably the Commercial Cable
compnny, c¢cntrolled by the Mackay-
Bennett forces, and dwelt on the im-
portance of the United Btates operat-
Ing its own cable lines,

“The right to construct cable lines,"
he said, “is an inherent right of the
nation. No one has a right to’ lay
A cable without permission of con-
gress, There g no law in existemce
by which cables can be laid.”

“Congress,"” he continued, “has as-
sumed the right to control the con-
struction and operation of cable lines
to Alasks, Is It not far more im-
portant for the maintenance of peace
snd for the welfars of our people to
contral  eable communication with
Hawall, the Phillpplnes and the other
Islands in the Paclfic?”

The following bills were passed:

T.: to construct a bridge across the
Mizsourf river at 8t, Joseph, Mo., and
to anuthorize the Memphis, Helena &
Loulslana railroad to construct bridges
across the White and Arkansas rivers.

When the commitlee on eleet'on of
president, vice president and repre-
gentatives in congress was considered,
Mr. Corliss called up the joint resoln-
tion proposing a constitutional amend-
ment to provide for the election of
senators of the United States by pop-
ular vowe, He oxple!nod that the
resolution was practically identleal
with the one passed by the house in
several congresses and sald he did pot
think it necessary to discuss the meas-
ure.

STRIKES CHRISTIAN BCIENCE.

Ohio House Passes a Bill Imposing
Penalty.
COLUMBUS, 0., Feb. 14.—The

house today passed a bill aimed at
Ckristian Sclentists. It provides that
any parent or guardien who shall
willfully deprive any sick child un.
der 16 years of age shall be fined
from $10 to $200, or imprisoned for
glx months, or both.

A bill was introduced appropriat-
ing $75,000 for a state bullding end
exhibit at the Bt.

BERLIN, Feb. 14.—The Association
of German Swine Breeders, which has
assembled here, has discussed the
scarcity of hogs sultable for butcher-
ing. The general secretary of the
assoclation, Herr Burkbart, explain
ed that the unrestreined importation
of American bacon and lard was com-
pletely ruining the German fattening
business and making Germany entire
ly dependent on the hog markets of
the United States.
