The Boethick Indians.

The Boethick Indlans of Newfound.
land, at one time the aboriginal inbab-
itants of the island, can fiow only be
courdted by one or two skeletons and a
few skulls, so completely bhave they
swept away. The French employ-
ed Mic Mae Indlans of Nova Scotia
to fight agalnst and exterminate them,
The Boethicks were a peaceable and
qulet race, given to hanting and fish-
ing. They used canoes made of birch
rind and of skins of deer, like the Es-
kimo enynk, They had no pottery and
used uteusils of birch rind sewed to-
gether, but they employed soapstone
dishes ns lamps, their form being sim-
flar to those among the Eskimos at the
present day.

They carved deer and walrus horns
and the bones of the seal Into orna-
ments, which they wore on thelr dress.
es, and ornamented thelr heads with
combs. The earvings are In triangu-
lar patterns, and out of the large col-
lections In the museum at 8t. John
there are no two ornaments having the
same pattern. Thelr stone Implemer's
were more rudely coonstructed than
those of the western Indlans,

But s this the case? Not a bit of it
As you walk down the street look at
the people as they go by, and you will
discover that the noses of niacty-nine
out of every hundred turn to the right.
When once you have begun to notlee
this fact, it wlll constantly attract
your attentlon. In truth, the objeo-
tlom to starting in upon a study of this
kind is that you cannot get away from
it afterward. It haunts you steadily
and persistently, Whenever yon meet
A friend you look at his nose to make
sure whether It turns to the right or
not.

Now, the phenomenon belng as de-
seribed, what Is the reason behind it?

FLOWER AND TREE.

Altheas show thelr Rose of Sharon
flowers In August and September.

In setting out a tree the previous
geason’s growih should be shortened
Fone-third to three-fourths, according to
the roots.

The golden coreppsis and the feath-
ery shoots of the garden asparagus
make n beautiful and artistic combina-
tion in a simple vase.

Whatercress is good when the leaves
are large. The sige of the leaves indl-
cates the amonunt of tissue—strengthen-
ing ehlorophyll—in them.

The safest rule in pruning Is to keep
| wateh on the young trees and cut out
| any branch that seems to need removal
I while it Is yet small enough to yleld
to the kulfe,

Trees that grow large tops, such ns
elms, silver maples, lindens, ete.,
should be planted forty-five feet apart
in order to allow each tree room for
expansion and prevent too much
shade.

Flanta of sweet willlam must be pur-
chased for a new garden, as those
grown from seed sown In the spring
will not blossom until the spring fol-
lowing. Once started, however, they
will continue year after year.

Black Sea Peculiarities.

The Black sea differs In a most re-
markable manner from other seas and
oceans, A surface current flows con-
tinuously from the Black sea Into the
Mediterranean and an under current
from the Mediterranean into the Black
gen. The latter current is salt, and, be-
ing heavier than the fresh water above,
it remains stagnant at the bottom. Be-
fng saturated with sulphuretted bhydro-
gen, this water will not maintain life,
and so the Black sea contains no living
inhabitants below the depth of about
100 fathoms. The deeper water when
brought to the surface smells exactly
like rotien eggs.
