A special to the daily papers from Rush-
ville under date of December 16, has the
fallowing to say of Jules Sandez, an eccen-
tric individual who resides northeast of
Alliance: "'Jules Sandoz, who was found
guilty of assaulting a couple of his neigh-

bors by shooting a rifle in their direction,”
